WHEN TO SOW CXOYER.
We find the following inquiry in the

Union (Jity Courier:
"Ono of our correspondents asks what is

the most successful medioa 01 sowing
clover in the fall cr winter upon land from
which a crop of wheat and oats had been
cut the same year. Will some of onr good
farmers give the desired information"

Clover seed, if sown before February, is

ap' to fail by tho action of frost in killing

the small, tender plants soon after germi
nation. From tho middle of February to

the first of March is the best time in the
climate of Middle or West Tennessee. If
- - r ...1 1 t r. t.nn l.n nwnr
the field should be plowed and harrowed
before sowing clovor seed. If the ground
is in good order and light, the first rain will
cover the seed sufficiently.

THE AMERICAS DESERT.
After praising in strong terms the east

ern part of Kansas for farming purposes, a
correspondent of the Prairie Farmer says
the western part has not been so well test
ed, because it has not been settled, "but
there is absolutely nothing in the appear
ance of any part of this 'Great American
Desert' to indicate its unfitness for stock--

growing. The native grasses are nutritious
and abundant, and the spriugs and
fitreams afford amnio water for
stock." Herds are increasing rapidly.
Cattle two-lhir-ds grown in Texas, may bo

finished off in Kansas and Missouri, mainly
on grass, but partly on corn meal, ready
for the shambles. This kind of husbandry
will soon atlain immense proportions in the
west and southwest, reaching from tho Gulf
to the tl' ciy Mountains in time covering
a large part of Mexico. Tennessee fanners
should go in for grass and fine stock to meet
the growing wants of a continent.

THE CATTLE SHOW AT VIEXSA.
The printed catalogue de:cribes 2,840

animals on exhibition at Vienna, from dif
ferent nations, distributed as follows: Cat
tle, 1,057; sheep, hvg3, 278; miscella
neous, 17. In this fi2ld Americans do no!

compete. Dr. Warder, correspondent of
the Prairie Farmer, says tho famous short-

horns of England are well represented.
Choice animals cf this breed have all been
so'd, so that English breeders have been paid
for their enterprise. Holland and Switz
erland had fine dairy cows on exhibition.
This is a growing interest in Europe as
well as iu America. The following re
marks on sheep will interest some of our
readers who appreciate this useful animal:

"The exhibition these useful and gen-
tle animals is larger and more comprehen-
sive in varieties than I have evir before
teen. Hero we have long-wool- ?, middle--

wools and slioit-wool- coarso wools
and lice woo's of every degree: hero are
sheep that have been bred especially for
their fleeces, even at the expense of their
bodies and cf their physical develop-
ment; and here, too, are splendid represen-
tatives of tho finest races ol mutton sheep.
Besides which, there are individuals of
several original native breeds, such as are
rarely met with, and which, except for
their picturesqueuess in the landscape, ne?d
not be preserved. These may receive h re
a passing notice. The Bargainor from
Italy, are lare aul long-legge- but their
most striking features consist in their long,
drooping cars and Roman noses. Another
breed, called Ithone, were white, with jet
black faces and black horns, tho carcass in-

different and the fleece coarse simply en it
al. The Scibenburger race wero of

medium size, without horus and with very
loDg, coarse wool. The Valla?hiau sheep,
shown by 1'riucs Saze-Cobur- g Gotha, are
the most remarkable for their leng, straight,
wide spread horns, with peculiar twist,
seen in some pictures."

Let him consider
the expanse of fences on a mile square, and
tho value of tho cattlo, and it wid be seen
at once that tho fei.cea cost far moie than
the cattta will sell Tor, sn.l in many cases
where train is grown ten to twenty tiine3
as unub. Ho womL-- that farmers
aro porr, and they work all their
lives for less money than any other
class, for in no other pursuit is tliero such
frightlul percent. of bs3a3 in fencing. Out
of this loss and out of the gaiu3 mado bv
middlemen, come the ueces.-it-y for child-
ren growing up in iguoranco, wives wear-
ing out prematurely, and tho whole busi-
ness of agriculture being looked upon a3 uu-suil-

to smart, ambitious young men.

At least half of the fence expct.se
will be dispensed with, by soiling stock, and
raising fewer and better animals.

TA ICE CAKE OF THE CALVES.
Much of the future growth, and, in fact,

much of the profl's of the farmer arising
fioin his stock, depends upon the care which
it recives during tho first year. I do not
wish to be understood by this thst if a
larmer takes good care of his stock thofirst
year he can afterward let theui run hap-hazzar-d.

