urday. It is beUeved that the counterfeits
came from the West and that there are but
few circulating in NowYotk. They have
been examined by experts of the American
Note Company and are --pronounced
to be the best counterfeited bils that ever
cime under notice. G. W. Marlor, of the

5ab-Treasur- 7, says that thapaper on which
the forged bills are printed is lighter than
that of the genuine; also tnat the face of the
bills can't be distinguished from the genu-
ine, but that tho letters on the back are
tinned with green, when they, should bo
perfectly white, and that'a bluo'tlnt peculiar
to the genuine is not perceptible . in the
counterfeit.

Is a description of the differences between
the genuine and counterfeit five huudred
dollar legal tender notes. Iesuo of 1869:
the upright that holds the balance of the
scales held in the band or the female figure
shows a white line in the counterfeit on the
lower part of the palm of the hand to the
second figure. In tho genuine note the up-
right isuute black and in the shade. The
lower part of the right Ispel of the coat in
the portrait of Adams in th counterfeit
forms an angle. In the genuine it is a dis-
tinct, curved line. Also the buttons in the
counterfeit are irregular in shape while in
the genuine they are decidedly round and
dark in color. Particular attention is called
to the button on the left side of tho coat in
the counterfeit. In the word Washington
in the counterfeit note the black shade
forming tho first stroke ot tho letter "W
forms anangb at the bo' torn. In tho gen-
uine it forms a curve. la the ruled shading
under the right hand stroke of the "W,"
and over the letters "a" and "a" there are
four ruled lines in the counterfeit. There
are but three in the genuine note. Under
the lettes "a" and --'a" in the word Wash-
ington in the counterfeit, there are five
ruled'lines; in the genuine four. Also "un-

der tne lever "hj' in the same word there
are four ruled lines in the counterfeit; in
the genuine three. At the bottom of the
letter 'f " In the denomination 'itle tbere
are five ruled lines in the counterfeit; in tho
genuine six. The localized fibre on the
left of the portrait is blue in the genuine,
but without color in the counterfeit. The
rid color in the genuine is printed in a deli-
cate canulno color; in the counterfeit is
more of a brick color, and has a heavy ap
pearance, more especially the rays which
form the outside of the seal. Attention is
called to the blurrec and scratchy appear-
ance ot the lathe work and 1 altering on the
back of the counterfeit, which, upon com-
parison with the genuine, will be readily
perceived.

June 30, 1869.

To decline
the candidacy to the speakership would ba
