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THE CONVENTION OF JUDGES.
What is Sald of it—Extracts from Lot-
ters to the er,

- Judge J. T, Hall, of Kuoxsille saye: <
constautly realize the necessily of some-

thing being done to relieve the Stute and
ies of the enormious bills of costs that

are eoﬂmﬁy accumulating in criminal

“Judge I. R. Flippin of Memphis says: #]
shall try to be with you at the mesting of
Judges and et Altorneys on the 13th
of January. 1 am willing to do unything
almest to reduce our enormous  expendi-
tures, amd 1 think I can make some sngges-
tions which if acted upon will snbserve
that purpose.™ -
Attorney General Holman, of Fayette-
ville, writes: “The question of the taxa-
tion of costs in criminal prosecutions is an
important one to the people of the State,
and I doubt not that the want of uniformi-
ty in the present systen is a source of great
incontenience, and npt unfrequently an im-
position npon the trensury of the State,
“Besides the want of uniformity in the
taxation of costs in eriminal prosecutions,
there are other matiers of grave hmport-
ance, which T think should be
brought before the meeting. The General
Assembly has failed, up to this time, o
provide the necessary legisiation for the
colection of debts due the State, and I ap-
prebend that no class of persons are more
competent to point this out, and snggest a
remedy, than those who will compose the
mecting, seagested by you. I donot think
it would be improper for the meet-
ing to recommend to the next Gen-
eral Assembly some appropriate leg-
islation by which the State can
make avaiiable the real estate of defend-
ants, in satisfaction of debts due to the
State. For want of this legislation the
State annually loses kamdreds of thousends
of dollars, and none, [ appreliend, can
more ful iate this than yourselfi
and I feel satistied that, if the next Legis-
lature can be made to see if, they will cer-
tainly provide the necessary legislation.
“There are also other matters of great -
poitance to the public economy, in the wi-
ministration of the criminal laws, that ean
be profitably considered by the convention
of the Judzes and Attorney Generals.”
Judge S. M. Fite of Carthage says: “I
am aware that the eosts paid by the State
and counties are enormous and ought Lo be
less.  This ocenrs, 1 fear, more from a waut
of a rigid enforcoment of the laws we al
ready have, than defects in the laws. 1
think, however, some changes for the bet-
ter might be made. If criminals were
more promptly brought to trial, our chief
source of big bills of cost  would be done
away. Aund this, it seems to e, could be
done in all our large cities and towns and
ever large eBunties, when the number of
courts holden by the Juilge is small, But
in a circuit like mine, composed of eight
connties, there can be only two or thiee
weeks, ab most, allotted 1o any one Lerm,
There is no rocim for gpecial terms in such
cireuits; and hence, when n cause is  con-
tinued, it must be to the next teom.
But take n court like the Nashville or
Memphis Criminal Courts, where the conrt
can memain in session, ift need be, nearly
all the time, and whern one of those heavy
cises are called, ifthe State ordefendant is not
ready, fix a day, say some weels ofl, and
then they can gét ready; and if still naot
ready, fix another day in the same term:
and (s they may be foreed o an early
irial. Evan in cireuiis having say four or
five counties in il, this might to a large ex-
tent be done.

“We that in the great cities
in  the North, great  eriminals
ave summarily bronght to trial, as witness
the Walworth case, and, 1 apprebend, it is
owing chielly to the fact that the courts are
always open, snd, il a party is not ready
one week, it can be set for some subsequenit
day in the term, and thus (he pas
foreed to trial.  We have a pernicions siat-
ute, whichpermitsadetfenduant, in acriminal
case, Lo get one continmanes, by simply

appointment of conuty superintemndents;
bt he cave instructions to the connty
superintendents to report the operations of
the present school system up to the 15th of
Oectober.  All the eounty superintemlents
have reported inanswer to those instrue-
tions but four. These reports had been
put in the shape of a digest by the Super-
intendent, and would form o portion of his
report to the Governor. It covered 200
pages of manuseript, and from this digest
thie speakor had prepared an abstract, from
which hie presented the following facts:
