THE LAST EES0RT.

Capital Cae to be Reviewed by tbe
Na reme Court,

By examining the Supreme Court docket,
we find that there are, appealed and to be
tried at the term openiug next Monday,
five cases in which parties have been con-
victed of murder in the first degree and sen-
tenced to be lianeed. One is from David-eo- n

county, one from Bedford, one from
Warren, one from Lincoln and one from
Giles.

Mitch Pearson was convicted at the De-
cember term, 1873, of the Circuit Court, at
Shelb) ville, and sentenced to be hanged on
tne Litn oi renruary, 1574, lor the murder
of William Cheek, committed on the 14th
of January, 1SC5. The record in this case
is tery lengthy, the case having passed, iu
Its long delay, throughagreat many phass.

Fletcher Woodward was convicted at the
spring term, 1S74, of the Circuit Court in
Warren, of the murder of an officer in
McMinnville, and sentenced to be hanged
subsequently. The record in this case has
not been sent up.

John George was convicted at the July
term, 1874, of tbe Circuit Court at Fay-ettevil- le,

of the murder of Hosea li. Tow-er- y,

which was committed on the 29th of
November, 1SG8. He was sentenced to be
hanged on tlie th of September, 1874.

General Grigsby, colored, was convicted
at the May term, 1874, of the Circuit
Court at Pulaski, and sentenced to be
hanged for the murder of Maggie McEwen
and Martha WagstafT, colored, which was
committed on the 9th of June, 1873, by
burning a house in which the parties were
sleeping. The 17th of July last was fixed
for his doomsday.

The last is Turner Greer, colored, con-
victed at the recent term of our Criminal
Court in this city, of the murder of Jerre
Green, who was slain nearly two years ago.
The record of this case is familiar to our
local readers.

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FIUHTLXG FOB A CHILD.

An Extraordinary Case in the Circuit
Court.

Parents Ecfused Possession of Their
, Uwa Offspring.

Is Blood Thicker Than "Water, After
A11!

The Sad Story of a Divided Household.

A cause of singular and striking interest
was determined by Judce Baxter m tne
Circuit Court yesterday, tbe plaintiffs be
ing Scott Keed and wile, and tne defend-
ants John Gatlin and wife. The contest
was for the possession of a beautiful Mule
girl, three years old, the offspring of the
waintins. but adopted oy tne aeienoants.
The decree of adoption was made by Judge
Ferris a few months ago, when the mother
and father were parted, at tbe request of de
fendants, and with the consent ana solici-
tation of the mother. Afterward the
mother and father of the child resumed
their conjugal relations and desired the
child to be returned to them. This Mr.
and Mrs. Gatlin, as well as Judge Ferris,
refused to do, and the matter was referred
to the Circuit Court. . - - -

Messrs. M. M. Brien, Jr., and John
Lellyett appeared for the plaintiffs and CapL
Thomas L. Dodd for tbe defendants.

All of the parties were in court yesterday
and presented a very uncommon picture.
The child clung to its adopted mother, and
the latter, when questioned as to her attach-
ment for it, replied feelingly tliat she
"would as willinely part with any member
of her own body as w ith the child."

The story is a remarkable one and we
leave its 'details to the opinion of Judge
Baxter, which we subjoin as being of in
terest both to the public and the bar I

State at the relation of Keed and wife vs. Oat
lln and wife.
The case of Paine vs. Paine, 4 Humph

reys. 523, establishes these principles as the
law of Tennessee:

1. That tlie father is entitled to the ex
clusive custody of his children, even as
against tbe mother.

2. If he have tbe custody of them, a
court of common law will nut deprive him
of it, except for an abuse of trust, either by
improper violence or improper restraint
such as would justify the issuance of -- a
writ of habeas corpus for their protection.

3. But a court of common law is not
bound in a proceeding by habeas corpus to
deliver the child to Uie lather, Where he has
not the possession of it, but may act upon
its discretion, according to the circum- -

stances of the case.
4. In all such cases, the great leading ob

ject should be the interest and welfare of
the child. - -

5. When the child is of sufficient age to
judge for itself the court should leave it lo
go where it pleases.

b. hen the child ts of such tender years
as not to be capable of judging foritseif.the
court will judge for it, and la doing so, con-

sult its interest exclusively.
L pon these principles this case must be

decided. It is unnecessary to determine
whether the proceedings in the County
Court for the adoption of the child by the
defendants were regular or irregular. For,
tranting they were entirely regular, I am
of opinion the statute authorizing the adop
tion did not intend to divest the lather ot
his legal right to the custody of his child,
or confer upon tbe person adopting the
child right to the custody of it in hostility
to the right of the father.

