GOV.' POR-SaR'- MBS'SAtfl
The mecoage of Gov. Porter, sent in

to the Legislature yesterday, ufpoinfced

and comprehensive, notwithstanding
ite brerity coataared with the usual
length of sock documents. The im-

propriety of increasing the burdens of
taxation is urged pari passu with "the
necessity of making provision for the
interest of the State debt." In this re-

spect the Governor adheres strictly to
the platform on which be was elected,
as be does also in the mode he suggests
for compassing this double task, name-
ly, the exercise of economy and watch-
fulness in every appropriation made.
When circumstances force the people
to economize, it becomes the duty of a
representative government to do like-

wise in its own expenses, in order to
awjid oppwecing its people. Wen tax
payers are obliged to retrench, tax-eate- rs

should be compelled to do
likewise. This is the only true and
Democratic way of meeting, such an
emergency. The opposite, or Radical,
practice is illustrated in the course of
the present Congress, which finds the
whole country depressed and revenues
decreased by the tame causes as Ten-

nessee, by the panto, short iarsps and
general industrial depression. Yet
there is no effort at retrenchment. On
the contrary, all indicate an increase
of expenditures. The Iavy appropria-
tion bill was rushed through with at
least five millions of unnecessary and
shameful grants. The Legislative bill"
was returned from the Senate loaded
down with expensive amendments. The
Postomce deficiency is enormously in-

creased from last year. Not a dime has
bee x cut off the Army bill and others
yet to be reported, while a host of jobs
loom up in the back ground. It rests
with the Tennessee Legislature to take
the initiative in showing the practical
difference between Democracy and
Radicalism.

The Governor well says that it is too
late to discuss the wisdom of the poli-

cy under which our State debt was
created. It may be remarked, in this
connection, that even the Brownlow
debt after the war was not without its
benefits. It may be regarded as the
price ?nd condition on which we
escaped the bayonet reconstruction of
more Southern Stasef. If, as was pro-

posed at the time by one of the lead-

ing old Whigs of the State, the people
had met in mass-meetin- at their
county sites aad warned the money
centres that they repudiated these
bonds in advance, the result would
have been Federal interference and
an influx of carpet-bagger- Even as
late as 1870, when the new Consti-

tution was under way, Tennes-

see was turi-aten- ed with military
reconstruction, our united Radical del-

egation to Congress urging this course
on the Government. Looking now to
the condition of Louisiana, Mississippi,
South Carolina, and recently of Ar-

kansas, we may congratulate ourselves
that we regained local
at so cheas a price. When we add!

that nearly all tjhe Brownlow. issaei U

have been absorbed in the sale of de 1

linquent railroads, leaving the bulk of
our outstanding obligations in the
shape of ante-bellu- bonds and ac
crued interest, the folly of discussing
their validity must become evident to
every one who does not -- care to renew
the old ante-bellu- m quarrels between
Whigs and Demoemts.

Governor Porter echoes the Toice of
the whole State in urging the reduc
tion co criminal costs, and, as a
means thereto, suggests that each
county pay its town costs, so
as to induce greater watch-

fulness on the part of the citizen and
arouse a more active interest. in the
suppression of lawlessness. The pub
lic schools, the Bureau of Agriculture
and the subject of immigration receive
due attention. The need for a thorough
geological survey of the State, in order
to present exact and scientific details of
our mineral wealth, is myed, and,
although it may not be clone immedi-

ately, the propriety of ascertaining its
probable cost is suggested.

We are .glad to see that the Governor
includes the Mississippi among the
rivers whose improvement will benefit
Tennessee as well as other States. He
also favors the Texas Pacific. The
only soiree of additional revenues sug-
gested, "are many corporations in Ten-
nessee, including the railways, subject
to taxation, that aid in nothing to" the
support of the government."

The message closes very appropri-
ately with a reference to the Louisiana
usurpation, and the dangerous prece-
dent it establishes if allowed to pass
unchallenged.

Ws publish elsewhere the discovery
in New York of mutilated national
bank notes, variously estimated in
amount at from $100,000 to over
$1,000,000. The bills are old and rag-

ged, such as are sent to Washington
to be cancelled when unfit for use. A
large majority of them seem to be of
the Spraker Bank, at Caaanjoharie,
N. Y. The bank denies any loss of
money or other knowledge of the mu-

tilated bills. This incident suggests
that they may hare come from the Can-

cellation Bareau at Washington,
although tbey are not cut according to
the prescribed usage of the Treasury
Department. In its account of the
matter, the New York Herald makes
the following startling statement:

A well known public man and a
member of Congres, who died not long
since, stated before his death to some
of his associates that he might not live
to see it, but others would live to find
that the Cancellation Division of the
United States Treasury was the most
corrupt department in the United
States Government It has been hint-
ed in fact, and may be yet found sus-
ceptible of proof that all the national
bank 'ssues presented for redemption
at the Treasury in Washington are not
cancelled, or in other words that some
of the bills in their entirety are taken
out of the Treasury vaults and are
given to skillful counterfeiters to be
raised, after cutting, patching and
pasting, to higher denominations. If
there is any truth in this thought the
most stern punishment should follow a
rigid investigation into such shameful
debasement of the currency.

