In either case there could be
but one posaible plea, i, e, that the in-
stroment was unrepoblican either
in form or enbstance. Now =a
State Constitution can be unrepublican
only in ove way, and that is by wvicla-
tion of one or more provisions of the
Federal Constitution.

can State Constitution—and we regard
it as one that cannot be gainsayed—it
is evident that such an instrament
would fail to the ground of its own
weight, because all State officers, legis.
lators end judges, as well as lawyers,
are sworn to support the Federal Con-
stitation as “the supreme law of the
land.” All this talk about guarantee-
ing & republican form of government
is the baldest balderdash, designed ex.
pressly to cover veryuarepublican pro-
ceedings.

Grant asserts that the ¢ld Arkansas
constitutios was overthrown “by vio-
lence, intimidation and revolutionary
proceedings.”
