DEATH OF JOHN C BUECK1X-RIDG- E.

John Cabell Breckinridge, the sad
details of whose last lingering illness
and long anticipated death are detailed
in the morning's telegraph, was born
near Lexington, Jan. 21, 1S21. Edu-
cated at Centre College, Danville, un-

der the auspices of his distinguished
uncle, he studied law at tbe TransylvR-- 1

nia Institute and settled at Lexington,
where the outbreak of the Mexican vrur
found him. He went out as Major of
tbe Third Kentucky Volunteers, but
hd little opportunity for active ser
vice. Heturning home he was first
electrd to the State Legislature. In
1S51 was elected to Congress,
and was in 1853 after an
sxeitiHs canvass. During the discussion
of the ICaaeas-Nebraskabil- l, be beoame
involved in a personal altercation with
Congressman F. B. Cutting, of New
York, leading to th preliminaries of a
duel, which fortunately was averted.
President Pierce at one time tendered
him tbe mission to Spain, but circum-

stances led him to dccliuo the honor.
In 1856 he was elected Vice-Preside-

of the United States, being the young
est Mian who ever filled that office. In
I860 he was the nominee of the South
era wine of the :Democracy for the
Presidency, the bolters nominating
Stephen A. Domrlass. He received the
electoral vote of all the cotton States,
and this fact doubtless influenced his
sulequeat career. Although elected
United States Senator from Kentucky
the 8ame year, he remained in that
body only long enough to see the driftM

of events and defend the course of the
South, wli ii he joined his fortunes
jvith that section, entering the army
and rising to the rank of Major Gen-

eral. He was repulsed in an attack on
Jia ton Rouge, in Agnst, 1SC1; command-

ed a corps under Bragg at Stone's river,
near Nashville, in December, 1862, and
at the battle of Chickamauga in Sep-

tember, ISrfS. He defeated 'Jea. Franz
Siege! at Newmarket in May, liQl,
participated in Early's advance on
Washington in July aad shared his
defeat near Winchester in September.
In January, 1865, lie was ap-

pointed Confederate Secretary of War.
After the surrender of Gen. Lee,
he went to Europe, whence he returned
in 1SSS and has since lived among the
scenes of his youth, quietly practicing
the profession of the law so far as his
health permitted, and carefully holding
a'oof from polities.

It may not be amiss, in this connec-

tion, to copy the tribute of a political
opponent. Speaking of Viee Presi-

dent Wilson's recent visit to the dying
statesman and warrior, the Chicago

Tribune remarked:
Of all the men wh took part in the

rebellion, no 0113 made a greater per
sonal sacrifice than Jonn C. Breckin
ridge. A man of ability and of great
personal popularity, he soon won dis-
tinction, lie was elected a Itepresen-tiv- e

of the old district which had given
Henry Clay to Congress and the
country. At the early age of 35 years
he was elected Viee President of the
United States, and, in anticipation of
the expiration of his term, was elected a
Senator. There was nothing that
could offer itself in the way of fame
and honor that he uiightnot reasonably
expect. He had not even the excuse
which so Hianv others pleaded. His
State did not secede; she did
not join the Confederacy, and, ac
cordins to the doctrine of State allegi
ance, be should have adhered to Ken
tucky, and shared her fortunes. In an
unfortunate moment he did otherwise.
lit abandoned Kentucky and the Union,
crossed the line, and linked his fortunes
with the Confederacy.

Had Mr. Breckinridge remained in
the Union had he, like so many other
K ntsekians, espoused the cause of th
country he wonld have become one of
the leading men of the Union. His
previous tune and high position woulit
have bevn eclipsed by the new lustre
that would have surrounded him as a
patriot, a fcUtesmau. and a soldier of
his country.

fore that body of more direct and prac--t
cal importance to the people of the

United States. No people have ever
suffered more severely from financial
misrule than have the people of the
United States during the past few

