A just appreciation of the troubles
and outrages in the Pennsylvania coal
fields can hardly be reached without
taking into consideration the startling
and unprecedented monopoly which
literally owns that region .under color
of law. Chief among the benefits

icial investigation, now un dor way, into
the operations of this extraordinary
corporation, generally known as the
Philadelphia and Beading Baihpad
Company.

The Pennsylvania coal iegion ex
tends over an area of 470 square miles,
the greater part of which is either
owned or absolutely controlled by thiB
company. Until it fell into the hands
of Mr. P. B. Gowen, who, from a third'
class lawyer, has developed the most
unscrupulous executive abilities, the
affaire of the corporation were m a bad
way. The coal mines had been opened
and developed by various private par
ties, but they all depended on Gowen's
railroad for transportation to market.
Gradually he purchased a controlling
interest in one mine or another, buying
the stock cheap by giving extra facili
ties for transportation, and deprecia
ting the value of other mines by with
drawing such facilities, until they fell
an easy prey. In this way over one
hundred collieries gradually became
the property of the railroad company,
and being worked by it, the screws were
put down the more severely on all
freight, exceot its own. Its coal
always had the preference in transpor
tation. Other operators could not ob

iain cars when they wanted them, or
the cars were sent in such numbers
that they could not be loaded; thus
establishing a pretext for deny-

ing car accommodations in fu-

ture. Another mode of barrass- -

inir sumII nrodueers was to send
e a-

their coal for ard in such quantities
that it could not be unloaded, thus ren-

dering them liable to fines for deten
tion of cars. But these devices were
not enough; the Reading company
established coal-yar- in Philadelphia
and other cities, which were kept full,
while those of rivals would be kept
empty by the withholding of cars for
weeks and even months at a time.
Picking its own time to raise thi6 block-

ade, and allow rival coal to reach the
large cities, the railroad company
would suddenly reduce tlte retail price
at its yards to bankrupt the rival ope-

rators.
Without going further into the

peculiar tactics by which this unscrup-

ulous company has acquired control of
the coal region, we need only say that
it virtually rules the price of this in-

dispensable article in all the country
dependent on Pennsylvania for a sup-

ply. A legal fiction, called the Laurel
Bun Improvement Company, was or-

ganized to facilitate these gigantic
operations, and experienced no difficulty
whatever in securing a charter from
one of Cameron's Legislatures. Of
course it was the Blading Company
over again, with the same President
and officeholders. The combination
controls no less than $126,000,000 cap-

ital, some 60,000,000 of which was
borrowed in England just before the
panic at 10 per cent interest in gold.
To pay interest and dividends on this
enormous capital, the policy of the
management must be grasping and
grinding. The miners' wages must be
reduced as much as possible at one end
of the line, while consumers are fleeced

at the other, and when the demandfallB
off, the miners must be driven to the
madness of "strikes" in order to de
crease the supply. All the States east
of the AUeghenies, including manu-

facturing New England, are interested
in the breading up of this unparalleled
monopoly. The Untied States Econo-

mist estimates that for several years
past this combination has compelled
the people of New York, New Jersey
and the Eastern States to pay an av-

erage of $2 per ton more for coal than
it is worth. Tins feeling against it in
Pennsylvania is intense, and unless the
Legislative Committee now sitting de-

vises some means for crippling its
power, the public disappointment will
be bitter. It is thought legislative
action can be bad, limiting the railroad
to its legitimate business, that of the
carrying trade, and compelling it to

treat all customers alike, while the
charter of the Laurel Bun Improve-

ment Company may be annulled as a
fraud from the beginning.

world know thatunder their inspiration
the Japanese Government has decreed

there shall be --53,760 schools in Japan ?

For a nation that had no schools a few

years ago, this is a huge be-

ginning. And, what is most

worthy of remark, tins movement,

amounting to nothing less than a com-nlct- e

revolution in the ideas, feelings

and purposes of thirty-fiv- e million peo--

Tle. in a remote quarter of tbe world,
promises to be eminently successful.

Normal schools are now coming to the
front to wield at once the mental and

material forces of the universe.

Science places force against force

everywhere; and the greater must pre-

vail. Knowledge is force, and the

keens it forever doing marvels.

