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NEW ISSUE AGAIN.

Is the Biste Bound to Receive it for
Tnxes?—The Question Argued in the
Nupreme Court Yesterday.

The case of Blooinstein vs. Sueed, Col-
Jector, & mandamus lo test the right to
have the pew issne received Jor taxes, was
heard vesterday before the Chiefl Justice
and Judges Smul,uxcl"lrlnll
Attorney General Heiskell
Siate, sud R. McP. Swith
the new lssue,

The positions sssumed for (he Stale
were, Uhat the right to « mandamas in rev-
enue cases was Laken away by the act of
1273, under which payment mist be made
under protest befors suit can be brought
againsl the Conilector; that the money Was
barred by the statmte of limitations: that
the dissolution of the bank look place Jan.
1, 1573, the charter expiring Jaun. 1, 1868,
and the additional five years of onrporale
life allowed by the Code’at the date first
mentioned, and that the effect of this was
to extingnizh the debls due to and from
the bank, and that the State’s guaranly was
jncapuble of surviviug the instruments
guaranteed; alyo that the mowey being is-
suod in aid of the rebellion, the XIV
amendment to the United States Constitu-
tion ihited its being paid by the State,
wlieh taking it for taxes would be equiva-
lent to,

it was urged, on behalf of the plaintil,
that the adt of 1873, taking away the rem-
edy by maadimmus Was upconstitutional,
because it impatred the obligation of the
cotitract of Lhe Stale to take the money for
taxes, by laking away the eonly remed{
competont to compel its perfor manoe,whic
rewvedy esisted when the contract was
made.  The remedy provided by the act of
1874, it was urged, did not apply g the
gase ab all, thes being a1uit againss the col-
leetor after payment, under protest, of the
taxes in the fumds demanded ; the issue of
which could only be a judgment, to be fol-
lowed by & warrant on the treasury for the
amount of the recovery. That the right
clnimed was fo hare the money faken Jor
{itren, nol 1o be compensated for refusal of
this right; and that the act of 1875 provid-
ed for po way of ever enforeing this right.
That, therefime, a8 it ook away the exist-
ing remiedy, and supplied no other egually
efficacious, and, in fact, no other at all, it
impaired the obliga’ion of the Siate’s con-
tra t to take the money for taxes, and was
void.

As to the statute of lmitations, L was
said thok it bad been decided that this did
ot commence to ran sgainst bank noles
until they had been presented at the coun-
ter, anid payment refused bul that sinee
this decision, Code sec. 2779, had provided
that no stalule f:f limilations should mm
againat bank nofes; that asitle from this,
the bolders had, at the jmstance of the
Siata itself, been eujoined for some nine
years from suing upon thsir claims, which
praciinded the running of the statute: also,
that Mark 1B, Cockrill, having filed a cred-
ftors’ bill on bebalf of all the creditors of
the bauk, thereby the running of the
satute was arrested; nlao, that by the in-
solveney of the bank the assels became a
trust fund for the beoefit of craditors, aud
that in eases of trusts the statate did nol
ran: and finally, that the umdertaking of
the Stale was indepoudent of that of the
bank, and eon'd uet be affwied by the
operation of the statute of limitations
upon the latter; and that the former was
pot stseeptible of being barred by the
Iapse of time.

labilities than the death of a wan eould
