A XiETXEB Til AT KUIXED A CAN-

VASS.
The death of Gen. F. P. Blair recalls

vividly the exoiting events which mark-

ed the Presidential campaign of 1868.

Soon after the close of the war it be-

came evident that Gen. Blair was not
in sympathy witfe the party of which
he had so long been a prominent leader.
In fast, the estrangement had com-

menced sometime before, and whcn.his
second appointment as Major General

anie befere the Senate, his nomination
waa confirmed by a majority of only
two votes. Ho afterward identified
himself with President Johnson's re-

construction policy, and, when nomi-

nated as Internal Revenue Collector for
the St. Louis distriot, was rejected by a
vote of eight to twenty. The Presi-
dent then sent in his nomination as
Minister to Austria, but this was also
rejected. Two years later, in 18G8, he
was selected the Democratic can
didate for the Tico Presidency
on the ticket with Horatio Seymour,
tie at once became the target for Re-

publican attack, and was denounced
throughout the campaign with a bitter-
ness that had, perhaps, ncw-- r been
equaled in any . previous campaign.
Just before the Democratic Nation-

al Convention met . in New York
he wrote, and almost immediately
after his nomination published, what
at once became famous as the "Broad-hea- d

Letter." It created an immense
sensation, and the canvass, very unfor-
tunately for the Democrats, hinged
mainly upon its utterances. We give
it entire as illustrating the issues at
stake in one of the most remarkable
contests that has occurred in our polit
ical history:

Washington, June 30, 1SCS Col.
James F. Broadhead: Dear Colonel In
reply to your inquiries, 1 beg leave to say
that I leave you to determine, on consulta-
tion with my friends from Missouri, wheth-
er ray name shall be presented to the Dem-
ocratic Convention and to submit the fol-

lowing as what I consider the real and
only issue in this contest:

The reconstruction policy of the Radi-
cals will be complete before tbe next elec-
tion; the States so loDg excluded will have
been admitted, negro suffrage established
and the carpet-bagge- rs installed in their
seats iu both branches of Congress. There
is to be no possibility of changing the po-
litical character of the Senate, even if the
Democrats should elect their President and
a majority ofahe popular branch of Con-pyes- s.

We cannot, therefore, undo tbe
Kadical plan of reconstruct ion by Congres-
sional action; the Senate will continue a
bar to its repeal. Must we submit to it?
How cau it be overthrown? It can ouly be
overthrown by the authority of the Execu-
tive, who is sworn to maintain the Consti-
tution, aud who will fail to do his duty if
lie allows the Constitution to perish under
a series of Congressional enactments which
are in palpable violation of Us fundamen-
tal principles.

If the President elected by the Democ-
racy enforces, or permits others to enforce
tiiese reconstruction acts tiie Radicals, bv
tlie accession of twenty spurious Senators
and fifty representatives, will control both
brancles of Congress, and bis administra-io- n

will be as powerless as the present one
of Mr. Johnson.

Tlie re Is but one way to restore the Gov
ernment ami the Constitution, and that is
for tlie President-elec- t to declare these acts
null and void, compel tlie army to undo
its usurpations at the South, disperse the
carpet-ba- g State Governments, allow the
white people to reorganize their own gov--
cnunents and elect Senators and Repre-
sentatives. The House of Representatives
will contain a majority of Democrats
from tlie North, and they will admit
tlie Representatives elected bv the
white people of the South; and,
with the of tlie President, it
will not be difficult to compel the Senate
to submit once more to the obligations of
the Constitution. It will not be able to
withstand tbe publie judgment if distinct lv
invoked aud clearly expressed on this fun
damental issue, and it is tlie sure way to
avoid all future strife to put this issue
plainly to tlie country. I repeat, this is tbe
real and only question which we should
allow to control us. Shall we submit to
the usurpations by which the Gov-
ernment has been overthrown, or
shall we exert ourselves for its
full and complete restoration? It is idle to.
talk of lMnds, creenbaiks, cold and tlie
public faith and public credit. What can
a Democratic Presidont do in regard to any
of these with a Congress in both branches
controlled by the carpet-Dagge-rs and their
allies? He will be powerless to stop tlie
supplies by which idle negroes are o:gau- -
ied into political clubs by which an army
is maintained to protect these vagabonds in
their outrages upon tlie ballot. These and
things like tlieee eat up tbe revenues and
resources of the Government and de
stroy its iredH make the difler-enc- e

between gold ami greenback. We
must restore the Constitution before we
can restore tbe finances, and to do this we
must have a President who will execute
the will of tlie people by trampling into
dust tlie usurpations of Congress krown as
tlie Reconstruction Acts. I 'wish to stand
before tbe Convention on this issue; but it
is one which embraces everything else that
is of value in its large and comprehensive
results. It is the one thing that includes
ever tbin; that is worth conte-t- , and with
out it tliere is nothing that gives honor,
dignity, or value to the stmzgle. Your
friend, Jrank P. Blah:.

Tbe effect of this letter upon the
pnblic senrimntof the country, wrought
up to the highest pitch of excitement
by partisan appeals to passions more
violently agitated than at any time
since the outbreak of the war, is well
remembered. Whatever hope the De-

mocracy may have entertained of suc-

cess in the campaign was speedily
dissipated. The North wa6 not then,
and never has be n, ready for such ex
traordinary measures aa those proposed
by Gen. Blair. For the South long
years of tribulation were in store, dur-

ing which she was to show the world
that t c sublimity of courage
is to bear defeat with foititude. We
begin to see our way out now, but in
every Southern breast there should
dwell a kindly remembrance of the
gallant standard-beare- r whose bold
stroke failed only because, in the all-wi- se

providence of Heaven, the time
was not yet ripe for our deliverance.

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drcd and ninety-fiv- e millions. Georgia
in 1860, returned a larger amount of
assessed personal estate than any other
State in the Union, namely four hun-

dred and thir ty-e- i gh t millions. In 1870

millions, a loss of throe hundred and
and fifty-fiv- e millions. Missouri.
though a slave State, has suffered com-

paratively little. Her personalty, as
assessed in 1S60, was one hund.ed and
thirteen millions. In 1870 it was in-

millions. Taking the aggregate estima
ea true wealth of all the Blaveholding

States in 1860, it presents a total of six
thousand seven hundred and forty-si- x

millions of dollars. In 1870 the same
aggregate falls to five thousand four
hundred and eixty-tw-o millions, show-

ing a loss of twelve hundred and eighty- -

four millions. The g
