Campbell as “the founder of the Chris-
tian depomination,” whersupon some-
body semt it a ocorrection, which it
prints for general information., The
corvection needs more correcting.

Baptists and Presby-
terians. Whatever Mr. Campbell may

have thonght abont the name “Chris.
tian™ it is pow genernliy assumed by
those who bold his thaslogical wiswa,
the “Christian Conpeetion ' being
a body practically "anknown in nearly
all the region in which the “Disciples
of Christ™ are most pumerous. The
Cenomination fonmded by Me. Camp-
bell is strongest, and, comparatively
with other denominations, very strong.
