The Body Lies in State "Wrapped
in His Country's Flag.

Cony of tho Constitution in
His Dead Sight Hand.

The .Remains to he Interred at a
Spot Selected hy Himself,

Under a "Willow from the Tomb
of Bonaparte.

Gbeenevuxe, Tenn., Aug. 2. The
funeral takes place Tuesday at eleven
o'clock A. m.) under charge of the Masons.
Eight or ten lodges will be represented.

The remains arrived here Sunday morning
and were deposited at his residence until
this morning, when they were taken to the
court-hou- se where they now lie in state.
All his children are here except his daugh
ter Mrs. Brown, who is detained at her
residence with her mother, who is
not expected long to survive .lhe shock

occasioned by the sudden
dsath. The family and friends insist upon
burial here. The Court-hous- e, stores, and
private residences are draped in mourning.
Deep gloom pervades the community.

Second Dispatch.
Gbeeneyille, Tenn., Aug. 2. At a

meeting of citizens this morning, resolu-

tions of regret and condolence were adopted,
with a request that the remains be buried
here at his own home, among the neigh
bors and friends who knew him so long

'and loved bira.so well. A beautiful casket,
with rich silver mountings and Masonic
emblems, contains the corpse. The body
showed signs of decomposition thb morn
ing, and the casket was closed, excluding
from view the face or any portion of the
body. The casket is covered with floral
offerings. Upon a silver plate is engraved
simply "Andrew Johnson, aged 07 years."
Upon the walls of the court-roo- where
the body lies, three oil portraits of the de-

ceased har; also many photographs of
various styles, steel engravings, and a
plendid bust in medallion, all surrounded

with badges of mou-nin-
g. Upon the casket,

amid the weaths of flowers, lies a large
steel engraving in a rich gilt frame with
heavy Masonic insignia. A civic, military
and Masonic procession will escort the
remains from the Court-hou- se

at 11 o'clock to the place of
burial on Johnson's Hillihalf a mile south-

west of the village. The hill is in a fifty
acre tract of land, owned by the deceased,
overlooking the village and plainly visible
from the railroad on the left hand going to- -

ward Knoxville. It is said that the ex--

President before the war marked the place
where he wished to be buried by planting
on the spot a willow taken from his yard,
which was an offshoot of a willow tree
grown from a twig brought from Napole-

on's tomb at SU Helena.
Tlie Masonic body of Elizabethton, near

which place be died, took charge of the
body immediately after death and escorted
it to this place. He left here Wednesday
morning for a few days recreation, expect
ing to go to Washington tins week. His
death has called to the memory of old citi
zens mauy incidents of his early struggles.
The old tailor shop wbeie he worked for
many years is heavily draped, which, with
its over-bangi- vines, gives a strangely

sad, yet beautiful, picture. Citizens, with

buildings with mourning drapery. The

Great Damage to Kailroads.

one parishes, and their average date is to
Hhe 16th inst. The character of the weather
is generally reported as favorable, more so

tthan at the same period last year, though
our latest dates bring as complaints oi
drouth. Stands are generally good and
bettor than last year. The plant is bloom
ing and belling well, labor elhcient and
present condition of crop much better than
compared with last year, except in certain
districts where rain is needed.

Mississippi One hundred letters have
been received from thirty-tw- o counties in
this State, nearly all dated on the loth,
the uniformity of date being a great im
provement. The character of the weathsr
far the past month has been mainly favora-
ble, with, however, considerable exceptions.
Some letters complain of too much
rain, others want of it, the op
posite reports coming often from me

distribution of rain. Plantations not five
miles apart have had too much and too lit.

Occasional
showers have prevented any damage, and,
on the whole, it has been more favorable
than last year, almost as good as could be
wished. Stands are reported uniformly
oodand the plant looking remarkably

well. The general condition is undoubt
edly the finest known for a number of
years, and, excepting some apprehension of
a possible drouth, none of our correspond-
ence as cheerful as this.

