THE CIVIC CAMPAIGN.
Unusual importance attaches to the

oomi lg city election for the reason that
the Mayor and one-hal- f of the Gity

Council will hold for two years. This
year there will be a long terra Council-

man and a short term Councilman to
oleot from each. ward. In the first, third,
fifth, seventh and ninth wards, the
Aldermen will-b- e elected for two years,
while in the second, fourth, sixth,

eighth, and tenth, they will be elected

for one year. After the new 6ystem

is thus set on foot, all members of the
City Council will henceforth be elected

for two-ye- ar terms, only half going out
of office each year. One object of this
law is to secure the benefits that result
from experience and familiarity with

the duties of the trust, as the city legis-

lature will, by this device, always em-

brace a large membership of one or

more years' experience.

A Bloody Tragedy In nn Illinois
Town.

St. Louis, Aug. 24 The little village
of Roachtown, Su Clair county, HI., was
the scene of a bloody tragedy Sunday even
ing.

A DESPEKATE ENCOUNTER.

A Easiness Jinn Grapples with n Bnr
srlar In Ills store-Boo- m and is
Beaten to a Jelly.

New Yobk, Aug. 22. A thrilling trag

edy and burglary occurred at No. 275
Greenwich street to-da- by wlifih James
H. Noe, of the firm of James H. Noe &
Sons, will probably lose bis life. The firm
are extensive brush manufacturers, and in
their lofts are stored large quantities of
valuable feathers and stock for manufac-
turing brushes. Mr. Noe secured the
scuttle on Saturday so tbat no thieves
might enter on Sunday, and the firm went
home feeling uneasy about their property.
About 7:30 o'clock this morning James H.
Noe, feeling great anxiety about the
storage went to examine the
premises to see if all was
right. When he ascended to the third
story he heard somebody prying at the
scuttle tbat covered tne ladder leading from
the fourth story to the roof. He went up
to where the burglar was at work. All
was dark In the-- room, but he mounted the
ladder fearlessly, and when the burglar
opened the scuttle, after prying off the
fastening with a Jimmy, Mr. Noe sprang
out on the roof and coiifronted him. Tho
burglar was as much aslonlslied as though
an apparition bad been belore him. Mr.
Noe grappled with him upon the roof, ar.d
attempted to drag lum down to the street
and deliver him to an officer. The burgia'r
dragged Mr. Noe to the back part of the
fjnrth story room and struck him with tho
jimmy. Air. JNoe seized a pointed iron us'd
in niasing brusues, intending to defend
himself with it. Tho burglar dodged the
blow, however, and seized Mr. Noe's
weapon, with which he felled Li in to tho
uoor, saying: "i our weapon 13 better man
mine!" The burglar then dealt Mr. .Noe a
series of powerful blows, which soon rend-
ered him insensible. The thief then
bduHd Mr. A oc hand-and-too- t, gagged him,
put a napkin about his mouth. He then
tied a heavy workman's apron over that,
and secured the whole by a strong silk
handkerchief. While Mr. Noe was uncon-
scious the robber rifled his pockets, secur
ing a gold watch and chain valued at $500,
$25 in money, and other valuables,
worth perhaps $100. When Mr.
Noe Recovered consciousness the
hurelar was washing his hands
In a bucket of water near by. "For God's
sake give me a drink," moaned Mr. Noe.
"I can't stop," replied the burglar; "I shall
get twenty years if I am caught, and I must
get out of this in a hurry before any one is
alarmed." The hnrglar then took a drink
at the faucet, skipped up the stairs to tbev
roof, and closed the scuttle after him. Be-
fore leaving, he told Mr. Noe that, if he
dared to make any outcry, or attempt to
summon aid of any kind, he (the burglar)
would return and kill him. He then tied.
After a succession of screams, Mr. Noe
heard a woman approaching. After cut-
ting his bonds, the lady gave an alarm, and
the police were soon on the scene and took
care of the wounded man. His injuries
are serious, and it (s doubtful whether or
not he survive;.

Amongthe guests, were
the American Consul, members of tho
House of Commons for Stafford, Commo-
dore Sell, and a large number of local nota-
bilities. The Mayor of Southampton pro-
posed the health of Admiral Worden and
other American guests, and warmly eulo-
gized the gallantry of the American navy.
He said he felt most sincere pleasure in
the guests of the city, and referred to the
distinguished services of Admiral Worden,
during the late American civil war. He
wished America a prosperous future and
hoped she and England would continue
hand In hand, as examples of peace and
harmony. Admiral Worden briefly thank-
ed the Mayor for the kind expressions about
himself and country, which the Admiral
said were fully reciprocated by his coun
trymen.

AUSTRALIA.

Melbourne, Aug. 24. Commodore Jas.
G. Goodenoueb. commanding the British
Squadron in Australian waters, died on the
20th from a poisoned arrow, and although
every effort was made to counteract its
effect, the poison proved fatal. One sea
man was Killed and tnree wounueu oy
savages.

