The fatlure of the great gold bank at
Ban Francieco seems to bave fallen
upon the financial commwunity guite as
unexpeotedly as that of Duncan, Sher-

paid-up eapital being five million dol-
lars gold. It issued no notes, being a
bank of deposit, eschange and dis-
count cnly. There are no noteholders
o suifer, and it ia given out that am.
ple assets remain to mest the claimg of
depositors. The suspension will be
less felt over the conntry than that of
Duncan, Sherman & Co., but the result
on the Pacific Coast may be all the
more dissstrons for that reason, ita
business being mainly confined to that
region.  We meed nit go far
to find the sctual canse
of the. failure, Every scnsible
man know that somebody must be ulti-
mately hmit by the tremendous specu-
lation in mining stocks inaugurated by
the famous “hig bonanza™ of silver, It
sppears the Gold Bank] indulged large-
ly in this outside business, and really
failed as a mining speculator rather
than as a4 bank. In the latter capacity
it manifested the most remarkable
strepgth even to the end, paying out
over its connter £1,400,000 in gold the
the very day it closed. This amounted
to cne-third of its capital. The imme.
diate cause of the emormous “run”™ on
the bank, which constituted the imme-
diste cause of its smspension, has not
yet been explained by the telegraph.

TEXTILE PRODUCTS - FREEDOY
AXD FREE TRADE,
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If we place the cash value of the
colton exported in the last two years
in one sam, and divide iv by two, the
annsual crop in rovnd numbers, sent
abroad, is worth two hundred million
dollsrs. The figures are from the Ba-
reau of Statistics in Washington, are
instructive in many ways, and withal
very suggestive.  While exporting two
hundred million dollars® worth of cot.
ton a year, which requires o great deal
of plowing, plenting, working the
crop, hand-picking and sther labor, in-
volving more or less injury to the soil
from washng and leaching rains, we
mmported within the last fiscal year
over eleven million dollars® worth of
which can be prodaced
without gny plowing, auy wash.
ing of the a-‘sil‘ or injury to
it whatever, but with a positive
benifit to the land for all tillage pur-
poses, and fo the nation as a whole.
Nor did we stop at the copsumption of
S11,069,701 werth of wool in 1875, We
iwported neaxly forty-four million dol-
lars worth of woolen goods in addition
to all this foreign wool. Surely, a
high protective tariff weither protects
the Awmerican manufacturer mor the
American wool grower. What then is
it good f--r.'—‘ Good to make the con-
sumers of woolen fabrics made in the
United States pay from two to three
into the pockets of home
manufacturers where one dollar is paid
into the Federal Treasory as an impost
duty on woolen goods, It is tiis dis-
honest trick that gives to a proteclive
tariff all its money value, T'o the ex-
t<nt it checks free trade, it seoures the
home market to mwonopolists, with an
advance in price,

By using the stropg arm of a parti-
san and corrupt Conprress, its favorites
stop their woolen factories for months,
redoce the wages of all laboversto
their own terms and still bold their
forty willion subjects to th: pecessity
of buying their goods rather than
cheaper and better goods manafactured
abroad, because the law enconrages
them in this iniquity. Yetthis is called
a free country, where all citizens have
eommon and ¢yual rights before the
lnwe of the nation! Never was there a
greater falselicod uttered or attempied
to b disseminated among a people who
had the benefits of spelling.booka and
newspapers.

Bobbing by the nse and abaose
of law is one hondred times move harm-
fal to ke public than all the illegal
robbing done in the United States. It

every wrong done by legislative act
tends to the perpetration of still great-
er wrongs in viclation of law. All in.
justice viciates a principle which rises
in stern rebuke and opposition. Re-
gistance and rebellion are nature in
arme against misconduet. If bad men
enact badglawe, the latter react on all
the subjecta of such laws to produce
ten bad men where one cxisted before.

J. B, All-
good, one of the meanest of the tribe
of renegades, and genernl bondsman
for all of the official thieves in Missisip-
pi, was algo o candidate, nnd the sue-
cessful one, for the nomination. There
being some canse of dissatisfaction at
the action «f the nominating conven-
tion, Connoer sanounced himself an in-
dependent candidate. A letter from
the Hom H. W. Foute, late Circuit
Judge, to the Mercwry, gives the fullow-
ing sccount of the commencement of
the difficnlty:
