Lvery post-mast- er is rc--
nnir.-- bv law to hold registered letters

until thev are receipted for by a person

authorized to receive them. They can

not be sefliout in military mails, by

which soldiers usually receive their let

ters.

It is therefore best that all letters to sol-

diers should be prepaid, whether from

soldiers or other persons. The number

of unpaid and partially paid letters which

arrive daily at the" Nashville post office

is too great to be turned into the military

mails without payment of postage.
