Wuebkas, Certain persons, unfrieudly

and hostile to the Governtmnt of (lie
United States, have banded themselves
together, and are now goiii at large
through many of the counties in this
State, arresting, maltreating- and plun-
dering Union citizens wherever found;

Now, therefore, I, Andrew Johnson,
Governor of the. State ot Tennessee, by
virtue of the power and authority in me
vested, do hereby proclaim that in every
instance in which a Union man is ar-

rested and maltreated by the marauding
bands aforesaid, five or more rebels from
the most prominent m the immediate
neighborhood shall be arrested, impris-
oned, and otherwise dealt with as the
nature of the case way require ; And
further, in all cases in which the property
of citizens loyal to the Government of
the United States is taken or destroyed,
full and ample remuneration . shall bo
made to them out of the property of such
rebels in the vicinity as have sympathiz-
ed with, and given aid, comfort, infor
mation or encouragement .to tuo parties
committing such depredations.

This order will be executed in letter
and spirit. All citizens are hereby
warned nnder heavy penalties from en-

tertaining, receiving or encouraging such
persons so banded together or in any wise
connected therewith.

The Committee on the conduct of the
War in their report on " Kebd l'.arhari-ties- "

give the testimony of (iencral
Hk KKiT.-t- which is interesting. The
General is a New Yorker, a graduate of
West Point, and a Captain in the Artil-

lery, Regular Army :

One of the most important witnesses
was General James 11. Kiekett?, well
known in Washington and throughout
tho country, lately promoted for his
daring and courage. Af-

ter having been wounded in the battle of
l'ull Uun, he was captured, and as he lay
helpless on hid back, a party of liebels
passing him cried out, " knock out his
brains, the d d Yankee." lie met
General Ueauregard, an old acquaint-
ance, only a year his senior at the Unit-

ed States Military Academy, where both
were educated. He had met tho l.ebel
General in tho South a number of times.
Hy this head of the J.Yhcl army on the
day nil. r tli battle, he was t .ld that hi
(General Kiekett) treatment would de-

pend upon tin treatment extended to llie
rebel privateei M.

His lirst lieutenii".!, I'anmy, who was
killed, was whipped of every article ol
his clothing but l is iioeks, and left na-

ked on the Held. Ho trstitied tint those
of our wounded who died in iliehinond
were buried in tin; negro burying-groun- d

among the negroes, and were put int'
the earth in the most unfeeling manner.
Tho statement of other witnesses as t
how tho prisoners were treated ii fully
cotifiimed by tVu. Jihketl-j- . Me him-

self, while in prifon, subsisted mainly
upon what he purchased with his own
money, llie money brought hint by his
wife. ' We had,'' he says, " W hat' they
called baeoii oup soup made of boiled
bacon, the bacon being a little iancid
which you mold not possibly eat; and
that for a man whose Hystem was luiug
drained by a wound it no tii.t at all. '

lu nply to a question whether he had
luard any thing about mr pi isoner being
shot by the rebel senlri. , he answered :

" Yes, a number of our men were rhoi,
In one instauce two were shot ,' one wai
killed and the other woon.l.-d- , by a nun
w ho retited I. is xtui ,(' !. window -- sill
whi 1 he cart-- - ..'

for tho pi iva'cers, states: "I consi.lojed it
bad treatment to be selcHcd as a hoslno
fur a privateer, w he n I was so lame that 1

could not walk, and while my wounds
were still open and unhealed. At that
time .'en. Winder came to see me. lie
had b :i an ofllecr in :ny regiment; I hnd
know n htm for twenty odd years. It
was mi the !lh that he came
to see inc. lie saw that my wounds were
still unhealed; he saw my condition; but
that very day he received nn order to se-

lect hostages for the privateer; and, not-
withstanding he knew my condition, the
itxt day, Sunday, the 10th of N

vember, I was selected as one of the hos-

tages.'' "I heart!,"' he continues, "of a
great many of our prisoners who had
been btyonctted uud shot. T saw three
of them two that had been bayont tied
and ore of them shot.

One wio nautili l.t-wi- i Francis of the
New York Fourteenth. He had redid fed
fourteen bayonet wounds one through
his privates and he had one wound very
much like mine, on the knee, in couse-quence- of

which his leg was amputated
after twelve weeks had passed, and I
would state here, that in regard to his
case, when it was determined to amputate
his leg, I heard Dr. Peachy, the rebel Bur-
geon, remark to one of his young assist-
ants, "1 won't be greedy; you may doit;"
and the young men did it. I saw a num-
ber in my room, many of whom had been
badly amputated. The flaps over the
stump were drawn too tight, aud Bomo of
tho bones protruded. A man by the name
of Prescott (the same referred to in the
testimony of surgeon Ilomistou,) was am-

putated twice, and was then, I think,
moved to Pichmond before the taps were
healed Prescott died under this treat-
ment. I heard a rebel doctor on the
steps below my room say, that he wished
he could takeout the bearsof the d d
Yankees as easily as he could take off
their legs.' Some of the Southern gentle-
men treated ic very handsomely. Wade
Hampton, wko wasopposod to my batte
ry, came to see nie anil behaved like a
generous enemy.

It appears, as a part of ttie history of
this rebellion, that General Ilicketts was
visited by lis wife, who, having lirst
heard that hr was killed in battle, after-
wards that he was alive but wounded,
travelled under great diflicullies to Ma-

nassas to tee lier husband. He says :

" She bad almost to fight her way through,
but succeeded finally in reaching me on
the fourth day after tho battle. There
w as eight persons in the Lew is House at
Manassas, in the room where I lay, ami
my wife, for two weeks, slept in that
room on the floor by my side, without a
bed. When we got to Pichmond there
were six of us in a room, among them
Col. Wilcox, who remained with us until
ho was taken to Charleston.. There we
were all in one room. There was no door
to it. It was as much as it would be
here if you should take oil' the doors of
this committee room and then fill the
passnie with wounded soldiers. In the
hot summer months the stench trom their
woun.ls, and from the utensils they used,
was fearful. There was no privacy at
all, because there being no door the room
could not be clobed.

Wu were there as a common show.
Col. Wilcox and myself w ere objects of
interest, and were gaed upon as it we
were a couple of savages. The people
would come in there and say all sorts of
things to us ami about us, until I was
obliged to tell them that 1 w as a prisoner
and had nothing to say. On our way to
Kiehmond. w hen we reached Gordons- -

ville, many women crowded around the
cars, and asked my wife if she cooked ?

if she washed! how phe got there .' em- -

ally, Mrs. Pieketts appealed to the oflic.er
in chirce. and told him that it was not
the intention that w o should be subject
cd to this treatment, and if it was con
tinned, she would make it known to the
iiitin.rities. Gen. Johnson took my w ife's
carriage and horses at Manassas, kept
