HEINTZELMAN THE MARSHAL
NEY OF THE FIGHT.

.-

Hooker's Division and its Supports,
the Avengersof Bull Run,

Winniasssuaa, VA, May. 7, 1862 —The

physieal impossibility of  dividing a
man whose horse has been glolen, whose
top-boota are on the feet of a distant
thiof, and who i8 near paralygis feom
sleeping on the brick floor of a cellar
without blanket or overcoat (both strap-
ped to the saddle of the horese,) into
throe or more editorial parts, each efil-
cient for describing an extended line of
battle, will be the apology and justifica-
tion for the mesgre scennnt of tha prin-
cipal part of the decisive action of Wil-
liamaburg, sent by me yesterday to the
readers of the Thune.  To do  justice,
and to write history, I will now, on the
day after the ight, say thal in Hooker's
Divisign and eon the lefl of the Union
line, and under the fighting Heintzel-
man's geperalship, was fought the battle
which lias at last avenged BulldRun—
which has smitten the rebellion in Virgi-
nia with deep discouragement and a groat
fear—and has opened to the troops of the
North a pathway (if need be)) to the
Gulf of Mexico.and to a reconstruction
of the Union.
The second line of the rebel defences
above Yorktown consisted of thirteen
formidable earth forts within sure artil-
lery touch of each other. One of them,
Fort Magruder, was of great strength.—
Most of these forts were in front of
Heintzelman, and on his left, With the
exceplion of Emory's cavalry and of
Benson's Batlery, the command of Heint-
zolman formed —baear with the repetilion,
for the sake of the clearness of state-
ment—the extreme left. There was no
infantry whatever beyond him. Full
two-thirds of the Houthern army en-
goged in thid important action, were
thevefore massed against Heintzelman.

Between 7 and 8 o'clock, Hooker gave
through the down-pouring rain the order

to drive in the enemy's pickets. The
battle began.

The ruemy were uot in ureal forge.  Our
nlmost numbers wers 2000 Al of thess

wors exhaveted with o twelye miles’ mareh
throush the most atroclons mud-roads that
can disgruce the harbarisio eéven of a Slave
State—with & twanty four hones' raln from
which they bhad no shelter—with w want of
fond tor which oflicial negligance tannot
jostly bie impated. But they wenl o work
with characteristie Northern resolatenons,
and sent the Rebel pickets in figing. Bat
resinforpemnents from Willlsmsburg bogan
w com= In i”_l“]l'lll“t"‘!-—l!]" aldest and heat
troops in the Rebél army—mosd of them of
the Bull Run aod Manasas ¢xperience. At
9, the enemy grew thicker and more aggrea
sive, Hooker's second and third brigales
went jn, and were soon followsd by E nory's
oagaliy and Beason's battery.
