Gen. Walker’s Speech.

A large number of the old friends and se-
quaintances of Gen. WrinLiav Waikex, and
others, assembled st Odd Fellow's Hall, to
bear that gentleman, on Saturday might. He
spoke one hour and a half, taking a general
review of his efforts in Nicaragus, and the
course which this government had chosen to
pursue towands those engaged in that enter-

He commenced by referring to the opinions
of Col. Aarox Burr and Gen. Jacxsox on the
subject of Americanizing Spanish Am rica;
these were the representative men of two dis-
tinet generations, and held opinions which
would sooner or later become the fixed opin-
jons of the country. There are two modee or
policies by which these ideas can be carried
out, that of the diplomatist and that of the
goldier. The latter only is practical. Texas
had been Americanized by peaceful emigra-
tion and colonization; and within a few
months past, it has been urged to pursue the
same line of policy towards Nicaragua and
other Central American States; but in Texas
there was scarcely a vestige of the Mexican
population left sfter the revolution. Texas
was hardly an integral part of the Mexican

government, but was a froontier provinee, a
mere dependency. What was practical in the

one case would not do in the other. The pol-
icy of the soldier was the only one that prom-
ised success in the Americanization of Central
Spanish America.

It has been alleged that the Americans in
Nicaragua had no friends or supportors among
the native population. Eesides being invited

there in the first instance by the highest au-
thorities of the country, many of the native

people stood with them and fonght with them
up to the moment when Capt. Davis, an

American naval officer, forced them to capiti-

late and evacuate Rivas in May 1857, And
this capitulation was not agreed to. and would
not have been agreed to till all the civil
rights and privileges were solemnly guaran-
tied to those natives who were then in Rivas.
Yet this guarranty was deliberately amd
shamelessly violated. When, last November
he returned and took Fort Castillo, he (here
found in the ranks of the guwrrison, an officer
of the Costa Rican Army, whom he had for-
merly made prisoner aud discharged on his
parol of honor, and who had been deprived of

his rank and forced to bear arms in the ranks |

with fetters upon his limbs, contrary to his
parol.
Caastillo, felt, and so expressed themselves,
that the arrival of the Americans was a re-
lease from an ignominious and tyrannical ser-
vitude, which they rejoiced in. These facts
were suflicient to show whether the Americans
had friends among the niative popnlation.

On his compulsory return to the United
States he bhad expreased the determination to
return to Nicaragua. Ie had violated no law
of the United States. The right of expatria-

tion had been declared by Wesster and Jack- |

soN, it waz one of the grounds upon which the
war of 1812-15 was based-—and lay at the
foundation of Awerican liberty. He
tained that the present Government coneeded
this right, and would offer no obstacle to his

Americans, who had not been recogniecd ns
ministers to this country. They were forvign-
ers who had made their way to Washington.
and assumed to dictate to the Government

what was a violation of its laws, and what |

course the Government should pursue, This
was a disgrace to the Government, and in-
stead of receiving and submitting to it, the
Secretary of State, if he had heen mindful of
the character and dignity of the United States,
would have thrown the complaint into the
sireets, and spurred its autbors from his pres-
encea,

He left Mobile on the l4th of Novomher;
the next day was Sunday; and the next davy,
the 16th, Ymsarar and Movixe were received
as Ministers from Central Americs to this
Government, and on that or the pext day a
treaty was proclaimed between the President
and the Ministers. The Minister from Niea-
ragun, had no authority or credentials from
his own government. He preseated an sp-
pointment fron Dox Parrioio Rrvas, who him-
self had ceased to exercise suthority in Nica-
gua nearly two years ago, It ia strange that
as 5000 a5 the departure of the Awmericans
from Mobile, was telegraphed to Washlngton,
these men, one of whom bhad Leen haoeing
around the Departments for months, should
have been formally received, and on that or
the next day, a treaty should have heen form-

cant, that the persous most benefitted by that
treaty, in the matier of the transit route, were
men notorious for their political crimes and
unbounded corruption.

for this city and its vicinity, we have been
furaished with the material for the following
extenided statewnent for the extire production of tron
Jor the whole country, which will be found the most
ﬂpurungl. and reliable ever gven o the !m};hr, It is
also, we are able to say, much more accurately

given in their trade circulars. For the pur-
pose of this statement we may distinguish
thiee principal dvpartments of the iron pro-
duction, the first represented by the blast fur-

| naces, using either authracite, charveoal, raw |

or coked bitnminous coal ; the second by the

bloomeries or mountain forges, which turn ore |

or enst iron into Wooms or malleable ivon ;
and the third by the rolling mills which con-
vert these into bar, rod, sheet, and nail [ll;tti‘
iron. Bevond this point the manufacture ra-
mifics into an infinite number of branches
among wll the mechanic arts.

Of these three kinds there are about 1,100 |

iron works in the United States, viz: 121 an-
thracite furnaces, and 500 charcoul and coke,
300 forges and 210 rolling mills,

The furnaces produced in 1556 about 787 .-
958 tons of pig metal, from the various ores,
to which nuust be added 6,500 tons produced
from the ore by the bloomery forges.  The en-
tire production of iron in 1856 was ncarly
SO 000 tons,
