1F this view be
correct, thvn no coustitution ever came up
with a stronger-endorscment by popular voie,
and every objection to i validity oo the
ground of its wanting even tlus sanction is
utterly without foundation.

Another objection of the same class is that
no enabling wct was passed by Congress, or,
in other words that the legislature of Kansas
did not have the legal right to call the con-
vention that formed the constitution. This
objection is equally untenable both on prio-
ciple and authority.

inguiry is made whether the con-
stitution is table und eatisfactory to a
majority of megnl voters of Kansas. This
isa matter the committee could not ascertain
and reqort upon with certainty without pol-
ling every legal voter in the Territory; and if
they had gone there and taken the vote them-
selves for and against the constitution, per-
baps the majority might huve varied from
one sgide to the other, by death emigration,
or change of opinion, before their report could
have been made.  That course of investiga-
tion is wholly impracticable. The only pro-
per mode of pursuing the legitimate inquiry
hefore Congress, in the jndgement of the com-
mittee, is to ascertnin whether theconstitution
imbodied the legally and fairly-expressed
will of those who by their acts acknowledge
themselves to be bona fide citizens and consti-
tuent elements of the society or political
community to be orgunized in a State within
its jurisdiction. Those who by their acts
show themselves not to be bona fide citizens,
but mala fide residents, and even self-acknowl-
edged outlaws by their open hostility to all
civil authority, should not be considered or
taken in the count. The convention that
formed the constitution was as fairly consti-
tuted ascould be with the view of allowing
every bona fide citizen inKansasentitled to
vote to have afree opportunity to be heard inits
formation. This Mr. Stanton saie . this Gov.
Walker said; this Judge Dronglas enid; this
al=o abundantly appears from the facts amd
evidence now submitted. The only eorrect
test of the will of a majority of the bona fide
voters of Kansus upon the sulject of their
constitution is that of the ballot-box, and
such an expression of their will as has been
there given at the proper time and place, in
conformity to law. By this test a majority
of them is certaiuly in favor of it. The ma-
jority of those going to the polls when the
election of delegates;, with full and plenary
power, took place, was largely in favor of
those who made the constitution ; and when
the direct question on the slavery clause was
submitted on the 21st December, the like ma
jority was overwhelmingly in favor of it.
On the 4th January, in the election of State
officers under the constitution, it is well
known that both parties joined in a vigorous
econtest for the origanization of the Siate
under it. Upwards of 12,000 voters partici-
pited in thatelection, That vote shows most
clearly that the coustitution is not only aceep-
table , but has been accepiad by at leust tour-
fifths of the voters of the Torritory, though
it may not be entirely safigfactory to ull of
them.

As to the alleged frauds on the 4th Janvary
for State officers under the constitution, the
commitiee have not deemed it pertinent  or
proper for them to enter into any invi -!‘i_l:u—
tion. They are matters to be inguired into
and tried by other tribunals, as all frauds in
other State elections are. This Honse can
have no jurisdiction over them in any way
no more than they have over the frauds, if
any, in the States of New York, Indinna, Hii-
nois, Or any other State in elections for State
officers,  Should Kunsas be admitted, and the
geat of the member returoed to this House he
contested on the ground of alleged frawds,
then this House wenld be the proper tribunal
to decide that gquestion.  There will be other
legitimate tribunals to decide all others.

Upon a review, then, of all these fucts, and
a survey of the whole field here preseutod as
a question of public policy, looking not only
to the present and future welfure of the peo-
ple of Kansas, but to the peace and harmony
of the whole Union, the committee, in conclu-
sion. express their entire agreement with the
P’resident in bis recommendation of the nme-
diate admission of the State.

That a large number of the States would
lnok upon her rejection under all the eireum-
stunces  with extreme sensitivencss, il not
alarm, cannot be denied or doubted. This is
natural. When they see that no new State
has ever presented hersell for admission with
a constitution formed and adopted with gret-
er regularity and more strictly in conformity
to law—when they remember the irregulan-
ties that were waived on the admission of
California, whose constitution was formed
without any legal authority—when they see
the irregularities in the case of Minnesota now

applying, which will doubtless be waived—
when they feel and know thut no valid or
well-founded objection can be made to the
constitution of Kansas either in its substance
or manner of adoption, except that it recog-
nises slavery so long as the sovereign State
may choose to allow it—when they know that
