The Leviathan.

It is a long time since the public have heard
anything of their old friend the Leviathan,
which lately ocenpied so much of their atten-
tion, and the halleting about which ehroni-
cled almost hourly how maoy or how few inch-
cg she had progressed towards her finnl desti-
nation—the water. The fact, however, is
that very little has been done in the way of
aetuzal progress sinee the vessel was Hoated
off her cradles, and she still remains moored
#tem and stern in the centre of the river, a
little below the old building yard, from which
for o many months she kept out the light
und air, and in which for somany weeks grave
fears were entertained that she would remain,
a permanent adornment of the river’s bank.
But though as we have suid, nothing worth
speanking of in the way of work. has been
done wabout the Leviathan herself; a very
great deal has been perfected, and we believe
the wrrangemonts are boing made for her final
completion and fitting ont for sea. With re-
gard to thiz point, a great deal of misappre-
hension appears to exist with the public as
to the total outlay necessary to fit her out,
and the time it will require to get her ready
in all respects for a sea-going service.

As far as the first numed subject isconcern-
ed, we believe we shall be found correct in
stating that the total cost of completing her
fittings, putting on hourd stores, &e., and mak-
ing her in all respeets ready for gea, will not
excecd £120.000, and that the time acquired
to do this will certainly not extend bevond
the month of July. Four months is estima-
ted us being the utmost time necessary to fit
her, but circumstances have arisen, such as
the company being obliged to give up posses-
gion of the yurd at Millwall, which may oe-
casion hindrances that will probably delay
her completion till the thme we have stated,
In |'_pr|!r-|" however, to insure lhl' \S‘nl"k Ir-'il'ij._'
done in the shortest spnce of time, and at the
Jowest rate consistent with ;_"'un{! workman-
ship, it has been decided to sub-divide what
remains to be done about the vessel among
several contrnctors.  Thus the building of
the cabins and saloons will e given to one
person, while another contraets for the decks,
balwarks, &c., a third for the rigging, a fourth
for the boats, a fifth for the internal fittings,
and so on. By this armangement  of course
every part will progress simultaneonsly, and
einch be effected at the lowest cost and in
the best style,

No less than 10 anchors are fiow reqguired to
hold the mopster vessel at her preseat moor-
ings—_five at the stem and five at the stern, and
ench with lngths of ecable attached, varying
from 40 to 160 fathoms, When first anchored
in the river eight sufticed to hald her; bat dar-
ing half a gule which blew shortly after her
launch, she dragged at the stern insuch a man-
ner as to swing more into the tide-ways, and
required two of Trotman’s largest patent an-
chors in addition to the others, sinee which she
has been brought up effectually, and noy ap-
parently nothing short of a hurrieane wounld
be suflicient to move her.  As the fittings of
the ship progress, a pair of powerful shears
will be fitted on deck for the purpose of heist-
ing in the iron work of the masts, the inter-
muediate shafts, heavy boats, standing rigging,
and other portions of her equipment which
are too pouderous Lo raise by ordinary means.
The masts arve at present being made at Mill-
wall in piceces, and a good deal of the main-
masts has already been completed, though of
course they will not he pat together until they
are nctunlly on hoard.

There are to be six masts in all, three square-
rigged and three rigged with fore and aft sails.
All these masts will be composed of plates of
wrought iron one ineh in thickaess. and rivet-
el together in the same manner as the sides of
the =hip. or a steam-boiler of the strongest des-
eription.  They will vary in height from 130
to 170 feet from the kool to the truck, each

pect of some gigantic work-shop which has sud-
denly been levellod with the earth, and rulned
by some tremendous catastrophe. We believe
no attempt will be made to deaw out any of
the many bundred piles driven into the earth
for one parpose or asothor during the course
