AN ACT to grant the authority of the State
of Louisiana for the importation of Free
Black Laborers within this State.

On
their docket was. through some chance or de-

sign, an actiou which an obscure negro man
in Missouri bad brought fcr bin freedom
against his reputed master. The Court bad
arrived at the conclusion, on solemn argu-
ment, that insomuch as this unfortunate negro
had, through some ignorance or chicane in
special pleading, admitted what could have
been proved, that lie had descended from Fom!
African wbo had once been held in bondage,
that therefore he was not, in view of the Con-
stitution, a citizen of the United States, and
therefore could not implead the reputed mas-
ter in the Federal courts ; and on this ground
the Snprr me Court were prepared tod;smia
the action, for want of jurisdiction over the
suitor's person. This decision, certainly as
repugnant to the Declaration of Independence
and to the spirit of the Constitution, as to he
instinct of humanity, nevertheless would be
one which would exhaust all the power of the
tribunal, and exclud" consideration of all
other questions that had been raised upon the
record. The counsi 1 wbo bad appeared for
the negro had volunteered from motives of
charity, and, ignorant of course of the dis-
position which was to be made of the cause,
had nrruod that his client had been freed
from Slavery by operation of the Missouri
prohibition of 1 SCO. The opposing counsel,
paid by the defending fclavcbolder, had insist-
ed, in reply, that that famon statnte was

The mock debate had been
heard in the Chamber of the Court in the
basement of the Capitol, in the prespnee of
the curious visiters at the sent of Govern-
ment, whom the dullness of a judicial investi-
gation could not disgust. The Court did not
hesitate to please the incoming President, by
seizing this extraneous and idle forensic n.

and converting it into on occasion
for pronouncing an opinion that the Missouri
prohibition was void, and that, by force of the
Constitution. Slavery existed, with all the
elements of property in man over man, iu all
the Territories of the United Slates, para-
mount to any popular sovereignty within the
Territories, and even to the authority of Con
gress itself.

In this ed act, the Supreme Court
forgot its own "dignity, which had always
been maintained with just judxial jealousy.
They forgot that the province of a court is
simply 'jut dicere," and not at all "jut dare."
They forgot, also, that one 'foul sentence
does more harm than many foul cxamplep; for
the last do but corrupt the stream, while the
former corrupteth the fountain." And they
and the President alike forgrot that judicial
usurpation is more odious and intolerable than
any other among the manifold practices of
tyranny.

The il iv of inauguration cam" the first one
among all the celebrations of that great na-
tional in gen nt that was to be desecrated by a
coalition between the Executive and Judicial
d'partmentB, to undermine the National Leg-lutu- re

and the liberties of the p ople. The
President, attended by the usual lengthened
procession, arrived and took his seat on the
portico. The Supreme Court, attend- - d him
there, in robes which yet exacted public re-
verence. The people, unaware of the import
of the whisperings carried on between the Pre-
sident and the Chief Justice, and imbued with
veneration for both, filled the avenues and gar-
dens far away as the eye could reach. The
President addressed them in words as bland as
those which the worst of all the Roman Em-

perors pronounced when he assumed the pur-
ple. He announced (vaguely, indei d, but with

the fortlicoiningextra-jndicia- l
exposition of the Constitution, and pledg"d
his submission to it as authoritative and final.
The Chief Justice and his Associates remained
silent. The Senate, too, were there constitu-
tional witness! s of the transfer of administra-
tion. They too were silent, although the pro-
mised usurpation was tosubvert the authority
over more than half of the empire which Con-
gress had assumed contemporaneously with
the birth of the nation, and had exercised with-
out interruption for mar seventy years, ft
cost the Pr sident. under the circumstances,
little evere'se of magnanimity now to promise
to the people of Kansas, on whose neck lie had
with the aid of the Supreme Court, hung the
millstone of slavery, a fair trial in their at-

tempt to cast it otf, and hurl it to the earth,
when they should come to organize a State
Government. Alas! that even this ch. np pro-
mise, uttered under such great solemnities,
was only made to be broken !

