In u celebrated work, published a few yenrs
azo in France, by Count A. De Gaobinean, and
devoted to the consideration of this subj ct.
the author sums up the result ol his researches
as follows:

“+Thi= is what the whole conrse of history
teaches us.  Every race bhas it2 own modes of
thinking: every race, capable of developing
a civilization, develops one pecaliar to itself,
and which it eaonot engraft upon any other,
exc: pt by amulgnmation of blood, and  then
in but a modilivd degree,  The FEaropean can
not win the Asiatic to his modes of thinking:
he can not civilize the Australian or the ne.
gro: he can transmit but a portion of his in-
telligenee to his half-breed offepring of the ip-
ferior race : the progeny of that half-breed
and the nobler branch of his ancestry, is but
one degree nearer, but not equal to that branch
in capagily: the proportions ol blood are strict-
ly proserved.”

“Without discussing the gnestion whether
or not ihie whoele humsn raee is descended Irom
acommon ancestry, no tloubt exists as to the
fact that™ there are tvpes of mankind, which,
according to the testimony of all the historic
ages, are pormanent— that there sre differs ot
branches of the human fumily, each of which
is possessod of a cortain individuality that
distinguishes it from all the others, which is
independent of elimate and the lapse of time,
und can only be aflected by intermixture, and
then but to the disadvantage of the superior
element.  The difference is not simply in de-
gree, it is a difference in kind; involving not
merely the question of the eapacity for civili-
zition, but of every quality in the develop-
ment of which civilization consists,

“We, the desceadants from an Anglo-Gor
masnic parvntage, believe oursclves to be not
only the most eivilized people in the world
but the prople possessing the highest erpacity
for civilization. We claim to stand nt the top
of the seale; while looking at the African ne-
gro. we place him at, or nearly st the hottom.
Three thourand years ago. our race was po-
teatinlly, though not actually ull that it is
now. Three thousand years ago, the negro
was what he is now potentiully and actually.
Hir progre== is not pereeptible. I in Ameri-

ea he hus not the capacity to become & eitizon
in oor senre of the term, he certainly has not
the title; for no rational man can deny that
the Intter ought always to depend upon the
former.”

Coneluding the article, and referring to nu-
merous statisticts and suthorities cited, the
writer suys:

“If we are of sufficient eapacity to judge,
they show most conclusively that the abwli-
tion of slavery and the elevation of the blacks
of the South to n condition of civil rquality
wi masters, would be followed by con-
gequences anything Lot desivable to then-
sclves, and most disastrous to the other party
—shat being incapable of republican self-
government, it is nonpossible for them to be-
<ome, in a political sense, a desirnble part of
a republican self-governing people—that be-
ing s« much wanting in a eapacity for spon-
tancous indusiry as in a capucity forself-gov-
ernment. the juxtaposition of the two races
renders the servitude of the oue or the expul-
gion of the other a matter of absolnte neces-
sity —that, in short, the presence of a nume-
rons black population in a community ol
whites is inconsistent with the safely of either
race, except upon the terms thut the former
hold to the latter the relation of property.”
