On the 19th ijift., wegavc the particulars
of a trial ' for kidnapping in progress at
Pittsburg." The cause was given to the jury
on the 18th. and after an hour's consultation
a verdict of conviction was rendered. The
Pittsburg Cltroniele in regard to the charge of
Judge McCixre, says

His honor held that under the statute the
Commonwealth was bound to prove affirma-
tively that Ferris was a free negro, and that
unless they did they could not hope for a con-

viction. With reganl to that part of the sta-
tute making it an offence to attempt to decoy
Ferris out of the State, his honor remarked
that unless there was privity between the
party attempting the enticement and the olv
ject of the enticement, there could he no of-

fence. The unsuccessful attempt of the pri-

soner to induce others to attempt the alxluc-tio- n

of Ferris did not constitute an attempt
under the statute. With regard to the com-
mon law counts of the indictment, his honor
left it to the jury to say whether or not the
prisoner wos guilty under them. If they be-

lieved Ferris a citizen of Pennsylvania, domi-
ciled in the State, and that he was alslucted
thence, they would convict the prisoner: but
otherwise he was entitled to a verdict of ac-

quit tal at their hands. The charge altogether
was highly favorable to the prisoner, and
when the jury retirek there was not a few
present who predicted a verdict in his favor.
The jury left the court room shortly before
12 o'clock, and an hour later agreed on a
verdict.

We have carefully read the evidence, as re-

ported in the Pittsburg Commercial Journal,
together with the charge of the Judge, and
we find nothing in either to warrant the ver-

dict of the jury. Shaw, the defendant, had
Wen instrumental, in the capture of a fugitive
slave, and returning him to his owner. This
was an offence against Pittsburg fanaticism,
and a negro-worshippi- ng jury determined to
punish it, law or no law. A gentleman from
Alabama, who owns the mother of the slave,
Ferris, on whose premises he was born in
slavery, and who sold him to Rag land, his
present ownvr, was present, and testified to
these ficts, but the jury assumed that he was
a free man. aud made out a verdict of convic-tio.- n

This is an infamous outrage, but noth-

ing more than might have been expected of a
Pittsburg jury. The counsel for Shaw has
moved for a new trial; and in case it is not
granted, will appeal.

Kecay of tlie Ilemocratlc Party.
The Memphis IJulblin. an old line Buch-

anan Whig journal, thinks it descries the
signs of disintegration and decay in the
democratic party and this both in the Union
and here in Tennessee.

Hedged around by .the
egotism of official position, breathing only
an atmosphere of official selfishness and cor-
ruption, they have forgotten the people, who
spake them into existence, or if rememls ring
them do so only audaciously to attempt to
seduce by corruption or to intimidate them.
The people would U false to themselves if
there was not nmongjtliem that stir of impulse
to which is alike the bond of

party and the fountain-sourc- e of poli-
tical revelation.

Locally, here in Tennessee, likewise, there
are cau.-e- s to produce changed party rela-
tions.

JHempTtlsf Bacea Fourth Oar.rfThe race yesterday afforded to a large
erowd In attendance some of the finest sport
ever witnessed upon any track in the country.
If was for a Jockev Clnh pure of $400. two
mile heats, and six entries, as fallows: W.
Roundtree's Kate Haves, John M. Clay's
Charles Morgan. Merriwether's gray horse
who ran the other day. James Jackson's
black horse Snwarrow. James Rogers' Jack
Gamble, and General Cheatham's Ilempland.
The betting in the morning was not very
spirited, and little disposition was shown to
offer odds on anv particular nag. If there
was a favorite, Kate Havs may be said-t- o

have been the one, Ilempland coming next.
The. fact that one of Mr. Cher's horses would
run. induced many to await a sight of the
racers before booking it not being at all
improbable that Kentnckv-woul- yet achieve
honors. Suwarrow was behind all the others

n regards betting if we exeppt the gray
horse, whose performance a few days ago
sadly disappointed his admirers. The nags
being visible, betting commenced pretty
freely ns a general thing, even against any
named horse as winning the race. In this, as
iM'fore remarked. Kate Hayes was if any, the
favored one. Bets were offered, without be-
ing taken that Suwarrow would win the first
heat. He is a noble-lookin- animal, and
appeared, to the olsserver. in fine condition.
The other nags all showed off well, and
Kate Kays was received as an old and tried
friend by her backers.

