In New York, since the October elections,

The prospect for the administration Is deci-

dedly uninviting, if we have interpreted the
signs correctly.

A Voice front the Maury Democracy.
A correspondent of the Columbia Demo-

cratic Herald, over the slgniture of "An Old
Democrat," and whom that paper character
izes as one of thirty years standing, takes
bold ground against the propositions recom-

mended by the Johnson-Nicholso- n caucus.
It will be seen from the subjoined extract
that he cannot divest himself of the idea that
this caucus has attempted a small experiment
at dictation. This, of course, is vehemently
denied by all the democratic papers that fall
into line at the word of command.

mocrat" says : My opinion is that a majori-

ty of the democratic party think with me,
and that your party, instead of being the re-

gular democracy,5 are more properly to be
styled the hard money party." We think it
probable, if left to their free and unbiassed
judgment', a majority of the reflecting de-

mocrats would think with "An Old Dem-
ocrat;" but under the despotism of party
and the lash of party leaders, we think

Commercial Fa II a res.
At occasional intervals we see tables of

"Commercial Failures" going the rounds of the
newspapers, "generally without credit. The
last one that we have met appears in the Mem-

phis Ledger, of last Thursday, purporting to
give the number and amount of failures that
have occurred iu the United States and Ter-

ritories, for six months, from the first of April
to the first of October, 1858. In this table
the number of failures in Tennessee is stated
at 33, amounting to $1,050,000. In noticing
this statement we have only to say that we

have no information which would justify it.
There have been a few lank suspensions with-

in the last six months, but we doubt if their
whole indebtedness of every description, with-

out the payment of a single dollar, were count-

ed, the amount would not reach to that stated
by the Lethjer.

percent of $1,050,000 in the last six months.
The mercantile corps of Tennessee take rank
among the most prompt aud solvent in the
country.

there was not a mercantile failure in Nash-

ville, mir one of any consequence in the State,
during the commercial tornado of last tail.

Extraordinary Revelation In Russia.
Tbe London JVttra of the 16th ult., contains

a letter from St. Petersburg which makes the
following remarkable disclosure:

The result of tbe calculations lately made
by the well-kno- astronomer. Professor
Strave, of the University of Dorpat, relative
to tbe true geographical positions of St.
Petersburg and Moscow, and the distance
between the two capitals of the empire, is,
that tbe actnal length of the railroad is, by
astronomical observations, no less than 88J
versts (about 60 miles) shorter than its nom-
inal length of 607 vircts. or, i words,
that the government, for whose account the
railroad was constructed, bas bad to pay
aloiit one-seven- th of the value, or twelve
millions of rouldes, mot e than it ought to have
paid. .

Sckuoos was well satisfied witb the price he
obtained for his cotton, and his satisfaction
became delight when Mr. Baugh handed over
to him the proceeds of the sale in 6olid. ring-
ing gold.
