The series of sermons presented in this neat
volume of nearly 700 pp. appears to be ad-
mirably adapted to the season which called
them forth. The reverend authors seem duly
impressed with the idea that they are to
“preach Christ, and him crucified” in prefer-
ence to the doctrinal differences of Christian
churches.  Would that el denominations
could always think There is but one
greater bore to us than a tlo_chiuul discourse,
and that is a controversial one. To some,
such sermons be blest, and we hope they are,
for we have such guantities of them that it
seems & pity to class them all as “water
spilled upon the ground,” but to vs, such
things are lost, lost—a mere chaos of verbi-
age, We belleve in “calling sinners to re-
pentance,’ not compassing sea and land, to
make one proselyte, to any one church, and
we love to listen to a man who has the soul,
and nerve, and power to preach, nof for the
enlarging of his own sect, but for the glory
of »God over all things, blessed forever.”

The Rallroad Connectlons of Nash=-
ville.

Your correspondent “B’ who has reviewed
the articles of Jay, on the railroad connec-
tions of Nashville, misunderstands, if he sup-
poses Jay desired to elicit “sympathy” for
either of the roads mentioned. His object
was to arouse to do her daty, by aiding all
the nnfinished roads to a speedy completion,
and thereby secure to berself not only the
great benefits that accrue th such enterprises,
but also a relief from the heavy "tax assumed
by her eitizens on their behalf. Every one
knows that the roads if compleied, will take
the tax from our shoulders, but on the con-
trary, if we allow them to fail or stop short
of theirdesign for want of assistance, the
tax will continue for years. The sooner
they are completed the better for Nashville,
Her citizens are able to carry them through
without delay, if they desire. Why should
“B'" g0 fear another tax. Taxation is the
only proper method by which to raise funds
for internal improvements. Every citizen by
that meuns fiels a personal interest in the
improvement, and will exert his influence for
ils success,

Jay believes. that all the railroads center-
ing in Nushville even the Tennessee and
Alabama will be completed eventually, with-
out further aid from ber citizens, but that is
no reason why they should not aid them still
further, I repeat thatit they allowed the
Tennessee and Alabama road to stop asit
has «hort of its original Southern terminus,
and do not aid to an early completion the
Nashville and Northwestern road, our eity
will suffer, il not a permanent loss of trade,
a heavy decrease. We have already suffered.
If Nashville ean afford it, and is willing
supinely to allow these jonroads upon her
commerce by neighboring communities, why
Jay will make her an apology for his imper-
tinent reflections.

From Mexico.
Dispateh to the N. ¥. Herald
Wasamvarox, Nov, 29, 1858,

The government is anxious that the steam-
ers Atlanta and Caledonin should sail imme-
diately, and the hope is expressed that Gene-
eral Paez and suile may be ready to leave to-
marrow,

General Magnan, of Mexico, has come on,
not to ask a loan for the Juarcz govern-
ment from our gpvernment, but to negotiate
one with New York capitalists, pledging the
lands of Sonora as security. Mr. Mata, be-
fore he left, reccived a proposition, but did
not close with the parties. On arriving at
Vera Cruz, and submitting the proposition to
President Juarez and his Cabinet, it was ac-
cepted. It is said the amouat s five millions
of dollars. Mr. Maguan started immediately
for the United States, and Mr. Mata arrived
at New Orleans since, and is now on his way
to Washington and New Yok to complete
the contract, It Is said this arrangement, by
furnishing the ginews of war, will be the
menns of establishing firmly the power of the
constitutional party.

By information rececived from the city of
Mexico to the 18th inst., it seems that Gen.
Znloagna, after having been refused a direct
subsidy of a million of dollars from the cler-
gy, had obtained that amount from the house
of Rothsehild & Isidoro Zorre, pledgiog the
titles of honses of the church, in the city as
security. If the amount be not paid at the
time stipulated the property is to be forfeited
for that sum. Juarez has protested aguinst
the negotiation.

The clergy of Mexico sent, about a year
ago, an agent of high position to Eagland,
France and Spain, to obtain favor and assist-
ance from these powers to change Mexico into
a monarchy, and to place a son of Don. Car-
log on the throne. The British government
refusrd to enter into the scheme. Louis
Napoleon seerctly fuvored it, as did also the
Spavish government. Hud Eagland assent-
ed, and been willing to risk the consequen
cr# with the United States, there is no doubt
the attcnpt would have been made.

The real purpose of such a large fleet of
Spanish and French war vessels on  the coast
of Mexico is for an object beyond thst of
pressing claims or redressing injories to
Spanish or French subjects. Such a large
foree for such pretended purpose is unoeces-
sary. The fact i=, notwithstanding the as-
surunces of the Ministers of these nations to
General Cass that there is no desigu 1o make
conquests or to scize the Territory of Mexico,
and that it isonly the exereise of a right of
redress, this is but a pretence to cover a di-
reet intervention in the affairs of Mexico,
The sooner our government understands this
the better.
