It is strange, when we consider the
puiversal detestation and horror of the crime
of polygamy, that laws prokibiting it, and
ponishing  offenders, bave not already
teen enscted. The Roleration which bas
been obeerved by the government towards the
Mormons, is discreditable to the nalion—a
stain vpon ber fair fame. The time isap-
proaching when this will be generally felt
and admitted. The isclated posilion of the
Mormons—shut up as they are amidst the
mountains of the farther West, and holding
little intercourse with the outer world—pre-
vents their evil example at present from con-
tamipsting others, But the march of popu-
lation will, ere the"lapee of many years, peo-
ple the wilds which iotervene, and Utah will
be on the borders of civilization. Then, the
spelic of barbarism,” polygamy, may, unless
it be epeedily abolished, diffuse its poison into
other communities, aod be embraced €ven
by men wholnow cannot think of it unless
with bated breath. Vice is insidious. This
species of it was not of sudden growth amongst
the Mormons. "It grew up so gradoally that
it was in full prectice before the “Gentile”
world was aware of it. And although burely
pallisted st first by the great mass of the
Mormons, it is now a fixed institution, eager-
Jy espoused and warmly defended. The gov-
ernment of the Urited States must, sooner or
Ister, address itself to the stern duty of erad-
fcating it. Its lenicncy is sltogether mis
placed. It Las been of po practical service,
and can be of none, The Mormons bave not
been propitiated by it. Never good citizeus,
they bave presumed uvpon the forbearance
shown them, and, to their abomivation of
polygamy, bave added treason, and almost
every crime in the catalogue. They are in
open defiance of the religious sentiment of
the country, and of the power and authority
of the government. They have broken down
sad destroyed the courts, and whilst all ap-
peals to justice are mere mockery, murder,
robbery, argon, and other crimes of the first
magnitade, are encouraged. In our opinion,
the work of eradication shonld not be put off.
Nothing is to be gained by delay. For such
a people as the Mormons, unless they reform
—and this we consider an impossibility, with-
out a miracle—there should be no resting
place on any territory belonging to the United
States They should be driven beyond our
borders. As the first step towards ridding
the country of this morul pestilence, we trust
Mr. Nersox will push bis bill vigorously
through the House, and that it will be taken
up in the Sepasle and made the law of the
land. The success of the measure would be
a “feather in bis cap” of which be might
justly be proud.

% Can the democracy be beaten by

throwing the election of President into the
House of Representatives?

It is very easily answered,
by the little monosyllable, Fes/ But, is
there any probability of such a defeat? Very
easily answered again, but hy the the mono-
eyllable, No!

The only sure plan to prevent this
reault, Is s union of all the elements of oppo-
sitlon upon oune candidute. It s for the re-
publicans to say whether this shall be done.
Upon their platform it canoot—they must
make a sacrifice, if they desire such a tri-

There have
been various opinions vpon this, but not
mach satistactory information. We have had
jrct of Geology, and as they lead the mind 1o
r-flection they do good, no matier- how far
they may be from the truth itself.

The cpinious here offered are of course only
those of specalation, like all that have gone
before, but it docs scem to me strunge, that
extraordinary pbenomena should be called
ia to acenunt for things that a little conside-
ration and thought would make plain.

The smallest insect that can be conceived
moves and exists under the same living pria-
ciple that man does. Though too minute for
the human eye, the vital action ia kept up
preciscly in the same manner, the fowers of
the field, the trees of the forest. all exist no-
der the rame principle. Mr. Muxe Epwagns
and Dr. Browxs bave demonstrated satisfacto-
rily that trees have pulsation, and that stones
grow. With all these facts before us, why
should we make sueh a grand exception with
the earth. The beaatiful unilormity in oll
life cannot but have drawan the attention of
refleclive minds. From the lowest insect to
the mightiest monarch of creation the viial
principle is the same. Open an artery in mag,
and the blood of bis body will run out and
cause death, just the same as girdling a tree
stops the sap and causes that tree (o die
While we bave all this experience before us,
why not apply it to the whole creation. What
bas the earth done that ebhe should not partic-
pate in this grand scheme of universal ac-
tion?! ‘There have been propositions mude
that the earth was & huge animal, and mod-
ern geologiets tell us that at one time the
earth was 2 molten mass, and that millions
of years were required Lo cool il that it is
not eocl now, and that alter going a certain
depth water becomes warmer, 3 stalement
which practical experience shows to be erro-
peous. It is not the intention here to enter
into any argument to prove the fallacy of
any opinion exprexsed by all or any of those
who have written on this subjeet, bat to sug-
gest another theory that seems o simple agd
plain, that he who runs may read. That the-
ory is, that the waters of tbe earth act on it
precisely in the sume way that the blood docs
on the human frume; thatit isin point of
fuct a part aod parcel of the same nature, act-
ing on the same principle wiih all the rest of
creation. Let us look into the Gulf of Mex-
ico. Here are Lhe mouaths of the Mississippi,
the Oronoco aud the Amazon, the whole form-
ing the gulf siream. That etream can be
traced from the Gulf along the Atlaantic to
the Maelstroom. Let us reflect a little on
this Maclstroom, a vortex of such extent that
vessels once coming within it influence are
lost: & body of water supplicd by this gull
stream particularly, but by others impercept-
ily, forever, and might not be inapily likened
to 8 funnel which, on a small scale, exempli-
fies the maelstroom. The waters of the mael-
stroom go somewhere, and certainly into the
bowels of the earth. The constast and for
everlasting supply of water into this vortex,
through ages, would certainly at last fill it
up, unless there was some outlet for it, Where
is that outlet? Our mountain spriogs, all our
springs that never fuil, no matter bow hot
the sun or how dry the scil, they still come
oozing out and supplying first the branches,
then the crecks, then the rivers, returniog
agaio into the same channels, and still form-
ing their Mississippi, Oronoco and - Amazon.
But some tell us that all this water is sap-
plied by rain, which is caused by evopora-
tion, &e. lti= just in the same proportion
that man loses by evaporation in the way of
perspiration, but no more; and with this dif-
ference, that the evaporation of the rivers
descends again in the way of rain, combining
with other influences to keep up the circola-
tion necessary 1o the good health and the in-
tention of that providence who hus made ev-
ery thing so beautifully in unison, that from
the minutest inseet to the earth itself, all
moves on the same graud and uniform prin-
ciple. Geologists account agreeably to their
views for the manner in which they find the
different strata covering the surface of this
earth., They tell us about the sedementary
deposits, ard presume that after the earth
had cooled sufficiently to allow anything to
rest on it witbout being burned up, that the
lower grade of animals began to exist, and
they show it, and correctly s0 (oo, by the prool
The fossils found in each particular stratum
clearly show the time of its formation in com-
parison with that ol other sirata exbibiting a
different classification of fossiliferous remuine.
But how do we account for the lower silurian
beiug fonnd on the tops of cur Lighest moun-
tains?! How is it that Nashville is oa the
lower silurian, and that runniog «ither north
or south, you get on a bigher grade of sedi-
mentary deposit!

thrown out of their original bed into their
present place. Thus we flud sen shell< on the
Lops of our bighest mountains, We all know
the power of water, aod can readily ander-
stand how this conld have been fected, and
why not give a rational interpretation to elr-
cuamstances which philosopby, scicnes, and
The fact
of our baving veleanves, earthiguakes, meial
lic strmia, &o.. do not atall afect this theory;
they are but spots on the skin lo comparison
to the whole body.
