William Kame, indicted two years ago

for grand larceny, was tried on Tuesday,

convicted, and sentenced to two years and

months hard labor in the State Prison.

On Friday, John Noycs, indicted at

this term for burning the barn of Mr.

Amos Doming, of this town, was tried.

The jury retired about six o'clock P. M.

and did not return till nine o'clock the

next morning, when they brought in a

verdict of guilty. His sentence was seven
years and two months in the State Prison.

science keenly alive to a sense of duty,
and a firm determination to pursue the
right course, irrespective of popular opin-

ions. Happy "would it be fur our country
if all our Judges were po3;eed of such
fcterling integrity.
