the salvation of the nation, to need it, and
the other had too lang toiled before the world
in building np a pame as chief in one of the
nohlest and most influential of professions in
civil life to permitit. FEach, chisf in his own
sphere, commauded therein the respect of
mankind, befors which personal detraetion
should be dumb. But they stand before the
publie, to-day, in no personal character, but
as representative men; each the exponent
and instrument through which a great politi-

Iast three years, interual taxes and tariff
vielding #145,000,000 apnually have bean re-
pealad, but so wise has been this reduction

Mr. Dawes then called attention to actual
fignres, showing the economy of this Admin-
istration in the public expenditures. The
figures, taken by him from the books of the
I'reasury Department, show that the expendi-
tures of this Adminstration were less for every
man, woman and child in the nation than were
thowe of 1860 ; those of 860 being $2.05 per
capits, while those of 1870 were only #1.64,
and those of 1571 only #1.81 for each man,
woman and ehild. He compared the expanses
once in 10 vears sinee 1800, and showed that
those of 1870 were less than those of auy
year which preceded it sinee 1510, Mr. Dawes
then alluded to the charge of defaleation
among public ofcers, and stated against this
vague charge, sustained by no specification or
proof, he bronght the figures as they stood to-

5 upon the books of the Treasury IhTart-
ment, The cash balance standing agninst all the
eollectors of internal revenue, good and bad, all
told, for taxes since 1509, were loss than one-
teuth of one per cent, of the money they had
actually paid into the Treasory, and when that
which was collectable was paid in, there woulkd
remain less than one-fifth of one per cent. of
the whole. Of the customs therse had been
padd, out of £553,000,000 all but §28 000, or
one fifty-fifth part of one per cent. The pres-
ent Republican Treasurer of the United
ppointed by Mr. Lincoln, had Leen in
office 11! vears, and during that time had
roceived and paid out  255,000,000,000, and
