When Lee was compelled to surren-
der, Devil had already left Lynchburg
0B his ignominious flight, which ended
in a disguise in a female oottum,

It was only last year that all these
brave Confederates shouted for Horace
Greeley for the sake of office, and af-

ter swallowing that Aboli-

tionist there is hope that they will be

equally tractable iu the tuture. "The
South was more cheated and defrauded
than conquered, by the declarations of
the Federal President, Congress and
general.', and there never could have

"Cheated and defrauded ' are expressive
terms.

Instead of following the exam-
ple of Lee, who counselled the South
em people to seek the restoration of
former prosperity through peace and
industry.
