A Lion Trap.
In Algeria, there is a great losi of life

and property, by the depredationi of
bons. foe foes of property is estimsted
at $50,000 a year. The inhabitants cut
away the forestl ; a meant of protec-
tion' against wild beasts. M. GhefWt
devotes himself wholly to their examina-
tion. As an assisting means in this,
his life work, he has invented a lion
trap, made as follows : The frame ami
bars art' of iron. It is 10 feet long, 5
feet 0 inches wide, and the same in
height. Mounted on three cast-iro- n

wheels of small diameter, it can be
moved on difficult ground. The Upper
part opens with folding doors, like a
wardrobe, which close ol themselves at
the slightest shock given to springs of
st e. Catches retain the lids as they
tall, and imprison the animal as soon as
he touches the bottom of the trap. The
plan is to place the trap, properly bait-
ed, on the gronnd frequently by the
wild animals, and then, when the game
is caught, to wheel the machine away to
some menagerie prepared for the pur-
pose.

A high wind moves with a
velocity of thirty and thirty-fiv- e miles
an hour, ami has a perpendicular force
of from four to six pounds avoirdupois
00 om- SOUarS foot. A hurricane travels
at the rate of sighty miles an hour, and
has a force of 81.490 pounds per square
loot.

Forest Trees ami Culture.
The Lincoln i Neb. ) I.nub r gives the

results of the system of tree-plantin- g

inaugurated by the Burlington and Mis-

souri Railway Company along its line
for a distance Of 190 miles, between Lin-
coln and Lowell, This later experiment
is of special interest to the farmers of
Nebraska and many of the Territories,
showing, as it does, not only the method
pursued in planting', but also the kinds
of trees selected, and the percentage of
loss in the case of each variety.

The prairie was broken up the year
previous to planting, s portion of it as
late SS the month of November. In the
spring the ground was again plowed and
made mellow. The frees were planted
in a variety of ways, according to their
age and condition, but many were hud
In a trench made by plowing. The fol-
lowing is a list of the number and va- -

nety of forest trees jdanted :

cottonwood cuttings and sprouts, 7'J ;

white willow cuttings, 76 giving an
average loss of about 10 pT cent., most
of which was raftered in the evergreens
and cuttings, and may easily he pre- -

rented under ordinary oiroumstanoes.
It will be seen that the lowest percent
Sge of loss was found among the ash
trees, amounting to but 1J per cent.
The railway company, on this account,
and for the value of the timber, have
decided to refill with one and two-- ar-ol- d

ash trees, and have let the contract
to replace the trees that fail to grow
and cultivate them next season.
