5. The Courts have decided tbat * refusing
to take periodicals from the office, or removing
and leaving them uunecalled for, is prima sacie
evidence of intentional fraud.”

6. Auy person who receives alnewspaper and
makes use of it, whetber he has ordered it or
not, is held in law to be a subscriber,

7. If subecribers pay in advance, they are
bound to give notice to the publisher, at the
end of their time, if they do not wish to con-
tinue (almg it: otherwise the publisher is
autborized to send it on, and the subscribers
will be reepomsible unul an express notice,
with pavment of ull arrears, ig seot to the pub-
hisher.
