Cheap Transportation,

Seuntor Bamsey, of Minnesota, re-
cently addressed the Sennte on this
subject. He said there were three ways
of obtaining cheap  transportation :
First, by improving the navigation of
the Missiasippi river from thefalls of Si.
Anthony to the Gulf of Mexico, which
could be easily and cheaply done, first
damming up the water in the lakes in
Upper Mimnesota, and storing it up for
a dry sgasyn, and so oblaining a uni-
form Qépsh of 5 feet for the upper Mis-
sissiphi ; sefond, by continming other
improvements now under way; third,
| by deepening the channel hetween New
Orleans and the Gulf, These would
give cheap freight by barges to New
Orleans, and by steamers to Europe.
Also by deepening the chanuels between
the lakes, and but a small appropriation
| from the United States would be re-

gquired for this p se, as Cannda
| would do the rest, and then, nuder a
| reciprocity treaty, our ships could be
loaded at Duluth for Liverpool, and so
have two competing water-ways.  All
Wesatern Stated are not so favorably sit-
nnted as Minnesota with two water-
routes to Europe. The Western States
want, and must have an all-rail route
for freight, The constitutional right to
charter and nid snch work is nndonbted.
We need weforans in the present roads,
snd n doubletrack freight railroad,
chartered and controlled by Congress,
with a maximum rate of 6 mills & ton
per mile, This was practicable;, and
with such a road, competing with wa-
ter-ways by river and by lakes, would
