in quantity. The stock on the farm is also in
pood condition, and the various farm imple-
ments well boused and cared for. While giv-

ing this testimony to thu general good manage-

ment of t!ie farm, your Committee are of the
opinion that an outlay of the amount sufficient
to thoroughly dram ana subdue the north-ea- st

held, containing some ton acre, would be both
judicious and profitable. This held, naturally
very wet has never been cultivated and never
wholly cleared, and iu its present condition of
scarce any value. An. outlay of some two
Lundred dollars in draining, cleaning up and
