The bodies were found near esch oth-
er on the loor, which had kelosene oil
pourad npon it, and in some rlm-r.«a wiia
scorched and in others bnrned through,
The devils attempted to join sarson to
wmurder. The bodies also were satura.
ted with oil, but, as on the floor, the
blood had ro mingled with it that the
fire was extingnished. The body of
the wife was n sickening speetacle—the
skin actually coming off in flakes when
the stiffened erimson garments were
removed. Harmon still elutched in his
Lhand a peneil, and an old envelope, on

Sabbath or Sunday.
The Presbyterian general assembly,
in sesxion nt Brooklyn, adopted a reso-

of the term ** Sabbath” in desigusting
Sunday. Most people are in the habit
of nsing these synonymous terms indis-
eriminately, Still there is a shade of
difference in  their meaning., when usad
eritically. Salbath is a Hebrew word,
meaning rest, originally applying to
Saturday, and the significance of the
notion taken by the general assembly
is that it asserts belief 1n the assumption
that the Lord's day of the Christians
ought to be observed m necordance with
the Levitical law. A declaration on
this point was called out by the faot
that Prof. Hopkius, of the Aubura Theo-
logieal seminary, has msintainsd the
opposite doctrine. The general aswom-
bly takes this indirect way to protest
against the Sabbatical lLeresy of the
learned professor,
