FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

A Puris dispatch states that the six great
powers are in daily communication relstive to
Enstern affalrs, with & view of establishing a
goneral agresment Ao a4 1o be in readiness to
tako ndvantage of any opportunity to exercise
moral inflnence, It is nnderstood that & gen-
eral understanding of all powers exists, the
system of exclusive sgreement botween the
three Northern empires having apparently been
abandonod.

Our Indian war ia attracting the attention of
John Bull, In the House of Commons, the
other day, a member took ocoasion to
mek  the Under-Secretary for the Calo
ninl Department for information whether
the diffienlty between the United Btates and
the Sioux had not been caused by treaty viols-
tions on the part of the whites, and the effect
of which might be to extend the tronble among
the Indians on British territory, and wanted to
kuow whether England intended to interfere
in the matter, The interrogatories were bunsed
on the sssumption that some of Sitting Buill’s
followers are British subjeocts, but the Under-
Becrotary replied that he bad no iuformation
to this effect, and that the Government did not
intend to interfere in the matter.

A Vienna telogram says the [nsurrection in
Pulgarin is reviving in all directions, All the
roads are becoming insecure, bocause of in-
surgent bands,

The lstest roports from the seat of warin
Turkey are faverable to the Bervians. They
huve ropuleed two formidable attacks of the
Turks, and have gained an important strategi-
eul point,

Acconnts of barbarities practiced by Turkish
guerrilla troops in Bulgaria continue coming
over the eable. Tho destroction of whole vil-
Ingos knd the muassucre of thousands of their
inhabitants ure again reported. and so far con
firmed that the Sultan’s Government has beon
compeiled to take vigorons measures for the
repression of such outrages,

A nomination made with such nuanimity im.
plies a confidence on the part of the couvention
which inspires my profound gratitude. It is
nooe with a sepse of the responsibility
which may follow. If elocted, I shall endeavor
to perform tho duties of the office inthe four of
the Bupremwe Ruler, aud in the interest of the
whole couutry.

To the summary of dootrines enunciated by
the convention, I give my cordial nssant. The
Ropublioan party lins intrenchied in the organio
Inw of our land the doctrine thut liberty Is the
suprems, unchangeable law for every foot of
American soll, It is the mission of that party
to givo full effect to this principle, by ** secur-
ing to every American citizen complete liberty
and exsct equality o tho exorcise of all civil,
political snd public righta.” Tuis will be ao-
cotplished only when the American citizen,
without regard to color, shiall wear this panoply
of eitizenship as fully snd soourely in the eans-
brakes of Louisinnn ss on the banks of the St.
Lawrenoe.

Upon the question of our Bouthern relations,
my views were recontly expressed as s member
of & committes of the United Btates House of
Representatives upon Sonthern affaire, Those
views remmn unchanged, and were thus ex-
pressed : *We, of the North, delude onrmelves in
expecting that the masses of the South, wo far
behind in many of the attributes of enlightened
improvement and civilization, are, in the brief
period of ten o fifteen years, tobe transformed
into our model Northern commuonities. That
can only come throngh a loug course of
patient waiting, to which no one can
now sel certain bounds, There will be a good
deal of nunuvoidablo friction, which will eall for
forbesrnnce, and which will have te be relieved
by the tewmperate and fostering care of the
Government, Oune of the most potent, if not
indisponsable, ngencioa in this direction, will be
the devieing of some system to aid in the edu-
cation of the messes, The fact that there are
whole eounties in Louniziana in which there is
not & solitary school-honse, is full of sugpes-
tion. Wo compel these prople to remain in
the Tnion, and now duty and interest demand
that wa leave no just mesns untried to make
them good loyal eltizens.
