FOREIGN NEWA
The former Confederate oruiser
Bhenandoali waslately sunk off the Island of
Boootrs, in the Indian oosan. Moat of the orow
weore drowned. The Shenandoah belonged to
the Bultan of Zanzibar.

The Irish land troubles are assuming
an alarming shape. James Bryce Killan and
Michael Davitt have been arrested in Dublin,
for making seditions speoches, and James Daly
editor of the Connavught Telegraph, has boen
pisced behind the bars in Castlebar, for pub-
lishing seditions editoriale, These arrests
caused s great commotion in the Green Isle,
and numerous indignation meetings have been
held and flaming posters scattered about.

There has been another outbreak
among university students at St Petarsburg,
Rusaia,

Late cable dispatches seem to have
sottled two or three important points in Euro
pean politios, which are threatening the peace
of that continent. One is that Turkey has
yialded to the RBritish demands for reform in
Asia Minor, and appointed an English General
(Baker Pasha) to see that they are honestly car-
riod out; another, that Egypt bas acoepted the
principle that Eugland and France are here-
after to have coutrol of her national finances;
still another, that Russis has failed to coerce
Tuorkey into giviug permission for all the fleats
of the Earopean powers to enter Turkish
waters,

Ninety thonsand people have died of
cholera in Japan sinoe the barbarous com-
mander of a German frigate foroed the quaran-
tine last July and introduced the disease in that
country.

Large meetings of Irishmen and
Irish sympathizers were held at Newoastle-on-
Tyne, Manchester, Birmingham, and Balla, on
Baturday, Nov. 22. At sll of them resolutions
were passed protesting sgainst the arrests of
Dawitt, Daly, and Killen.

Btocks dropped
from 1 to 20 per cent. in a few minutes, and
Wall street has not witneesed such a flurry of
excitement in many a day.

West.

A tuunnel in conrse of construction on
& parrow-gatgoe railway between San Jose and
Banta Cruz, Cal., has been the scene of & fright-
ful explosion, resulting in the death of twenty-
five or thirty Uhinese laborers. Ean Franclsco
dispatches give the following particulars of the
calamity. It appears that the blast was let
off about 2,700 feet from the mouth of the tun-
nel, which caused an explosion of gas generated
by the filtering of coal il through the roof and
sides of thetunnol. Twenty-one Chinamen and
two white men were at work in the tannel at
the time. Immediately about twenty more
Chinamen rushed into the tunnel with torches
to aid their comrades. When they had pene-
trated about 1,500 feet their torches caused a
second explo#ion more violent than the first,
ehaking the mountain to its center. Two white
men, Linkle and Johnson, wera brought out
terribly burned, and about ten Chinamen, all
seriously injured. As near as can be learned
some thirty Chinsmen are killed.

A serious disaster on Lake Ontario
occurred a fow nights ago. The tug Beymour,
of Ogdensburg, left Cape Vinocent, with four
tugs, three drodges and cighteen socows in tow
for Buffalo, During the night & gale was en
countered, and three tugs and all of the small
dredgos and scows were lost. One tug was
picked up, and the Beymour arrived at Sack-
ott’'s Harbor. Of the crews nineteen persons
were savod. Twelve were lost,

Mrs. Sherman, wife of F. 0. Sher-
mar, formerly Mayor of Ohicago, and founder
of the Bhorman House, is dead, aged 74 yoars.

Ore of the severest gales experienced
on Lake Michigan for many seasona ooceurred
on Wedoesday, Nov. 19, The storm was
severest on the east shore, where & number of
vessels were wrecked and stranded, though
Juckily there is little or no loss of life to be re-
ported, thanks to the life-rsving service. At

Grand Haven, Mich, there was & re-
markable series of dissaters, following
eisch other in rapid succession. First

the scow Maple Leaf, lumber-laden, missed hor
piers ana wont ashore; she is & total loss; the
life-saving erew saved all on board. An hour
afterward the schooner J. A. Holmen, light,
went on the beach near her. Later
still, the wschooner Margaret Dall went
on near the Holmes, and then came
the schooner O. O. D., which went on
high and dry a fow feet further north of the
Dall. The last-named was soon followed by
she schooner Mystio—all this in the space of an

hour or two. Then came the steam barge Gen.
Paine, which struck the Grand Havea bar, and
sunk in cighteen feet of water. Just thirly
minutes after she struck, the orew were taken
off by the life-saving men, after a gallant fight
with the wind and waves. Next the sohooner
Robert Howlett tried to get in, but could not,
aad went ashore.

INDIAN AFFAIRS,
The Report of Commissioner Hayt,

The anuual roport of the Commissioner of
Indisn Affairs shows that during the past year
there has been the Indisne in general a
steady advance in elvilizalion, which has no
parallel in any previous year. In this the
Ogalalls snd Brule Sioux have taken the lead,
and their progress during the last cighteon
months has been simply marvelous, 1t is no
longer a guestion whother the Indians will
work. Thost who are anxious to do so are now
largely in the majority. From all except the
five civilized tribes in the Indiac Territory

there is o call for lands in severalty. Theo i
s largely increased desire for houses and agzi-
enltural impléments, wagous, ete., and fo
citizens’ olo The ollowing shows the
substantial resul's of Indian labor during the
year. They are much larger than ever bofore,
and but for the severe drought in the Indian
Territory and among the Navajoes the incresse
in crops would have been much groater, es-
pec ally in the corn erop, which is less thau that
of last yoar, By Indians, excluaive of the five
civilized tribes of the Indian Turritory, in 187Y;
Number of aares broken, 27,181; number of
ncree cultivated, 157,050; number of bushels of
wheat raised, 525,657 ; bushels of corn, 643,246
bushels of oats and barley, i84,054; bushels of
vegatablea, 350,003; tons of hay cut, 48,533,

y the five oivilizod tribes: Number of acres
cultivated, 0; bushels of whest raised,

