Stagnant currency. that is not
kept pure by free redemption in coin, will in-
evitabily get bad and iveufiicient for the work
it has to do.

Paper mouey is confined to ons lsnd ; gold
gces to all lands, and e the mooey of tue
world, If the paper and the goldare freely
excuanged, the gold will come in or go cut, as
more or less money may bo needed, and thus
the whole may be kept pure. Bat if they are
not freely exchanged, the gold st once becomen
the better becanss it cau travel, and pay
foreigvers in our ports snd on our borders.
The man who has both will never pay ont the
gold when the paper will serve., The differ-
ence may be small at first, bot it 18 fatal,
Gold can de all that the paper ean do, and
some things more; therefore men will not pay
for paper, lest they may fail to get it back., No
ous will then deposit or lend gold, to tske pay
in paper.

Naitons are
only men acting together, When a nation
finds that its notes have become poor, and

| therefore unequal to ite wauts, the first thought
always is to issue mocre. Dut borrowing does
uot help & man out of debt, sud issuing mora
| potes does not make the currency any better.
Notes not redsemed aro sure to become poor,
| a8 bas been scen, even when the amount of
| them is not chsnged. But if more be resued.
| in answer to the cry which slways comes whesn
the notes are poor, they are sure to grow worse,
and will lose 4n virtue even more than they
&s0 in volume. This is proved by the history
| of note issues in all lands, sucient or modern,
' clvilized or uneivilized, American, Baropesn or
! Asiatic, under any form of rule from absolute
| despotism to self-government. @in these
| papers, however, the aim is not Lo array & mass
of faets in bulk eo great that few can master
them, but to maks clear the causes and laws
which govern the value of money in all buwman
experience.

It1e & law of buman psture, in all lands and
times, that we give less Tor & thiog 1o propor-
ton as it becomes plenty and easy to get.
When wheat was plenty, and cotton cloth was
scarce, & bushel of wheat was worth only two
yards of the cloth. With the same supply of
wheat, cloth grew more pleaty until a bashe:
of wheat was worth tweniy yards, Then, cloth
being still plenty, wheat became scarce, until s
bustiel was worih forty yards of the eloth.
Make snything more plenty and the desire for
it grows less in comparison with the desire for
other things; that is, ita value falls. It isso
of gold. If it growa mors plenty, wa give less
forit; that is, it buys less. And exactly the
same is troe of any kind of money; if it grows
more plenty, peoplo want it less iu comparison
with other things, and give leas of other things
forit, so that 1t buys lese, Everybody knows
that if there s a big crop of wheat, each bashel
will buy less dollsra. Everybody oaght to
know tbat if thers is a big erop of dollars, each
dollar will buy less whest,
