wid impossible to dissever mental uuity o as
to loeato the impairment of morsl oature that
was not sccompnuied by intellectual deteriors-
tion, Inssnity in itself had po more tendency
to excite to erime than s or auy other
disease, It puts notbing new luto s man's na-
ture ; it only perverts what is already there,

Dr, Gray stated that be had made a thor-
ough, somplete and satisfactory examination of
the prisoner at the juil, a wve ol sOINo
lengih the details of s examipation and conver-
eation with the pnsover, Witness asked the pris-
oner the question : ** Buppowse the Pregident had
offured the Paris Copsulship during the tme
you were reflecting upon the subject of remov-

sg him, would vou still have shot him ¥ and
he replied : * Well, that would have settled the
mutter, [ should have taken the position.”

Guitean called out from the deek: I said if
ho hud offered it to me at sny tune before the
16t of Jupe, Il he had offered it after the 1st
of June it would not have mude the slightest
diffs ronce.
