THE NUMBER OF FARMS.

As Shown by a Census Bulletin for
the Last Four Decades.

A bulletin from the Census office gives the
number of farme in the Uniwed Bistes in the
years 1850, 1570, 1860 and 1850, together with &
statement of the rate per cent. of increase from
1870 to 1880, The great inecresse io the North-
ern, Weitern and Pacific States and Territories
is explained by the rapid settlement of those
regions during the past decads, and an increase
in the Bouthern States is nocountod for by the
subdivision of the large plantations of ten and
twenty vears ago. The total number of farms
in the Umirted States in 1870 was 2,660,085, and
in 1580 4,008,%07, an increass of 51  per ocent,
The State of Ohio is eredited wish 196,953 farms
in 1570, while iu 1880 there were 247,188, an in-
crease of 26 per cont.
