Win. Neal and Ellls Craft were oonvioted
some months ago at the Catlettalmry (Boya
county, Ky.) Cireutt Court of the murder of
tobert and Fannie (GHbbons and Ermmu Car-
rier. They were granted a new trial by the
Bupreme Court. George Ellis an accom-
plios, who confessed and was sentenoed
tmprisonment for life, was hanged by a mob
at Ashland, last summer,

On Monday lnst Neal and Craft, guarded
by 220 State troops, with one section of ar-
tillery, arrived st Catlettsburg trom Lexing-
ton, where they huve been held for safe-
keeping, to stand trial, Yesterday Judge
Brown granted a change of venue to Carter
county. Last night a mob at Ashland
stopped a train on the Cheappeake snd Ohio
railrond, and senrched it for the prisoners
This afternoon st 2:30 Sherlff Konnog, with
the Btate troops and priseners, hoarded
the stenmbost Granite State tor Mays-
ville, futending to go thence by rall to
Lexington to the il 10 oontine the prison-
ers anti] trinl e mob at Ashland, which
is five milos down the river to Catlettsburg,
redzed a ferrvbont ol stood out to intercept
tbem. The Granite State, under full head-
way, steamned arcund the ferryvboat, when,
secing they were about to kse their prey the
mob opened fire, which was returned by the
troops with fatal effoct, The ferryboat party,
nn—n}ug the troops were in earnest, with-
drew, with one k!lied and several wounded.
The battle was for several minates pretty
bot, bat the stonmbout ramdly got away
and out of range of the shore in frout ol the
Aldine Hotel. The fire of the troops was
aoyere, the shots passing over the ferrvboat
and killing five spectators and wounding