Every good farmer will see that
his stock is at all times well csred for. But
the first ear is the foundation; it is the
starling point of their future growth.
Therefore many farmers who are iu the
habit of giving their calves nothing "but
whey from tho time tLcy arc about
three weeks old until they are
weaned. They are then left to
run and pick their living as best

they may until winter, when they aro taken
to the barn and put into eomo little back
hovel, with nothing but hay, until spring;
or, as l nave oltcn ceu, turned into
stack. In either case they are, when spring
comes, so siunteu ana poor mat tney make
a slow growtn ever attcrward. Uonse.
quently, when selling time comes, the
farmer find his stock far behind in size
and pries of his neighbors who cared well
for tneir calves. One instance of this came
within my knowledge. Some steers raised
as above sold for 15, while those of
neighbor, which had been well cared for
while young, sold readily atS25. Tho qua!
ity of the stock of tho former wa3 fully
equal 10 me laiter to start with. Cor
rczpondcn.ee Ohio Farmer.

MANURE FRO.U OAK FOM'Ii.
Xewis Wright, tho well-know- n Encli:

poultry writer, says that in ono instance
the droppings of four Brahma fovjls in one
night weighed exactly one pound; In aa-oth-

instance 13 ounces. The average
was n ounces per uiru, dui wnicii wa3 re
duced by drying to 11 ounces. On a basis
of one oQuce to each fowl, the amount per
year will be 22 pounds, and for a flock of
ou Head 1,14U pounds, lie pronounces the
manure equal to guano, and better in some
respects; but counting it as worth only 50
ler ton, the manure from 50 fowls will bo
worth 525 per annum, or fifty cents per
head. This estimate is not probably any
too lngu, and is worth remembering by
those who keep poultry, or who prop' se to
00 so.

It should also be remembered that this
estimate is merely for the night droppings;
and takes no account of the value of what
is made in the daytime. Much of this last,
lio doubt, is lost by expo-me- , but judicious
management of poultry yards by breeders
bent on saving everything possible would
probably result in devising a mode for util
izing most ot it.

MILDEW ON VIXES.
From investigations made at tho Depart

meat of Agriculture by Mr. Thomas Tay
lor, who is conducting a microscopic mes-tigatio- n

on fungoids, or mildew, we learn
that a preparation of carbolic acid soap,
used as a wash, is a means cf preventing
and destroying these minute parasites. A
solution of sulphuret of lime or carbolic
soap destroys the sesdsporcs. Mr. Taylor
found that the grapes might be trimmed
ever so closely, still enough of tho seed is
left to develop rapidly wherever heat was
applied sulhcient to start them into vegeta
tion. It was fouEd that dry heat developed
the European mildew Jbrysiphe Tuckeri)
very rapidly, and that moist heat was fav
orable to tho growth of the American mil-de- w

(Botrytis vilicola). The trimmings
and leaves of vines in grape-hous- es should
be gathered up and burned, and it appears
that the vines when trimmed should be
washed can folly with the solution of sul
phurct of hrno and carbolic acid, and thus
the spread of mildew may Le materially
checked.

APJPIiES AS A 1'KEVEXTIVE OF
CHOI.EBA.

Edmund Osborne, Greentown, Indiana,
writes to the Northwestern Farmer: "A
few years ago, rather by accident than oth-
erwise, a part of my hogs got into tho
orchard, and as I found they were doing a
good work in picking up the windfall apples,
I allowed them to remsin there. During
tho season ail those that were not in the
orchard hid the cholera, and more or less
of them died, while those in the orchatd
something like one-thir- d ol the whole lot
were thnity and healthy all the season,
none of thorn dying with any disease, and
that, too, with nothing hut a fence between
the two lots of bogs."

I hero is no doubt that, in its season,
fruit is conducive to the health of animals,
especially to such gross feeders as swine.
So far as it promotes general health it as-

sists the system in throwing off disease,
but it can scarcely be regarded as a pre
ventive or specinc cure lor any particular
complaint. National Lue Stock Journal.

A YAIUEO DIET TOR JFOWES.
There arc no animals more omnivorous

than fowl?; fish, fleih, herbs, and graius
being devoured by them with fq'ial relish.
We say equal, f r though they commonly
pounce upon meat w ith greater avidity than
grain, this is generally because it affords a
rarity, and a flock kept for awhile almost
entirely on animal food will show the same
greed for a few handfuls of corn.