It then becomes a matter of judicial dis
cretion with tbe court, acting with an eye
single to the interest and welfare of the
child, whether the child shall be left where
it is or be ordered into the custody of the
father.

II tlie interest of tlie child is equally
balanced, I suppose no court would best
tate a moment ui take a child from the cus
tody of a stranger in blood and place it in
the custody of its father; and, on the other
band, if the court can see that it would be
manifestly to the interest of the child to
remain where it is, it will not disturb it.

The proof shows that the defendants, in
possession of the child, though in moderate
circumstances, are persons of unblemished
reputation, prosperous and thrifty in the
lanruae ot one of the wilnesses - able to
maintain and educate half a dozen children.
They have been married some tenor twelve
years, aud have no children of their own,
and t orn the fact of their having adopted
this, the presumption is they do not antici-
pate having any. Mrs. Gatlin was present
and examined before the court. She has
all the e tenor of an elegant lady, and a
lady of taste in dress and manners. Her
examination was marked with a degree of
good sense and propriety not usual to be
exhibited by ladies under such a test. Mr
Gatlin Is shown by the proof to be a mas-
ter mechanic, ot high reputation in Lis pro-
fession, and commanding, in a laree degree,
tlie confidence and esteem of those who
know him.

On the other hand, it pains me to say the
relators present a very different picture

As appears from a bill filed by the moth
er against tbe father ou the loth 01 March,
1873, asking to be divorced from him and
for alimony, she then and there charged
him with many acts of cruel and inhuman
conduct toward her and many gross indig-
nities to her person, such as, if true, would
stamp him as a brute, unht to be the bead
of a family, tlie husband of a wife, or the
father of a child.

Nearly all of these allegations, however,
he broadly and flatly denies, as being with-
out any foundation in troth, and such as
are not thus denied, he so qualifies and
modifies as to show them to have been
harmless and innocent. After thus deny
ing ber allegations, be turns upon her, with
something in the nature of a cross bill, in
which he charges her with the grossest
misconduct, such as tlie instincts of society
cannot tolerate neither in a wife nor a lady,
and which, if true, would certainly unlit
ber to be tbe custodian and educator of a
female child.
' I abstain from passing any judgment upon
the truth or falsehood of either ot the
charges or counter-charge- s preferred by these
parties against each other, because it is not
necessary that a judicial determination
should be reached upon those questions.
But tbe parties proceeded to take volumes
of testimony on both sides, very much of
which is of a very ugly character, and such
as, if not to produce conviction, at least to
excite suspicion.
' These parties were married some seven
years azo, the husband at the age of 40
years and the wife at the age of 18 or 17.
Within that time they have separated three
or four times, and came' together again,
having in some way compromised their di
vorce suit. They are living together at
present, and have been for some two
mouths past. Their longest separation at
any one time was about one year. During
the time she baa had mm arrested on a
peace warrant and . imprisoned in tbe
county jail. All the proof that shows any-
thing of their manner of life presents the
most gloomy picture of poverty and desti-
tution, some of the time not only without
ordinary comforts, but without eveu the
necessaries of life. The husband jealous
of his wife and satisfied of her infidelity;
the wife taunting him with his age and in-
firmity, having a great aversion to his
daughter by his first wife, and constantly
insisting on her being sent away, and be
persistently refusing to do it, and some of
the proof indicating a motive too abhorent
to be believed and too disgusting to be
mentioned taken altogether, the proof
portrays a domestic picture, the most cheer-
less, the most gloomy, and most forbidding.
Surely such a house as no Christian man
would be willing to send bis own child to
for education and moral training; such a
house as uo court, duly sensible of its duty,
can send any child to who has a better
home.

These parents, as I have said, are now
living together, and have been for some two
months. If they continue to live together,
the mother is to have the care of the child.
She confesses to having abandoned it and
to bate given it to tbe defendant-Sh- e

went voluntarily to defendant, who
was a stranger sfce had never seen before,
and liesought lier to take the child, and
when delendant manifested reluctance lest
tbe parents should become dissatisfied and
want to take it bacK, sne assured ner mere
was no danger of that, that sbe herself was
unable to support it, and that iu father
would not; and upon these representations
and assurances the defendant took it. If
she told the truth, 1 urely the court would
lot restore tlie custody of a child to
parent, one of whom was nnaMe and the
other unwilling to maintain it. If site told
a fi'st hood; that is if she able to
maintain it, or her husband tons able and

willing, then she betrayed a heartless wick
edness in the abandonment of her tender
babe to a stranger, In order to relieve her
self of the trouble of it, that shows her un
fit to be the custodian of any child.