Thk original manuscript of Gray's

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GOVERNOR PORTER.

His Prst Message to the General
Assembly.

A Brief but Able and Compre-
hensive Slate Paper.

Tennessee will STcver Repudiate
Her Legitimate Indebt-

edness.

Retrenchment the Watchword ot
Our Financial Future.

How Criminal Costs Can be

Suggestions Friendly to Free

Gentlemen of the Senate and House of
Representatives: The Constitution of the
SUM imposes upon me the duty of makiug
such recommendations to the General As-
sembly as I may deem expedient. Hal
the elaborate message of my immediate
predecessor, coupled with your action,
covers the entire field of legislation, and 1
will only direct your attention briefly to a
few questions, most of which are already
embodied in bills now pending before you,
and as paramount to all other questions I
call your attention to the fact tbat in all
sections of tiie State the people complain
of the burdens of taxation, Federal, State
and local, and while they are willing to be
taxed for all necessary and legitimate pur-
poses, tbey bare such confidence in your
wisdom and discretion, and in your knowl-
edge of theii present great necessities as to
make them feel secure in the belief tbat
you will avoid any legislation looking to
extravagance or to tue advancement of
private speculation. The people of Teu-ness-ee

never possessed so little ability to
bear the burdens of government as at
present. The very general failure in all
the staple productions of the State, to-
gether with the great industrial depression
resulting- - from the financial disorders of
the ccuntry, has reduced the condition of
the people to such a point as to require tite
exercise of economy and watchfulness in
every appropriation made by tlieir. ltepre-tative- s.

THK STATK 1BIJT.
The attention ofthe Legislature is called

to the necessity of making provision for
the interest on the State debt, and for the
necessary appropriation to meet the current
expenses of the State Government.

It is too late to discus toe wisdom of
the policy under which this debt was cre-

ated, but bow to p -- erve the public faith
and credit wUltout an iucrease of the pub-
lic burdens, is the question of the greatest
concern to the tax payers; the rate of taxa-
tion cannot be increased without inflicting
irreparable injury upon the people, and
while this fact cannot be questioned it must
be understood tliat the people of Tennes-
see will neer repudiate the legitimate
debt of tlie State. The question was fairly
presented to tbeni during the late canvass,
aad tbey prououncdd against it. Tbey
know tbat ''repudiation does not pay a
debit tbat it does not discharge tiie debtor;
that it does not modify a debt so that it is
not always binding in law as welL as iu
morals, and that it adds a sort of disrepute
to acknowledged inabi iry;" but while the
mass of the people will not consent to the
infliction of tins "stain which we ought to
teel worse than a wound," there is an im
perative necessity for a prompt reduction in
the expenditures of the State government.
If this is done, no doubt can exist m( the
ability of the state to meet promptryfell its
obligatiutis.

AUNUilSIlllTi A Or UKIXIAAL. J.AW.
The expense incident to the administra

tion of the criminal law is the subject of
criticism and complaint in all parts of the
State, aad it is believed tbat this larse ex
pendititre can be greatly reduced by araod-ificili- on

of the statute in relation to Hhe
crime of larceny, so as to make petit larce
ny a misdemeanor, there are now in the
State penitentiary' about five hundred con
victs, convicted of larceny, chiefly of the
lower grade; the ofiense of manv was for
stealing sums ranging from eight cents to
five dollars, entailing directly on the State
in many cases an expense of over two
hundred dollars fur the deliverv of the con
viet at the State Prison. Tlie reduction of
the grade of this crime would save many
thousands of dollars to the Treasury; the
punishment of those convicted of it by con
finement in the county jail or work-hous- e

would be adequate, while tiie m&ais of the
convict would be iiuroved by this change
iu the manner of bis punishment; and I
suggest tor your consideration the propne- -
tv of imposing by law, upon toe several
counties, where tlie crime is committed,
the pajment of the cost now chargeable to
theotate; the acoptiou o( tins policy woukl
be a great relief to tlie Treasury, and
would doubtless induce greater watchful
noss upon the patt of the citizen,and arouse
a more active interest in the suppression of
every character ot lawlessness.

FEESAXD 1'JtaqUISITEs.
Much complaint is made by the tax-paye- rs

ot tlie State at tlie amount of fees and
perquisites received by many ofnee-bolde- rs

in Tennessee. The compensation of all
public servants should be reasonable, but
noplace should have attached to it such an
income as will justify the employment of
corrupt means in obtaining it, and I recom-
mend tiie passage of a general law limiting
the incomes of all officials to a certain
amount, and providing that alt fees in ex-

cess of tlie prescribed limit shall be paid
into the public treasury.