.... . . . , , , .years, rue immense nauonai ueoL
b is leen scarcely perceptibly dimin
ished, and yet the taxes which have
been paid arc incredible in amount.
The revenue system, overwhelmingly
burdensome, has Ijecn rendered trebly
offensive by reason of its oppressive
inequalities and glaring discriminations
in favor of one class and against all
thers.
Whether wc appwvo or disapprove

of the views of Mr. Bradford, there is
much that is suggestive and improving
in his essay. He believes with Cobutn
that the United States have suffered
more from bad currency than from
slavery itself. This is certainly suffi-

ciently deprecatory of our currency,
coming as it does from an English and
a Massachusetts anti-slaver- y advocate.
He tMls us that in Ib'GO the total
budget of revenue and expenditure of
the United States, though it had
oubled in ten years, did not exceed
Ht.OOO.OtK), while for recent years it

has amounted to t',000,000; that be- -

fore the late war there never had been
any income raised by excise or internal
taxes; that the debt of the United
States before the war never exceeded
$127,O0O,OK. at its highest point in
110; that hiving been paid iff in 1836,

it reached in 180 only M,00,000,
against $3,0U0,tHK,W0 four years later;
that the revenue from fluctuating
tariffs, luanipulated for private and
local purposes, was at one timo
sufficient not only to pay off

the debt at a high premium,
but to leave a surplus among the
States, while at another time it fell
off to such an extent as to cause a seri
ous deficit in the annual balance-shee- t.

These facts arc evidence th;t the ad

ministration of the treasury has not
evoked any masterly exhibitions of
financial skill.

Mr. Bradford is evidently in favor of
an income tax, though he does not
stop to discuss any details of revenue,
but devotes himself to establishing the
necessity of a change in the method of
administering tho Treasury Depart-

ment of the Government. He pays a

and ability of Sir Robert Peel. xer,
he says:

"I believe we have had in public life
men as much superior to Sir Robert
Peel in all the qualities of a statesman,
as he was to tbe avenge Congressman
or member of Parliament. But our
organized destruction of individuality
made their lives a failure.

JT- -c debate on the
income t:ix bill lasted eight nights
Every stage was strenuously contested
and as many as sixteen divisions were
had, not reckoning motions of adjourn
menU This, to Mr. Bradford, is ful
of instruction, lnsli ad of waiting for
the actual meeting of Parliament with
out the slightest inception of a finan
cial plan and thus giving to prepara
tion the time which should be devoted
ic discussion and elucidation of prin
ciples, postponing the most important
measure till the very last days of 'a
session,we have the highest trained offi

cial in the kingdom, spending the
whole year in evolving a de
tailed and comprehensive plan
ready to le placed before Par-

liament on its coming together;
instead of a bold written report, flat
tered at once by the impossibility of
blaming Congress for past short-coa- i

ings and by inability .to enforce any
recommendation for the future, we have
an oral exposition embracing the sub
jeet in al. its parts, reviewing the mis
takes and successes and the lessons of
the past, balancing tho considerations
and probabilities of the present and fu
fiire, and paving the way to debate.
Then follows the debate itself.

The niinon
ty have no 111 cany of resistenee except
m frivolous motions which consume
time by a tedious and reiterated count
ing of the House, the contest being re
duced to one of purely physical endur
ance. Do not, I beg of yon, jump to
the hasty conclusion that it is merely
a question of difference in men. We
will return to that in a moment."

Tbe points which Mr. Bradford pro
poECs to make by his reference to the
management of the revenue depart
ment in Great Britain is that the
finances are treated as a wlwle; that
tho measures of the present arc framed
with reference at once to the pastaud the
future, and that when any object to be
attained has been once agreed upon, it
i3 kept steadily jn view by successive
numel'.ics, and even generations; that
being placed under the control of one
mind thoy reccire snob previous prep
aration and cjherent form that they
can be subjected to close and definite
debate; that this combined power and
responsibility tend of themselves to
produce an unfailing succession of
financiers of the highest ability which
the Kingdom aff-nds- , and finally that
the degree of publicity and. the force of
per nal character arc such that when
a fierce struggle with any class iat.reet
becomes necessary the whole might of
an advanced and enlightened public
opinion can be brought to bear.

Wo shall reserve for another issue
something more directly relating to the
American manner of legislation.