Educational propagandism, backed by

the universities and normal schools ot
Germany. France, Great Britain and

the United States, is a new power for

hammering young and ductile intellect
into shanes. the out-com- e of which no

one can foretell. At present, there are

some five or ton thousand children

!nl. educated in Japan more or less

closely after the European plan; and
eighteen newspapers are printed ana

circulated there, of which, three are1
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dailies. The government eapports 300

students at the universities of Europe
and in this country; and iU normal
Echool in Yeddo, with the best foreign
professors, is large and efficient.

It is a curious fact that the Imperial
government and its supporters have no

foar of republicans from America
teaching youth republican notions, but
no christian minister of any sect can
get a school or public employment
from an apprehonsion of religious taint
and demoralization. Why should every
system of piety be bo hostile to all oth

tions, and resist to the utmost the
propagandism of other religionists
The Bev. Dr. Brown and the Bev. Dr.
Vcrbeck have both been removed from
schools in Yeddo, although teachers of

acknowledged ability and worth, from a
dread of religious influence. The report
sajs that where there is no discord
from conflicting religio as ideas, "schol
ars not only make very rapid and sound
progress, but the young men acquit
themselves with great credit as teach
ers. The progress already made isjnore
than encouraging it is astonishing.
Foreign instructors oversee both the
academic and noimal departments, and
naturally do their beat. It is stated
that any dereliction of duty, any
breach of discipline, or slovenliness of
work, or lack of attention, is at once
corrected. Under the easy and pleas
ant, because natural and graded meth
ods pursued in this school, learning is
made almost as attractive as playing,
and the boys and girls seem to like it
as much. The '.teachers are taught
that the very first requisite of a good
teacher is to interest his. class.

To learning the art of teaching, the
future pedagogue devotes six years,
and in the course of his training takes
in charge first a class of twenty papils,
working under the eye of a foreign in
structor. As he advances in attain
ments and experience, his class is in-

creased to fifty. In one echool there
arc in use twelve sewing machines and
two looms a blending of productive
industry with study which strikes us
favorably.

The Japanese islands are very densely
peopled, demanding more mechanical
labor and production than might be
strictly necessary in almost any other
country than China. Steam power is
attracting great attention, and will do
much to turn the wheels of progress
and revolution in this cradle of Asiatic
civilization.

THE PARIS GEOGRAPHICAL CON
GUESS.

GoVf Porter's appointment of sev-

eral citizens of Tennessee as delegates
to the International Geographical Con
gress and Syndicate ef Trade, has
aroused general curiosity as to the pur-

poses of which, and when and where,
that body will assemble. None seem
to be more anxious for in
formation, on these points than
most of the delegates thomselves. It is a
tritieawkward to bear theponderous title
of "Commissioner for Tennessee to the
I. G. C. & S. O. T.," without being able
to answer the inquiries of admiring
friends whose ideas of the honors and
emoluments attaching to so high a
trast are at best Imt vague.

Four years ago an International
Congress of Geographers was held at
Antwerp, Belgium, which was thought
so profitable to the advancement of
science that its originators .decided
upon a series of similar Con
grosses, to assemble successively
in different countries. Paris was
chosen for the subsequent meeting
of scientific men of all nations inter-

ested in ceoeraphical studies. This
second Congress, which is to be supple
mented with an exposition,' was to have
been opened at the beginning of this
spring, but the managers were not pre
pared for the saccees with which they
met, and so many applications for
space came to them that a postpone
nient until the summer was rendered
necessary.

The Congress will be opened Aug.
1, probably by the President of the
French Bepublic, who seems deeply
interested in the success of the enter
prise. It will bo held at the Palace of
the Tuilleries, in theJPavilkm de Flore,
which is now being decorated most
tastefully, and will be inaugurated by
the Congress. A very large number
scientific men of all countries have
been appointed members of the Hon-

orary Committee. The President of
the Congress is M. Delesse, a French
engineer in the mining service, a great
geologist and now the President of the
Central Committee of the Paris Geo-

graphical Society.
A programme of 123 questions has

been published, and all these, as far as
possible, will le discussed by the mem-

bers of Congress. The questions arc
di.Med into seven different groups,
viz.: 1. Mathematical. 2. Hydro-graphica- l.

3. Physical, i. Historical.
5. Economical. 6. Didactic. 7. Trav
els. The same order will be adopted
for the better clarification of goods
sent to the Exhibition.

Savans of all countries have been in-

vited, societies of all nations interested
in geographical matters have been
called upon to send delegates, and there
seems to be a fair prospect that Ameri-

ca will not lack representatives.