Nashville Department Over two hun
dred answers report the weather as gener-
ally seasonable., a few reporting heavy
rains, which were sectional. Stands are
good to better, with some complaint of too
rapid growth. Laborers are working well,
and the present condition compares favora-blywi- th

last year. Some sections report
the plant small, but growing rapidly.

Norfolk Department Weather generally
hot and dry; sonic little complaint on that
score coming from North Carolina, though
on the whole the weather was more favor-
able than last year. Stands compare very
favorably with last year. Plant forming
well. Labor very satisfactory. Condition
of crop very good, but in size generally a
little smaller and irom live to e;ght days
later.

Charleston Department South Carolina:
Eighty-nin- e replies have been received from
29 counties. The weather has, on the
whole, been seasonable and comnares fa
vorably with last year's. Stand as good if
not better. Plant generally reported form-
ing, blooming and boiling well. Labor
efficient and equal to last year. Five an
swers from four counties report injury from
hail, and from too much weed. In one
county lice are reported, and rust in an-
other.

Augusta Department, covering that por
tion of Georgia not included in Savannah,
eport the weather has been very favorable,

more so than last year. The stand is bet-

ter than last year. Plaut forming and
blooming well, and with the exception of
late cotton, is boiling well. General con-
dition of the crop is good, better than last
year.

Savannah Department, covering North
ern, Middle and Southern Georgia, aud the
State ofFIonda Weather generally dry and
more favorable than last year; stands good,
better than last season. Plant forming
and blooming well. Labor unanimously
reported as good, i he general tenor oi re-
plies indicate the condition of the crop
very favorable, except in some localities
where rain is needed.

Mobile Department Alabama: One
hundred and twenty replies from 48 coun
ties In ay count.es tne weather is report
ed as having been seasonable, in 9 too dry,
and a3 compared with last year in only 3
Choctaw, Macon and Russell has it been
less favorable; in all others more favorable.
Stands are universally reported good and
better than last year. The plant Is form-
ing and blooming well. Laborers are
working well. The present condition is
good a"d promise better than last year.
There is nothing unfavorable but need of
rain in sandy lands.

Mississippi oo replies from 19 counties.
Weather has been generally seasonable and
universally reported more favorable than
last year. Stands are excellent and better
tliau last year. The plant is forming and
blooming well in all counties exceptltawam

Loundes and Newton. In these three
some complaint of a weedy growth to the
plant, caused by too much rain. Labor as
good as can be desired; all working well.
Present condition of crop is good and more
promising than last year. Favorable cir
cumstances are: better cultivation, and
farm work more advanced than last year.
The unfavorable are: weedy growth noted
above, want of rain in some small sections
of ssn iy lands, and a few boll worms re
ported in Jasper county.

Galveston Department Texas: Have
received 1S3 replies ftom 71 counties, em-
bracing the period between June 15 and
July 15. Forty replies report weather dry;
55 very dry and hot, and 3S favorable. 01
replies report weather very favorable; 45
report less favorable, while 27 sayaboutthe
same. 27 of our responses report good
stauds: 35 better than last year; 25 not so
nod, and 40 report about same.

GREAT BRITAIN.

London, Aug. 2. The Times says the
government system for sending shilling
dispatches over the telegraphs noes oi the
country has disappointed expectations. The
time is coming when this rate will cease to
pay, and unless a great change is made the
service will become a heavy and increasing
permanent charge on the country's finances,

Advices from Rio Janeiro report that tbe
Argentine government has made a moder
ate and pacific reply to the Brazilian note
in regard to Paraguayan treaties, and fears
of war have been dispelled. The steamer
Faraday, which was engaged repairing the
United Stales direct cable, has arrived at
Deal.

The Earl of Desartof Kilkenny, a Lit
eral, denounces the O'Connell celebration
as sectarian. The Fenian Amnesty Asso-
ciation of Dublin, will parade on the oc
casion in mourning, because their country-
men remain in British dungeons. Trouble
is feared if Lord O'Hagan delivers an ora
tion. Irish conservatives shun the move
ment. Indications are that Thursday will
not pass without disturbance.