Goodenough, which led to his death: The
Commodore and party on me l--

ln inst.,
landed in Carlisle Bay, to open intercourse
with the natives of Santa Cruz Island, who
attacked the Sandfly in the same place last
year. After remaining about one hour on
shore, having made apparently satisfactory
progress in the object of their mission, they
were preparing to return to the ship, when
suddenly the natives, who were only a few
yards off shot at Commodore Goodenough,
and a poisoned arrow penetrated his left
side. The boat then put ofl under a flight
of arrows. Seven men were wounded, in
cluding Lieutenant Hawker. Two of the
wounded have since died from the effect of
ppisons; the others are improving, as
soon as the boat returned the Pearl shelled
and bnrned the native village and then re
turned to Nelson's Bay.

MOROCCO.

London, Aug. 24 The American war
steamers Congress and Hartford arrived at
Tripoli Saturday last. A number of offi
cers who landed Irom tne congress were
hooted by the rabble. Satisfaction was
given for insults to the ouicers wno
landed, but not for the previous insult to
the American Consul. Up to Sunday both
vessels remained at Tripoli.

RUSSIA.

London, Aug. 24. The Russian Gene
ral Kaufman has replied to tbeKnhand
rebels, agreeing to acknowledge the new
Khan if Russia be Indemnified for
losses by the insuurrcction, and the treaties
between the Russian Government and the
late Khan be accepted and observed by the
new one.

EAYE WE COME TO THIS?

Fraud to he Covered by Assas
sination.

Wasiunoton, Aug. 23. The Treasury
Department has the most conclusive evi-

dence to show that the Whisky Ring has
decided to resort to murder, if necessary,
to protect Its members. The circumstances
which points directly to this conclusion, is
the attempted assassination of J.E. Miller
In Chicago, last Friday nignt. juiiier was
formerly a United States Ganger. He was
discharged the service in May last for a
violation of the rules and regulations of
the Internal Revenue Bureau. His offense
was technical, and not of a criminal char- -

nrtnr. TT snhspnnentlv voluntarily gave the
government very valuable irdbrrnauon. He
implicated in tne wnissy irauua persona woo
hold high social and civil positions in Chi-

cago, whose names have never yet been
mentioned In this connection. His dis
closures astounded the Treasury officials,
the officers of the revenue and secret ser-

vice, who had previously had the most
knowledge of the inside workings of the
Ring, and through whose efforts, in a great
measure, the plan for the seizures had
been made. The Ring fully understood
Miller's means of knowing of their opera
tions. They, through treachery, learned
that he had in some way communicated
his information to the Government.

Knowing that his evidence could only be
given orally in a criminal case, and could
not be perpetuated by deposition, the Ring
seem to have determined to prevent Miller
from ever reaching the witness stand. The
information in the possession ot tne treas-ur-v

indicates that the Ring sought to ac
complish their purpose by the bands of an
assassin. Last Friday night, while Miller
was quietly looking about Chicago for ad
ditlonal evidence against the Ring, he was
shot by an assassin. The ball intended for
his heart, however, lodged in his left arm,
and although badly wounded, he will re
cover, lie was laaen care oi uy menus,
and is now understood to be in a place
where hired murderers cannot reach him,

It is the intention of the Government to
protect him from further assault, and to
place him on the stand at the proper time,
that he may tell the whole truth regard
ing the: monstrous swindling! opera
tions of the Ring, of which he had personal
knowledge. What he Knows will assist
the Government materially In securing con
victions. His revelations are considered
of so much importance, that he will be
constantly attended until the trial by Gov
ernment ouicers, who will snieid mm trom
harm. Although the assassin was witnin
a few feet of Miller when he fired, his face
was not fully exposed, and as Miller is
able to give only a very meagre and unsat-
isfactory description of him, it is doubtful
if his identity can ever bo established.

The Treasury has, through me assistance
of Miller and othersx obtained a mass of evi-

dence against persons in Chicago, which is
startling. There can be no doubt of the
credibility of the evidence, or of the iden-
tity of the prominent persons whose names
are involved. These names tlie Treasury
will withhold until the trial of the causes
at the October term of court. Their publ

at any time would create a pro-

found sensation. Miller is the person who
was the means of discovering the four hun-
dred barrels of illicit highwines in Chicago,
which had been concealed since the seiz-

ure. The Secret Service is closely watch-
ing every movement in Chisago, St. Louis
and Milwaukee, tlie leading cities of the
Whisky Ring. It is known that a former
Chicago detective, recently discharged
from the government service, is in the em
ploy of the ring, and is shadowing the op-

erations of the government officers.

The Assassins Fly By tho Advlco of
Mntt Carpenter.

Tho Treasury Department received a

dispatch from Chicago ht stating tbat
350 barrels of illicit whisky were seized
there to-da-y, against which the evidence is
conclusive.

The Treasury Is advised that two gov
ernment gangers, criminally implicated in
the whisky frauds, have left for Canada, in
accordance with the advice of their counsel,
Matt H. Carpenter. The Treasury author-
ities consider Matt a very safe counsellor.
The evidence against the gaugers was con-

clusive.
Kept Very Qnlet.

Chicaso Times, Editorial, Aug. 23.