The pageant end -- d. On the 5th of March,
the Judges, without even exchanging their
silken robes for courtiers' gowns, paid their
sulatations to the President, in the Executive
Palace. Donbtles-d- the President received
th- - m as graciously as Charles the First did the
Judes who had at his instance subverted the
statutes of English Liberty. On the Cth of
March, Court dismissed the negro
suitor, f)red Scott, to return to his hondaze ;

and having thus disposed of that private action
for an alleged private wrong, on the ground
of want of jurisdiction in the case, they pro
ceeded with amusing solemnity to pronounce
the opinion, that if thev had had such juris
diction, still th unfortunute negro would have
had to remain in liondage, unrelieved, lec,iuse
the Missouri prohibition violates rights of gen
eral property involved in slavery, paramount
to the authority or Congress, A tew days
later, copies of this opinion were multiplied
by the Senate's press and scattered in the
name of the Senate broadcast over the land,
aud their publication has not vet been disown
ed by the Senate. Simultaneously. Ired Scott,
who bad played the hand of dummy m this in-

teresting political game, unwittingly, yi t to
the complete satisfaction of his adversary, was
voluntarily emancipated; arid thus rt c. ived
from his mastir, as a reward, the freedom
which the Court had denied him as a ricrht.

The new President of the United States,
having orgau'zed this formidable judicial bat-
tery at the Capitol, was now ready to begin
his active demonstrations of intervention in
the Territory. Here occurred, not a new want,
but an old o ic revived a Governor for Kan-
sas. Koi't. J. Walker, born and r an d in
Pennsylvania, a free State, but long a citizen

plaints against them poun d in upon the Pres-
ident, from the slaveholdiug States. They
were doomed from that time. The President
was silent The Lecompton Convention pro-
ceeded and framed a Constitution which de-
clares Slavery perpetual and irreversible, and
postpones any alteration of its own provis-
ions until after 18G4, by which time they
hoped that Slavery might have gained too
deep a hold in the soil of Kansas to be iu dan-
ger of being uproot d. All this was easy;
but now came the question whether the Con-
stitution should bf submitted to the people.
It was confessed that it was obnoxious to
them, and, if submitted, would be rejected
with indignation and contempt.' An official
emissary from Washington is supposed to have
suggest' d the solution which was adopted.
tuts was a sunmission in form, bnt not in
fact. The President of the Convention, with-
out any laws to preserve the purity of the
franchise by penalties for its violation, was
authorized to designate his own agents, alto-
gether irrespectively of the Territorial au-
thorities, and with their aid to hold an elec-
tion, in which there should lie no vote allowed
or received, it against the Constitution itself.
Each voter was perniitt d to cast a ballot

Uut even this
miserable shadow of a choice between forms
of a slave State Constitution was made to de-
pend on the taking of a test oath to support
and maintain it in the form which should be
preferred by the toajority of those who ehould
vote on complying with that hunvliatio.n
The Governor saw that by conniving at this
pitiful and wicked juggle he should both
shipwreck his fame and become responsible
for civil war. He remonstrated, and appeal-
ed to his chief, the President of the United
States, to condemn it. Denunciations follow-
ed him from the Lecompton party within the
Territory, and denunciations no less violent
from the slave States were his greeting at the
National Capital. The President disappoint-
ed his most effective friend and wisest couu-scllo- r.

This present Co igress had now as--s
mbled. The President, as if fearful of de-

lay, forestalled our attention with r commen-
dations to overlook the nianif st objections to
the transaction, and to regard the anticipated
result of this mock election, theu not yet
held, as equivalent to an acceptance of the
Constitution by thep-opl- e of Kansas, alleging
that the refusal of the people to votj either
the ballot for the Constitution wit'.i Slave-
ry." or the false and deceitful ballot for the
"Constitution with no Slavery," would ji-tl- y

be regarded as drawing after it the con.seq iin-ce- s
of actual acceptance and adoption of ti e

Constitution itself. His argument was apol
getic, as it lamented that the
had not lieen fairly submitted; and j siiitical
a it urged that the people might, when once
admitted as a State, change' the Constitution
at their pleasure, in defiance of the provision
which postponi s any change seven years.

Copies of the message containing these ar-
guments were transmitted to the Territory, to
confound aud dishearten the Free State party,
aud obtain a surrender, at the election to be
held on the -- 1st of December, on the ques-
tions submitted by the Convention. The peo-
ple, nowever, were neither misled nor intimi-
dated. Alarmed by this act of conuivanci by
the President of the Cnitid States with their
oppressors, they began to prepare fur the last
arbitrament of nations. The Secretary, Mr.
Stanton, now Governor ad interim, issued

calling the New Territorial
Legislature to assemble to provide for pre-
serving the public peace. An Executive spy
dispatched information of this procei ding to
the President by telegraph, and instantly Mr.
Stanton ceased to hs S civtary and Governor
ad interim, iK'ing removed by the President,
by and with the advice and consent of the
Senate of the United States. Thus the ser-
vice of Frederick 1'. Stanton came to an ab-

rupt end, but in a manner most honorable to
himself. His chief, Mr. Walker, was less wise
and less fortunate. He resigned. Pictus