At the signal the five got off pretty well
together, leaving Ilempland ls hind his rid-

er lalsiring underjhe impression that nil were
not ready to start Kate Hayes leading, the
gray second. Snwarrow third, and Jack
Gamble fourth, Morgan fifth, and Ilempland
last. The scene was a beautiful one the
spectators greatly excited, as it was a matter
of impossibility to fell one horse from ano-
ther. This it wa known, however, that the
pace was a tearing one. and that every nag
was doing its best, with the exception of Mor-
gan.

Winning the heat
from Kate by a, bare throat-latc- h. So close
was it, that nearly everybody but the Judges
were undecided us to w hich won the heat.
Suwarrow was third, the gray fourth. Morgan
fifth, and Jack Gamble was distanced. Time
of the heat 3.441.

But little betting was done between the
first and second heats. The backers of Kate
were not disheartened, as she had performed
nobly: while Morgan stock rose to be up on
an equality with the best his easy stride and
gallant after the heat, arguing well
for his bottom.

A good start was had for the second heat,
the gray leading, Kate second. Suwarrow
third. Morgan fourth and Ilempland last
This order was maintained with little varia-
tion for the first mile, with the exception of
Ilempland taking the second place the time
being 1:52.

Kate's friends, however, did not hedge pre-
ferring to lose rather than abate their enthu-
siasm for their old favorite and the result
proved that she will "do to tie to." The race
now lay between the three.

The nags were brought out for the third
heat looking in fine condition. Kate, in par-
ticular, exhibited nosymptons of fatigue, and
the Kentucky horse appeared as it he had just
been waked up. . After a false start, in which
Ilempland ran nearly a mile lefore he could
be checked, the thrw got off together tor the
third heat Kate leading, and Ilempland close
to ber, with Morgan following in an easy
stride, lleuiplainl crept up to Kate before
the first mile was done, tle-- passing the stand
neck and neck, in 1:52. The excitement
was intense as Morgan on the back stretch
commenced to lesson the gap between him
and the two. and cheers for Kentucky rang
out with a heartiness that showed how strong
the sympathies of the crowd were with the
noble Morgan. But Kate was bound not to
be so easily Halen, and let out with a will,
passing the Judges' stand a length and a half
ahead of Morgan, with Ilempland two lengths
behind him. Kate won the heat in 3:40.

The ttetting now was brisk those who had
bet on Ilempland and Morgan hedging with
an eagernes that told plainer than word the
estimation in which Kate was held. The next
heat would tdl the story, and all watched
with eagerness to get a sight of the nags.
They cisried otT well neither displaying any
symptoms of fatigue, comparatively, after
their run of six mill's. Kate was receiv--
with enthusiasm ns she came up, looking the
wiuner, and was saluted with such expressions
as "go it, my Kate" "teach 'em a lesson,"

were the spectators, that they thronged the
track, and it was barely possible to get it
cleared sufficiently to give the nags a chance
to start. They finally got off pretty well to
gether. Kate in the lead, and Morgan anu
Ilempland side and side. After the second
quarter. It was evident the race lay between
Kate and Morgan.- - Ilempland after a
dash or two, seemingly content to remain in
the rear. They passed the Judge's stand
nfter the first mile in nearly the same order
in which they started. On the third quarter

LATEST ARRIVALS FROM THE MINES'

FIXE Sl'ECIMEXS OK 1JOLD.

From the Leavensworth Journal of the
loth, we learn that Mr. Philips Peers, a gen-
tleman who had been in the Rocky Mountains
tor tne last lour years, has just arrived in
that city, direct from the Pike's Peak mines,
bringing with him fine specimens of gold
obtained in th': diggings. Mr. Peers corrobor-
ates the statements we have heretofore pub-
lished, and briugs with him iucontcstible evi-
dence of the existence of the "precious
metal" in that region.

The richust "diggings" yet discovered are
on the South Platte, alsjut three miles alove
Cherry Creek. The surface of the country
at this point is rolling prairie.

The miners informed Mr. Peers that they
were making from three to four dollars per
day. They were not. however, devoting much
atteimou to mining, but were preparing
for winter. It was the intention of a por
tion of tln'in to retire into the valley,
some sixty mile6 below the mines, and remain
there till spring. They were generally very
well provided.

Snow had fallen on the mountuins before
Mr. Peers left.

The miners are sanguine that the mines
will pag. It is Is'liovid that they are as rich
as the California mines.

The gold in the possession of our informant
is very tin-e- twentv-tw- o carat, we should think.
nnd his experience iu the California mints.
and familiarity with the production, justifies
the conclusion.

Quite a large numler of emigrants were
met on the way, destined for the gold region.
Mr. Peers thinks it is too late in the sca-o- n to
venture there, but expresses entire contidcuce
in the mines. St. Louii Democrat, Oct. 21.