The Commissioner considers the en-
sotment of & bill extendiog the eriminal laws
of the respective Btates or Territories over the
lodinn reservation of vital importance,

The Indian {::)limmvu have shown the ut.
most fidelity the Governmoent, and have,
when necessary, arrested even friends wnd
relatives with absolute impartiality, Several
instances are cited in proof of their fidelity.
I'here is but one drawback, which should be
remeved by Congress, and that is the inade-
quagy of the pay, which by law is fixed at §)
per month.

Previous
to the late Ute outbreak the Indians wereamply
supplied with Winchester and Bpencer rifles
and fixed ammunition, obtsined from traders
outside their reservations, There is no
sintute against this crime, aod the Commis-
giouer recommended that legislation be es-
pecially divected against such sales, by Con-
greas prolibiting under severe penalty the
gale of botn fhiearms and fixed ammuanilion,

Indians to be med are the only common-
sense and practicable methods of putiing an
end to this dangerous traflic,

The Poncas are reported as doing well on
their new resorvation, and rapidly advancing
in the ways of civilization. The progress of
the youths trained in the Indian schools is of
the moat hopeful character, Exclasive of the
five civilized tribes of the Indian Territory
there are now over 7,100 Indian children taught
at the agency schools. The five civilized tnibes
have 6,250 ehildren at schiook

THE NATION'S FINANCES.
Annual Report of the Comptroller of the

Currency.

Hon. John J, Knox,Controller of the Currency,
in his anoual report to Sherman,
gives a brief history of the growth of the debt
of the United States, and the finanuial opera-
tions of the Government from the beginniug of
the war to the present time. The report says:

The agricult-
nral classes were largely in debt, and the
falures of mercantile establishmonts and man-
ufacturing corporations in the three years pro-
vious represented more than $500,000,000,
During the succeeding yearsan ers of sconomy
supervenced, agricnltural producie greatly in-
creased, and the balance of ftrade was turned
largely in oar favor, the excoss of exports over

“The old forms of tables, giving the amount
and kiod of currency in circulation, sre now
obsolete, and must be superseded by new ones,
which shall include not ouly the paper currency
but also the coin of the country, The total
amount of the cirenlating medium eannof, for
this reason, be hereafter necurately giveo, such
toal being affocted by estimatea of amount
of the coin in the conutry. The latter amounnt
is estimated by the Director of the Mint to bave
been $427,000,000 on the 1xt day of November,
in this year, of which amount §1:21,000,000 was
in silver coin. If this estimate is correct, the
circula'ing medivm on that date was composed
as follows:

“The estimated totsl eurrency of the conn-
try on Nov. 1 thus ap to hava been more
than 81,165,000,000, which amount is at least
#380,000,000 in excess of the highest point
reached between the suspension and the re-
samption of specie payment”

The Comptroller urgently recommends that
all the national banks ehall take advantage of
the present influx of gold to accumulate in
their vaults an amount equal to the total cash
reserve required by law. He ivdnlges the
hope that the reportsof another year may show
them to be poesessed of at least 100,000,000 of
gold coin,

THE PENSION OFFICF.

Commlissioner Bentley's Annual Report.

Hon. J. A. Bentley, Commissioner of Pen-
sions, has comploted hie annual report to the
| Becretary of the Interior. 1t shows that on the

-

#0th of June lnst there were 242,755 persons in
the United States receiving pensions from the
Government. The peusion.list is now larger
than at any previous time. The present list is
composed of 125,150 army invalid pensioners,
81,174 army widows, children, and depehdent
relatives, 1,%4 navy invalide, 1,772 npavy
widows, ete,, 11,621 surviving soldiers of the
war of 1812, and 21,104 widows of decessed

soldiers of that war, During the year 31,546
new names were added to the list, and 908
pames which had previously been dropped
from the rolls, wainly from failure for three
years to claim their pensions, ware restored,
and 135,407 were, for various reasons, cropped,

1 e aggregate amonnt of one year's pension
to all penstoners on the rolls 18 825 4068, 742.15,
but the actnal sonual payments exceed that
sum by seversl million dollars. This arises
from the fact that nearly all the newly -admitted
army and navy cases have soveral years' ae-
erned pension due st the time of admission,
which is paid at the first payment,

Daring the yosar the first payments to new
pensioners amonnted to §5,765,708, of which
84,475,147 was pald to army and navy invalids,
| widows, eto., and §7,984.611 to survivors and

widows of the war of 812, The firet payment

to pecsioners of the war of 18512 will rapidly
| full off, while » material inoreare may bo ex-
] pected in the army and navy cases for several

years, owing to the removal of the limitation
upon the commencement of pensions by the
| acts of Jan. 25 and March 3, 1570,

| by the record, will aggregate fully 200,000,
| Bince the parsige of the Arrears act now io-

dented rate, the invalid elaims being more than
donble the rate of the receipts at any previons
period except in 1506, and the widows’ class ex-