Tne loudness lor variety shown by fowls
is as significint of rial needs a3 we have
found it to be in ourselves. In purveying
for them, a judicious variety, selected from
tho three general divisions fresh vegetables,
grain, and animal food is at all seasons
absolutely necessary for the you'jg and old
in order to make them perfectly thrifty.
Truo, they will not starve on hard corn and
water; neither will they pay a proht so kept.

Dissolvo thoroughly ono pound of c p- -

peras in three gallons of warm water, and
app'y the wash about milk warm to the af-

fected animal by dipping into the solution or
rubbing upon it until the skin is thoroughly
wet. Whoever the Ekm or tho ng begins
to look rough and scaly or of a caik red
color, apply the wash immediately. Don't
wait until the more alarming symptoms
(vomiting and purginc) tet In. Apply tho
wash every diy untn ihe scales aro re
moved. A correspondent states that this
remedy has been tried repeatedly, and
without a single failure when the directions
were properly followed. At any rate it is
worthy cf a trial.

SIE3IEDT FOR SIAXGE IN SWIXE.
First, wash tho box well iu soapsuds;

then to one pint of lard, while hot, add one
ounce of carbolic acid, stirring it until it is
cool. Hub the hoc two or three times with
this, and give yourself no uneasiness about
tho mange.

THE ASSESSMENT LAW.

Commendable Kemilt From tlic
Sow Law.

From the Springlleld Record, July 10.

There has been a great hue and cry
aeainst the last Legislative body and es
pecially loud has been tho declaration that

did nothing. We will merely lay before
the readers of the liecord the aggregate
assessment of a sinsle district of our coun
ty, and they will fiud that tho new law has
dug up the handsome sum of $128,247 in
excess of the year of 1872. This sum is, in
itself, onou?h to build bridges over every
stream in the county, school all tho children,
and then have a surplus left. This new
law, in this one dis'rict, (the 3d), brought
up several hundred acres of land that had
been quietly laying in tho uhade, enjoying
its fatness and yet contributing nothing to-
ward its poorer neighbors. Bight does no
one any harm, and we will ever believe that
the new assessment law is the best that
ever went upon the statute books of our
State; and that tho body enacting it deserves
the gratitude of the entire people:

If this law is rightfully and carefully en-
forced, we will see that Tennessee will soon
oe entirely out of debt taking the district
we herewith submit, as an example:

DECISION OF SUPBEME 00UBT.

Important Opinion Kevciuio ini-r-
Dcfaulting Tux Collectors.

The following opinion was rendered at
the late term of the Supreme Court at Jack
son in tho caso of Canton and others vs.
The State of Tennessee:

Three several cases are submitted to ns
together, each being a motion against Carl
ton as delinquent tax collector of Weakley
county, for failure to pay over a balance of
revenue for the years lco7, loos, loon re
spectively. His Honor, the Circuit Judge,
rendered judgment against the plaintiff in
error and his securities, and ho has appealed
to this Court, beveral errors are assigned
hero, the principal of which we will pro
ceed to notice in their order.

1 st. It is said that the notice and the mo-
tion aro both insufficient and uncertain in
this, that it does not appear whether the
Attorney General movts or the State of
Tenneiseo moves lor judgment, une cap-
tion both of the notice and tho motion is
properly entitled the State of Tennessee vs.
Wado H. Carltou, &c., bus the motion pro-
ceeds, " This day cornea John P. Dunlap,
Attorney General, &c, and moves for judg-
ment, It is argued, and correctly too,
that properly the motion should have been
made in the name of the State, or-- on be-

half of the State. But we do not concede
that the mot:on should have been dismissed
for this defect. The defendant appeared
and entered a general motion to oismis?,
without pointing out this defect or any oth
er particular cause of dismissal. In one
case the motion to dismiss was denied and
in the others no action of tue Court was
had. But at all events the defendant ap
peared and the causes were continued from
term to term, sometimes by con-
sent and at others upon his appli-
cation until tho October term, 1872, of
tho Circuit Court, when judgments strictly
regular were entered against him and his
securities. Wo" think that this motion is
not fatally defective. The law gives the
motion to the party aggrieved, which is tho
State of Tennesse, and wo think that to
complete the sense and mcanicg of the
motion we may supply the unimportant
phrase "on behalf of the State of Tennes-
see." Besides this, it is enacted by the
code section G70,"for any neglect or refusal
to settle his accounts the Comptroller and
Chairman or Judge of the County Court
shall proceed against the collector and his
sureties by motion, which shall not be
abited, qasced or delayed by any want of
form or informality in prosecuting the
same." Wo think that under this provision
the strictly technical objections, which even
this couit has allowed to prevail la sum
mary motions generally aro not allowable;
but that it is our duty to carry out the
plain requirements of tho Legislature by
treating this objection as one 01 torm.