This, I have said, is tbe woman who is
to have charge of this child, if it is ordered
into the custody of tne father, and the
father and mother continue to live togeth-
er. In this, however, I have bnt Tittle
faith, judging from the past. But, suppose
they separate azain, what is t3 become of
tbe child? If the mother takes It, we have
seen that hm ba once abandoned it; and,
should it become burderisorrie', will rtie not
do it again? Suppose tlie father takes it.
What could be do with it, In the absence
of his wife? lie could only send it to tbe
House of Industry, as he has a ready tent
his oldest daughter; or, to some person,
whom he might find, willing to take it; and
I have so little faith that he would be able
to situate it anywhere else, as well as It is
with defendants, that I am unwilling to
take tlie responsibility of such a hazard.
I, therefore, decline to order the child into
the custody of the father, but leave it in tlie
custody of the defendants. In justice to tlie
father, I will aay that, If bis wife was a
proper woman to have tbe custody and ed-
ucation ot the child, the proof of his mis-
conduct In its grosser features is not suff-
iciently satisfactory to pronounce him un-
worthy of the custody of his own child.
But, t lewed In the most favorable light,
there is nothing iu his character which
recommends him in any high degree for tbe
parental heart, and taking into view the
cliaracter and conduct of his wife, and tbe
relations that have existed between thorn
during almost the whole of their married
life, not eveu their penitence and contri
tion, however deep aud sincere it may be,
wouiu jusiuy tne court in taxing tne inno
cent babe from the warm nest and cheerful
home to which Providence seems to have
sent it, and force it back to that cold and
cheerless home, athwart whose threshold
the sunlight of cheerfulness and hanDine&s
has seldom cast its rays.

1 he petitioner will par the cost of this
proceeeding.

. Juvenile.

. Henry Ensley and Wm. Sadler, both
colored, aged eleven and twelve years re-
spectively, became Involved in a quarrel
over a game of marbles yesterday afternoon,
which resulted in the killing of the latter.
About 1 o'clock tbey were playing marbles
on the corner of Franklin and Cherry
streets, war the Decatur depot. Disagree-
ing about the game, Ensley stabbed Sadler
with a knife in the left thigh, severing the
main artery and inflicting a wound from
which he bled to death soon afterward.
Dr. McMurray was called, but too late to
afford relief. The boy expired on the side-
walk, where his body remained till an in-
quest was held. Ensley having escaped,
aud there, being no witnesses before the
jury, a verdict was returned that "the de-
ceased came to his death from some sharp
instrument in the hands of an unknown
party."

The affair created Intense excitement
and an immense crowd soon gathered on
the spot, The body was removed to tbe
house of Admiral Bitticks, colored, .who
lives on South College street, a short dis-
tance from where the killing occurred.

At four o'clock, officer Ska! ley came across
Lnsly on South Cherry street, near Lincoln
alley. At sight of the policeman Eusly
broke and ran, but was pursued and cap-
tured by the officer near Fort Negley, after
a lively chase. Tbe juvenile murderer was
taken before Justice Everett and committed
for trial at two o'clock this afternoon. .

The following is the substance of
WHAT TUX PBISOSEB STATED

to a reporter of this paper: "It was a
while after dinner when Sadler and I were
playing marbles out on South Cherry street
near the Decatur depot. I borrowed some
marbles from a white boy and was 'playing
for chinas' with Sadler, who won the bor-
rowed marbles. I asked him toputupa stake
for a taw, which he did. I won the stake,
and then Sadler snatched np all the mar
bles. I told him if be did not give them
up 1 won id nurt mm. Sadler caught me
in the collar and I took hold of his throat,
lle struck: me m the face, w ben 1 let go.
pulled out my knife and cut him. I stayed
where be was about five minutes, and then
went home Sadler was standing where I
left him. I have lost my knife. I was
walking along Cherry street when I saw
the cflicer."

A YOI NGEB BROTHEB'S STATEMENT.
Burrell Saddler, a youncer brother of the

deceased, who witnessed the killing, made
the following stateineut to our reporter last
night: "Eusly borrowed some niarb'esfrom
Willie French, a white boy, and cave him
a knife to keep. He then commenced to
play with my brother. Brotlier won the
marbles and Ensly wanted him to give
them back, but he wouldn't do it. Eusly
asked Willie trench to let him have the
knifo, and Willie gave it to him. Eusly
and my brother then began to scullle, when
brother said, 'Lord have mercy, he has cut
me; turn me loose and I will give you your
marbles.' Jbnsly let him loose, put his
knife In his pocket and un off."

As has been stated, Ensly is only eleven
years old, and his height is but four feet,
nve and three-quart- er Inches. He appears
not to realize the serious character of his
crime, and does not exhibit the least un
easiness. His father is the driver at the
hook and ladder company.

The deceased, at the time of his death,
was in the employ of J. U. Burke, and had
the reputation of oeing a very good boy.