THK STATK FKN'ITEXTI ABY.
Tlie lease of this institution will expire

the 1st of December, lSTo", and tlie duty
devolves to you of determining the disposi-
tion to be made of it. The reseiit policy
is a very questionable one, but if it is to be

the manner aud terms of the
lease should be definitely settled, and should
be made in time to enable the lessee to
to provide tlie necessary material and sup-
plies for prosecuting tlie business of the
establishment.

The penitentiary building is wholly in
adequate for the accommodation of the con
victs now occupying it; no proper system of
discipline can be enforced, and no suOicieut
provision can be made for tlie ltealth or
moral condition of the prisoners; the en
largement of the present buildings is not
desirable, because of the location, and I
recommend to the consideration of the
Legislature the propriety of selling the es-

tablishment aud erecting a new one at
some jwint outside of the city of Nash-
ville, with accommodations suited to tlie
wants of the State; but our financial em-
barrassment will prevent tlie construction
cf this much needed improvement now,
unless a sum sufficient can be realized from
tlie sale of the buildings and grounds.

PUBLIC SCUOOLS.
The people of Tennessee recognize the

necessity of affording free education to all
the children of tlie State. Tlie system now
in operation is a wise one in many re
spects, and ought to be made tlie subject of
the most friendly legislation, such legisla-
tion as will make every child in the State
its beneficiary, the general sentiment of
our people is favorable to the cause of pop
ular education, uur prosperity depends on
the maintenance of tlie system inaugurated
two years ago, aud, if any change is made,
it ought only to sued the details in such
manner as will afford increased educational
facilities.

I lierewith transmit a memorial from tlie
Tennessee State Teachers' Association, on
tlie subject of the public school system of
iennessee. Xhe recommendations therein
made are entitled to tlie highest respect,
ami will, 1 doubt not, secure that consider-
ation tbey so eminently deserve.

' also transmit a communication received
from the distinguished Dr. B. Sears, Qen-er- al

Agent of "the Poabody ducatioua
Fund, ou tlie subject of the estab ishment
of a State Xoraial School. The offer made
by him is a munificent one, and I recom
mend I liat it be secured by the appropria
Uouofthe required amount of money; if
necessary, the sum can us apjirejiinauMi
from the school fund, without increasing
tlie public burdens. With the establish-
ment

'
of this school, good teachers, now

our great necessity, will hi secured, and
the success of popular education in Ten-
nessee assured.

out: mineral resources.
The importance of a thorough geological

survey of .the Stare is a matter of great in-

terest to our people, many of whom are al-

ready apprised of the fact that within the
boundaries of Tennessee, there are more
extensive deposits of iron ore in juxtaposi-
tion with stone-co- al and limestqne, than in
any State in the Union, and that iron, of
every description can be produced at less
cost in Tennessee than in any other part
of the world, and yet, for want of a prop-
er survey of tiie State, it is impossible to
make an intelligent and reliable exhibit of
our incomparable resources. The work
heretofore done in this direction, in conse-
quence of the insufficiency of the appro-
priations, was incomplete and unsatisfac-
tory; but it is believed that a thorough
survey would cause the surplus capital of
our own citizens, now invested in stocks
and bonds, to be employed in manufa to-

nes at home; and whenever wo can
demonstrate to iron manufacturers of other
States, tbat the advantages offered by Ten-
nessee are superior to those, now enjoyed
by them, no difficulty will be found in at-

tracting their capital and machinery. I re-

commend that tlie Legislature tase such
steps as may be necessary to ascertain the
probable cost of a thorough survey of the
State, and if tlie work is authorized, it
would be well to direct the Geologist to
collect specimens of all the minerals of-Ut- e

State and to deposit them, suitably label-
led, in the capitol.

APPBOrBIATIOXS.
The Comptroller, in his report to my

predecessor, calls attention to tba Require-
ments of the Constitution, that money-shal- l

only be drawn'from the Treasury in conse-
quence of appropriations made by law:
Cotuttilulion, Art. 2, Sec. 24; and also to
the requirement in the Code, that the
Comptroller shall, at stated times, report
"the unexpended balances of tlie several
appropriations." Notwithstanding this pro-
vision in the Constitution, with a legislative
construction clearly indica'ed in the Code,
it is believed that specific appropriations
are the exception, and that for many years
te public moneys have been expended
without tbe authority contemplated by the
Constitution. If that instrument is obeyed
and estimates required from tlie executive
emcee, the Legislature is enabled to see
what amounts may be necessary, and can
place a check upon expenditures by pre-
scribing a limit boyor.d which they shall
not go. The mere fact tbat an appropria-
tion is to be made requires investigation of
tlie amount necessaiy to be set apart for
tbe purpose, aud promotes inquiry into
former as well as present expenditures,
while tbe system now practiced does nothing
to insure a faithful performance of tills
important duty. Under the iresent sys-
tem the Comptroller complains of the ex-
tent of tbe discretion practically left to
him. lie is to examine and adjust all ac-
counts and claims against the Slate which
are by law to be paid out of the Treasury:
Code, 207, s. s. 1. With a proper system
it. is believed tbat nothing could be tbe
subject of a warrant but such as bad been
included in some appropriation made by
law.