The O'Connell Centennial Assuming a

Political Significance.
Herald Cable Special.

London, Aug. 1. The O'Connell Cen
ter! nary demonstration is assuming an un-
expected political and diplomatic signif-
icance, embarrassing to Liberals, Home
Rulers, and the government.

The Lord Mayor of Dublin, supposed to
be at the instigation of the wily Cardinal
Cullen, a pure churchman, caring nothing
for the memory of O'Connell, has given
tbe affair an Ultramontane character, of-
fensive alike to Irish and English liberals,
the Protestant noblemen, Home Rulers,
and Fenians. The invitations were mainly
extended to Catholic laymen, and Bishops
of .ugland, France, and Germany, which
has drawn an indignant protest from an
Irish peer, who claims that the Lord Mayor
is unauthorized to use his ofitce for a
purely Catholic purpose. Cardinal Cul-

len is known to be an enemy of
home rule, and he hopes thus to divide and
destroy that party. The Home Rulers and
Fenians will probably liave independent
celebrations in honor of tbe liberation.
They cannot in an Ultramon-
tane movement without endangering the
Liberals' alliance and alienating the 1'ro- -
testants, who sympathize with home rule
principles. Men like Butt, Sullivan, and
jlaccarthy, and Downing, deplore the char
acter given to the affair, and fear they will, in
consequence, lose tbe support of English
Liberals and Irish Protestants in Dublin.
The Lord Mayor is considered impolitic in
resolving to propose the Pope's health be-

fore that of the Queen. Englishmen gen-
erally would ate in a proper demon
stration in honor of tlie liberator, whom
they admire as a rnend f civil and re-
ligious liberty and parliamentary reform,
but they will not stand Ultramontaneism
or an insult to the Queen.

Sir Henry Jamesfwr William Harcoart,
and other advanced Liberals, sorrowfully
oppose the demonstration, as admirers of
O'ConneH's caieer. They do not wait an
identification with an ati-l:suii- rk dem
onstration.

Disraeli and Gladstone are rather reti
cent. It is beheved Disraeli would cheer-
fully join in a proper tribute to the liber
ator, and Lrladstone would accept an in-
vitation and deliver a eulogy, but he,
having sided with Dollinger, must con-
sistently condemn tbe Ultramontane col-
oring given the approaching demonstration.
iiesides, he believes cardinats uuiien ami
Manning, and other astute Catholics,
have contrived this demonstration pur
posely to make trouble with Germany,
while consolidating Catholic feeling.

Lord Derby believes tbe teeiiog on the
Continent favors holding tbe governments
responsible for all occurring under tbeir
jurisdiction. If the German Bishops in
troduced their internal polities in their
Irish speeches, it would cause bad feeling
between the German and English papers
and possibly result in difficulty with Bis-
marck.

The Marqu'S of Hartington takes an or
thodox liberal position, and believes that
not in Ireland herself is tlie liberator's
memory more respected than among tbe
old English Whig families, because he was
the friend of civil and --religious liberty
everywhere. The cry of tbe Whigs and
Liberals has always been that tlie Liberator
assisted tbe English Liberals.

.tart Kussell says he has great respect tor
the memory of O'Connell, but be cannot
sanction ultramontanism. ,

The mass of the Irish applaud tbe Lord
Mayor's action, and the English press almost
unanimously deplore the Dublin Lord
Mayor making a religious instead of ana
tional affair of tlie celebration.

The Examiner says whoever is the friend
of the Pope and the enemy of Germany is
welcomed by the Lord Mayor. The origi-

nal legitimate purpose of tlie Centennial
has been lost. It believes the nearly ac
complished alliance of the Irish Catholics
and English Protestants is now impossible.

The Telegraph says no loyal Irish Catho
lic can take part where tho sovereign is
denied the first place.