It is intimated in certain quarters, and
upon the best authority, that the men who
are connected with the whisky ring in this
locality have employed a new auxiliary to
carry out their nefarious plans and defeat
the ends of justice. Knowing that they
are most carefully watched, and that the
lynx-eye- d omcera who are on their trail
are the one insurmountable obstacle to the
successful carrying forward of their
schemes, these whisky men, it is said, have
employed the agency of a gang of despera-
does whoso duty it is to make way with
the officers who are on the track, and this
is to be done by foul means. There are
rumors that an attempt was made to mur
der a detective a few evenings since, by a
Villain who belongs to 'his gang, and who
was undoubtedly operating for his princi-
pals. Nothing further is known, except
the fact that the matter is being kept very
quiet.

WHO WAS II 3RMASS?
Arminius, or Henna: 3, a colossal statue

of whom wa3 unveiled before an immense
multitude in presence of the princes of
Germany and other distinguished visitors
last week was Prince of the Cherusel, a
German tribe, and was born 10 B. C. He
became a Roman citizen ot the equestrian
order in his youth, and served in the
troops auxilliary to the Roman army on
the Danube. In the year 0 B. C, he plan-
ned a successful insurrection against Varus,
the Roman oommander, and defeated his
troops with great slaughter, Varus taking
his own life to prevent capture. It
wS after the news of this defeat
that the Emperor Augustus exclaimed,
"Varus, give rvj back my legions." Gei
manlcus in I few years marched against
Arminius witu 80,000 men, but was de-

feated. He again attempted the subjuga-
tion of Germany with 100,000 men, and
alter a severe battle was driven across, the
Rhine. The Romans never attempted to
cross the river agalo, and Arminius bears
th. title of Liberator of the German na
tion, which he seems to fully deserve.
Arminius, after driving out the Romans,
had a contest with Marbod, chief
of the Maresmanui, who was seek
ing the supreme power in the
nation. He defeated him and subse-
quently was himself desiroyf d by treach-
ery In his own family. Tacitus, in his
"De Moribus," refers to the enthusiasm
with which the name of Arminius was
cherished in his time, and the Liberator
has, lived in German songs to this day.
The defeat of Varus and that of Germani-en- s

constituted two of the decisive battles
of tlie world. They prevented the ab-
sorption of tlie German race into the
Latin race, s the victory of Charles Mar--
tcl, at I'oicters, checked the progress of
Moorish domiuatiou in Europe. The
Philidelphia TfmAt says of the monument:

i'Tot even the Cxsars, whose legions he
overthrew, possessed its equal. The great
statue, widen was unvaiied in the presonce
of Emperor Wilbelm and a hundred thou
sand people, is one hundred feet, and stand- -

hill, will tower far above the Colossus of
Kbodes. l ne latter, according to PHny.who
lived during its exiatence,wA, seventy cubits
high, or orw hundred Snsh'sb feet, which
is precisely the height of the giant of
the Thunngian woods.

Near Houma, Tbbbebone Parish,

La., Aug. 17, 1875 Before leavine Nash
ville you asked me to writo vou'a letter.
provided I would not interlard any covert
advertising. Having often met with such
interlineations, innocently or designedly
put into correspondence of the Winchester
Home Journal (one of the best weekly
papers published in Tennessee) I at once,
with an acumen worthy of a Csesar, Na
poleon, or Lee, comprehended tne perti-
nency of the reminder.

LEA VINO NASHVILLE,
I arrived within six hours of due time at
New Orleans. I found very few concerned
about the yellow fever, not a tenth as much
as I was.

Horriblo Torture In tho Cincinnati
IVorU-hons- e The Barbarism oX Civ-

"On Wednesday, the 12th, I was sen
tenced to pay a fine of five dollars and costs
for an assault and battery in the Atlantic
Garden. iNot having the means to pay my
fine, I was committed to tbe work-hous- e for
ten days to serve out my fino and cost;.
On last Y ednesday a prisoner was taken
to the hospital. I helped to carry him to
the hospital. I can't now call his name.
He refused to answer certain questions that
the doctor put to him, as to his illness. The
doctor then sent word to the engineer to
have an iron, a poker, heated red-ho- t. This
was done, and tbe red-h-ot iron was taken
to the doctor in a pair of tongs. They
then took off the prisoner's pantaloons and
left him standing lit bis shirt, the doctor
then applied the red-h-ot iron to the prison
er's thighs, burning him terribly. The
odor was sickening, and drove people out
of the-plac- e, in front of tbe dungeon. The.
prisoner did not utter a word. They burned
hm five or six limes. He wotiid not
sp.-ak-

, however. They then ironed him to
the lloor in a stooping position, and bad
him tbat way an hour and a half, torturing
him still further.

"Superintendent Morgan was absent
from the city. When he returned he in-
vestigated it and raised a row about it.
They then treated the prisoner In a very
clever manner, x if they wanted to have
the matter Luahed up, offering him wine
and the best of food.

'Morgan returned on Friday. Before
he returned the Doctor and Capt. Kidd
made these efforts to please tbe prisoner.