The success of the mov ement, niadu uuder the
most serious disadvantages, is conclusive evi-

dence of the-i-r strength. While the election
held on the Zlit of December, allowing all
fraudulent votes, showed some six thousand
majority for the Constitution with Slavery,
over some five hundred votes fur the Con-
stitution without Slavery, the election on the
4th of January showed an aggregate majority
ofelevcu thousand against the Conutitutiou
itself iu any form, with the choice, uuder pro-
test, of a Kepre-se-ntativ- e in Congress, and of
a large majority of all the candidates nomina-
ted by the Free Lalor party for the various
Executive and Legislative trusts under the
Lecompton Constitution.

I have thus, Mr. Presidett," arrived at the
third circumstance attending the Kansas quetv
which I have thought worthy of consideration,
namely, that the national intervention in the
Territories in favor of slave labor and slave
States is opposed to the 'material, moral, and
social developments of the Republic. The
proposition seems to - involve a paradox, bnt
it is easy to understand that the checks which
the Cemstitution applies, through prudent cau-
tion, to the relative increase of the represen-
tation of the free States iu the House of Re
prescntatives, and especially in the Senate,

with the differences of temper
and political activity between the two classes
of States, may direct the Government of the
Federal Union in one course, while the ten-
dencies of the nation itse lf, popularly regarj
ded. are in a direction exactly opposite.

- The ease and success which attended the
earlie-- r policy of intervention in favor of free
labor and free States, and the r sistance which
the converse pol:cy of intervention in favor of
slave labor and flave States encounters,, suf
fi i ntly establishes the existence of th-- ' aitag
ouism lietween the Government and the na-
tion which I have asserted. A vessel moves
quietly and peacefully while it descends with
the current. You . mark its way by the foam
on its track only when it is forced against the
tide. I will not dwell on other proofs such
rs the more rapid growth of the free States,
the ruptures of ecclesiastical Ft d ral Unions,
and tue demoralization and disorganization of
political parties. . ......

Mr. President, I have shown why it is that
the Kansas question is attended by difficulties
and dangers only by way of preparation for
the submission of my opinions in regard to
the manner in which that question ought to
be. determined and settled. I think, with
great deference to the judgements of others,
that the expedient,' peace-ful-

, and right way to
determine it. is to reverse the existing policv
of intervention in favor of slave labor and
slave States. It would lie wise to restore the
Missouri prohibition of Slavery in Kansas and
Nebraska.- - There was peace in the Territories
and in the States until that great statute of
Freedom was subv. rted. It ia true that there
were frequent debates here on the Subj ct of
.Sfcivery, and that th- - re wre profound sym-
pathies among the people, awakened by or
--espoiiding to those debat s. But what was
Co naress instituted for but d bate? What
m ikes the American pi ople to differ from all
others nations, but this that , w hile among
them power enforces silence, here all public
question are referred o debate, free debate
in Congress. Do you te ll me that the Supr me
Court of the UniU-- States has remove-- the
foundations of that great statute? I reply,
hat th y have done no such thing; they could
'Ot do it. They have remanded the ne'gro

man Dr-- ' d Scott to the custody of his master.
With that we have nothing here, at
least nothing now, to do. This is the extent
of the judgement rendered, the extent of any
judgement they could rend. r. Already the
l m tended further decision is subverted in
Kansas. So it will lie in every free State and
in every five Territory of the Unit d States.
TheSupreme Court.4also. can reverse its spuri-
ous judgment more easily than we could r --

concile th people to its usurpation. Sir, the
Supreme Court of the Uuited States attempts
to command the people of the Uuited States
to accept the principles that one man can
own other men, and that they must guaranty
the inviolability of that false and pernicious
property. The people of the Uuited States
never can, and they never will, acc pt princi-cipl- es

so unconstitutional and so abhorrent.
Never, never. Let the Court reci de. Vhctb r
it reci de or not, we shall reorganize the Court,
and thus reform its political sentiments and
practices, and bring them into harmony with
the Constitution and with the laws of uature.
In doing so. we shall not only reassume our
own just authority, but we shall nttore that
high tribunal itself to the posit'on it ought
to maintain, since so many invaluable rights
of citizens, and even of States
dep ud upon its iinpariia'i y a id it witdoui.