2d. The next objection is to tne action
of the court in admitting as evidence tho
statement of the Comptroller over the ob
jection of the defendant. This objection
was made in general terms without point
ing out specifically the ground ol objection.
But in argument it is argued here that the
statement should not have been received,
for the reason that it was not given under
the omcial seal ot tne btalo. in Ingram
vs. Smith 1, Head 418, objection to read
ing a paper was, that it was not "authenti-
cated according to law," and because it
had not been filed in time. The Chancel'
lor in that case over-rule- d the objections acd
was sustained by this court, W. r . Cooper,
Special Judge, saying, it has been repeated-
ly held that tne objections made to the
reading of evidenco and exhibits iu the
court below must be clear and specific, and
this for the obvious reason that tho oppo-
site party m3y have the opportunity of cur-
ing the defect if it be one, and not be taken
by surprise when that opportunity can no
longer bo had. It has been repeatedly held
by this court that objections to evidence
must be specific. The case from which wo
have above quoted was a chancery cause,
but wo thins, the rule and the reason of tho
rule quite as applicable to trials at law.
Ar,d we therefore conclude that if defen-

dant wished to avail himself of the specific
objection now insisted on, he shoidd have
shown by his bill of exceptions that it was
taken in the court below.

3. The bill of exceptions further shows
that the defendant ofle-e- d to read some re-

ceipts from the Treasurer of the State
showing some payments of the amount spe-
cified in the Comptroller's statements, and
also offered to read the tax book delivered
to the defendant by the Clerk of the Coun-
ty Court for the several years. This evi-
dence was exduced and it is argued here
that ihe effect of this ruling was to make
this statement of the Comptroller's conclu-
sive upon tho defendant, while the statute
makes his statement of the amount due
from any delinquent merely prima facia ev
idenco of suco amount. It will be observed
in these several records that the Comptrol-
ler, in accordance with the statute, merely

rtifies the amount ot uncollected revenue
justly due the State. Now it is obvious
that the production 01 some receipts snow-
ing somo payments would not contradictor
tend to contradict the statement of the
Comptroller that a balance was due,
because from aught that appears
the receipts in3y have been credited
to tho collector by the Comptroller, leaving
the specified balance still due. The tax
books offered in evidence together with tho
receipts might have shown payments made
subsequent to tho date of the Comptroller's
statement; but as already observed the bill
of exceptions neither shows the dales or
tho amounts of the receipts offered in evi-

dence, and as already shown unless they
were subsequent to the date of the comp-
troller's certificate they wouldn't contradict
it. It is the duty of the appellant when he
seeks to put the Circuit Court in error, to
point out the error committed distinctly.
This is not done in the present case. The
motions were tried by the court without
the intervention of a jury, and are bound
to assume that the court considered all the
relevant evidence offered, unless the con-
trary distinctly appears from tho bill of ex-
ceptions. Tho judgments in this caso as-

sume the existence of all the facts necessary
to gite the courts jurisdiction of the mo-
tions and are recular in every respect. It
is stated in the bill of exceptions that tha
evidence offered by tho defendant was ex-
cluded. This phrase of course ordinarily
implies in a hill of exceptions that Ihe evi-
dence was excluded from the jury, but the
facts Lore beiDg tried by tho court, we mu3t
infer that his Honor looked to the receipts
and tax books when offered before him. It
is said in argument to be suro that his Honor
excluded the evidence on the ground that
tho Comptroller's statement was conclusive.
This nowhere appears, however, in the re-

cord, and for aught that we can see, no evi-
denco was submitted to tho court to over-
turn the prima facia case made out by the
Comptroller's statement; we can discov-
er no error in the action of
his Honor in directing the several judg-
ments to be entered against tho defendant,
and tho same we therefore affirmed.

If the plaintiff in error had incorporated
into this bill of exceptions receipts or any
other evidenco showing specifically pay-
ments necessarily contradicting tho state-
ment of the Comptroller of the balance duo
from him, we would have considered
whether it displaced tho prima facie caso
made by that statement. But we will not
guess or presume that his Honor, the Cir
cuit Judge, camo to an erroneous conclu-
sion in tho absence of tho testimony that
it is supposed in argument has rendered
his judgment erroneous.