SOURCES OF KEVENUE.
Xew sources of revenue cannot bo

created, nor con established ones be made
more productive by legislation, but the
burdens of taxation can be equalized, aud
every species of property be made to con-
tribute. It L believed that there are many
corporations in Tennessee, includ:iig the
railways, subject to taxation that aid in
nothing to the support of the government.
and while 1 recognize the fact tbat there is
no real antagnoism between these corpora-
tions and the general public, such legisla
tion should be adopted as will cause them
to bear a reasonable share of the public
Duruens.

BUREAU OF AGHICULTUBS.
I recommend tbe amendment of - tbe act

creating this Bureau so as to require of the
Secretary tbe collection, classification and
publication of a full statistical report cf
ine material interests ot the state, with
special reterence to transportation, manu-
factures and trade. Such a report would
be of material assistan e in furnishing cor-
rect data for future legislation on Questions
relating to tbe assessment aad taxation of
certain property, and would furnish a char-
acter of intormation invaluable to persons
loosing to our state as a tuture home.

HIVE It lMPBOVKMBJi'TS.
The improvement of tbe Mississippi

Tennessee and Cumberland rivers should
be urged upon the Federal Congress. They
all drain a vast territory, rich in everything
that contributes to tlie wealth of a State,
awl if their navigation was made more re
liable, a new and great sonfee of wealth
would be open to Tennessee and the c titer
States bordering tliese rivets, and I do not
doubt but tbat a material increase to the
population of all these States, would
promptly follow their improvement. The
appropriations heretofore made have been
of considerable benefit, but what is now
wanted is such an appropriation as will en
able the officers in charge of tlie work to
prosecute it to completion at an early
uay.

IMMIGRATION.
This is a question ofgreat concern tollie

people of Tennessee, and while our State
possesses unsurpassed attractions to tlie im
migrant, in annate, ienuity oi soil, cheap
lands, with vast mineral resources, we have
failed to advertise thAie .....n1rantrne. iml T--j., WJU a
submit to the General Assembly the pro
priety oi sucu practical legislation on this
subject as will enable the Commissioners
of Immigration to bring this subject to the
atteution of the world, aud I recommend
tliat you indicate in some form tbe desire
of our people to welcome tlie lionest immi- -
gram, wiiuouc regard to uis nationality,
religion or pontics.

SOLDIEHS OF THE MEXICAN WAIL
I call your attention to the fact that the

services of these veterans have, as yet, re-
ceived no suitable recognition; and I re
commend ine adoption of a joint resolution
asking the Federal Congress to nlace the
names of tlie survivors and the widows of
those deceased, upon tbe pension rolls of
tue government. ne grand results that
followed the achievements of the gallant
soldiers of the Mexican war are now so ap
parent inai no reason can be assigned for
longer withholding from them this simple
act of justice.

the souTnEier PAcinc railroad.
The successful operation of the railway

system of the South depends upon the early
completion oi an outlet to the Pacific
ocean. No State is more vitally interested
in the completion ot the Southern Pacific
Railroad than Tennessee, but without some
guarantee of assistance from the Federal
ixovernment the scheme will be indefinite
ly postponed, if it does not result in an en-
tire failure.

It is now the policy of tbe Government
to encourage the building of enterprises of
this character with, material aid, and
whether this particular policy is in accord
with the political education of the people
of Tennessee is not now a practical ques-
tion. The whole theory of the government
has undergoue a radical change on this sub
ject, and it is the part of wisdom to recog
nize it, and to secure n possible whatever
advantage may result to Tennessee and the
South by tlie adoption of this policy. I re-
commend, therefore, the adoption of a res-
olution inviting the attention of the Sena
tors and Represenlives in Congress from
Tennessee to this subject, and to the neces
sity of securing such legislation by Con- -
gross as will secure the building of this
railway.

LOUISIANA.
Tbe condition of affairs in this State has

excited the liveliest interest on the pert of
tlie people of Tennessee. They witness
with alarm the successful attempt tliat has

I submit herewith to the consi l--
oration of tlie General Assembly joint rewj
lutions adopted by the Legislatures of Vir
giuia, Georgia, Ohio and Missouri upm
this subject Jas.
