rence that happened at St. Cloud, in
tho neighborhood of Paris. A largo
Newfoundland hg was kept tied up
during the hot weather, and every
morning a servant-maid- , as she passed,
thinking to do it a kindness, threw a
quantity of water over the animal. The
dog appeared to consider this daily
deluge as an insult, but, being tied up,
it was unable to manifest its resent-
ment. One day, however, tho brute
was released, and no sooner did the un-

fortunate servant present herself than it
sprang at her with intense ferocity,
and, before she could be rescued, killed
her.

It has already been seen that dogs
will try to avenge themselves upon hu-

man beings as well as upon animals;
while tho instances on record where
they have inflicted punishment upon
other dogs are very numerous.

NEWS CONDENSED.
DOINGS OF CONGRESS.

A resolution was adopted by the Senate
on the 27th ult, directing the Secretary ol the
Treasury to reiort the sums paid to special or
assistant attorneys by the Department of Justice
last year. A mensae was received announcing
the of the House In the action
of the Senate on the Internal lievenue and
Tariff hill, and a committee of conference was
appointed, comprllnir Mewnrs. Morrill, Sherman,
Aldrich, liayard and Heck. Mr. Vooihees pre-
sented several trtcjrrams from printers

In the Houhc, the resolution of Mr. Reed, pro-
viding that a majority may take the Senate
TarltT bill from the Sieaker s table and send It
to a committee of conference, was screed
to by 129 to 22. The Democrats generally
refrained from voting. The Hpcaker anjmintod
as Huch committee MeRsrs. Kelley, McKinley,
Haskell, Randall and Carlisle. Mr. Hammond,
of Georgia, offered a rexolutlon to the effect that
the Senate, under the form of an amendment
to the Internal Revenue bill, had proceeded
to Invade the constitutional prerogative of the
House by attaching a revision to the tariff, and
that the bill should lie on the table
and the Senate be notified of the same.
Mr. Ilaakell then offered a subntltute in the
form of a resolution with a preamble, all of
which recites that the House bill has been so
modified under the color of amendments that.
In the opinion of the House, It Is believed to be
In conflict with the true Intent and purpose of
the constitution, and, therefore.lt is resolved
that. If the bill fehall be referred to a
conference committee, said committee may,
if it shall be considered desirable
and necessary, take the question of constitu-
tional prerogative Into consideration, and
may report the result thereof . to the
House. A long debate ensued, the
Republicans supporting and the Dem-
ocrats opposing Mr. Haskell's substitute. It was
finally adopted 143 to 20 four protectionist
Democrats voting In the affirmative, and one
Republican, McCold, of Iowa, voting against It,

There was quite a scene In the Senate on
the 28th ult., on account of the action of the
House in passing the Reed resolution. Mr. Oar-lan- d,

of Arkansas, asserted that the House had
in that resolution prejudiced the. right of the
Senate to put tariff legislation upon the Little
Revenue bill, and ho thought It was a
iwrfect farce for the Senate to send
conferees to confer uion a preju-
diced question. He then offered a resolution
directing the Senate conferees to ask the House
members of the committee if they raised the
question of the right of the Senate, and, if they
did, to report back to the Senate for further In-
structions. Mr. Edmunds, and other Re-
publicans opposed the resolution, the Dem-
ocrats, led by Mr. Garland, support-
ing It. The resolution was adopted by
a vote of 26 to 24. The bill to Increase the pen-
sions of one-arm- and one-legg- soldiers was
passed. Mr. Edmunds made an adverse report
on the House bill to restore to American citizen-
ship such persons as have been naturalized in
Great Uritain. In tho House, Mr. Randall de-

clined to serve on the tariff conference com-
mittee, and Messrs. Morrison and Tucker
successively refused to take the position, Mr.
Sneer leing finally appointed. The
River and Harbor bill was discussed for twelve
hours, but no conclusion was reached. Tho
conference committees on the Tariff bill met In
the evening, but as the House conferees had a
limitation placed on their action Senators Hay-ar- d

and Heck refused to remain, and Represent-
ative Carlisle soon left the room. The seven
high-tari- ff men went forward with the work of
revision.

The Senate passed the sundry civil ap-

propriation on the 1st inst. The Democratic
Senators refused to have anything further to do
with the tariff business. After Messrs. Hayard
anil Reck had given their reasons for refusing to
serve on the conference committee, the Presi-
dent pro tern, successively appointed Messrs.
Voorhoes and McTherson, Morgan and Gorman,
Davis aftd Jonas and Rutlcr and Maxey. each of
whom declined to accept the honor. The chair
then turned to the Republican side and called
Messrs. Ingalla and Miller to the breach,
but they refused. Messrs. Mahone and McDill
were induced to accept. The House passed the
River and Harbor Appropriation bill. While this
measure was under consideration a scene of the
wildest excitement occurred. The item ap-
propriating fco.uoo for the Improvement
of the Sacramento liver was read, wherein ton
Mr. Van Vorhis, of New York, said nobody but
a gambler and a cut-thro- at would think of tack-
ing to the bill such an item. This was a thrust
at Mr. l'age, of California, whom he bad called a
mule-driv- er the previous evening. The words
were taken down, at the request of Mr. Horr,
and Mr. McLane offered a resolution of expul-
sion. After several members had spoken, Mr.
Van Vorlds disclaimed all intention of being
personal to anybody, withdrew the offensive
words, and apologized to the House. Mr. Her-
bert Insist d on expulsion, on which the vote
stood 66 to 70.

UY a vote of 32 to 31 the Senate, at its ses-
sion on March 2, adopted the report of the con-

ference committee on the Senate Tariff and Rev-

enue bill. One Democrat, one Independent, and
Mr. Mahone, of Virginia, voted with the ma-
jority, while Mr. Van Wyck, of Nebraska, voted
against the bill. Mr. Morrill explained the re-
port to the Senate. He said the proposed
reduction was estimated at about $75,(H)0,ooo.
Mr. Beck made a fiery speech in opposition
to the adoption of the report. "This
report," he said, "appears to be simply an in-
crease of duty upon every article the committee
attempted to touch (cxeept one or two unimport-
ant ones) of the rates in tiie bill passed In the
Senate, I knew from the Wginnlng that we
would get a worse bill than either the House or
Senate desired." Mr. Bayard characterized the
report as a most lame and impotent conclusion
of a winter spent in framing a tanif
law. Mr. Vance ridiculed the action of
the conference in increasing the duty on
iron, steel, and w oolen iroods, and, as a ret urn to
the tax-pay- er for all this, putting hoop-pole- s on
the free list. In the House, the bill to permit
the consolidation of the Southern Pacific and
other roads was defeated. A bill was passed to
adjust the salaries of I'ostmJiMf ers. Mr. Frost,
of Missouri, was voted out of his scat, and Mr.
Sessinghaus was sworn in.

In the Senate, on Saturday, March Mr.
Bayard offered a vote tt thanks to David Davis,
President pro tern., which was unanimously
passed. The resolution was gracefully acknowl-
edged by the chair, who then retired. Mr. Ed-
munds was elected President pro tein., and the
oath of office was administered by Mr. Anthony.
The Committee on Commerce made an unfavor-
able reiort on the River and Harbor bill. An act
for the relief of the German National Bank of
Louiville was passed. The Deficiency Appro-
priation bill was reported. An amendment was
adopted directing the Attorney General to pav
Charles H. Reed $;l,ooo for his services In defend-
ing Guitean, and the bill passed. The limine
bill to modify the postal money-ord- er system
was passed; as also a Joint resolution for a new
mixed commission between the United States
and Venezuela, and bills to adjust the salaries
of Postm isters, to create thre additional bind
districts in Dakota, to make St. Vincent, Minn.,
a isDrt of entry. The Senate took a recess of an
hour or two shortly after midnight, and at :i:l5
ou Sunday morning the session was resumed.
The conference committee's rejort on the Sun-
dry Civil Appropriation bill was agreed to, and
at 5 o'clock a recess wa taken until 10 o'clock.
The Appropriation bill for the alteration of in-

ternal revenue dies, platen, and stamps, etc., ne-

cessitated by the changes In the revenue laws,
was passed. After the transaction some bus-
iness of minor lmjortancc, t he Senate at'12 o'clock
noon of Sunday, March 4, adjourned without c lav.

LATER NEWS ITEMS.

Tho engineer officer who was detailed
to survey and locate the Hennepin canal
has presented his report to the Secretary of
War. He offers a choice of three routes,
varying in length from sixty-fou-r to seventy-r-

ive miles, and providing for a canal and
feeder eighty feet wide on the water
line and seven feet deep, with locks
170 feet long and thirty feet
wide. The cost of these works ranges from

.Ml,4fiS to $7,207, Mi.. The estimate for
the enlargement of the Illinois and Michigan
canal to the same dimensions as are pro-
posed for the Hennepin canal contemplates
an expenditure of $2,20SJia

The editor, the proprietor and tho
printer of the Free-Think- of London, have
been convicted of blasphemous libel, and
were sentenced to twelve, nine, and three
months' imprisonment, respectively.

A special election will be held in
Georgia Apiil 24, to fill the unexpired term as
Governor of tho fate Alexander IL Stephens.

James (iilfillan, who has for several
years occupied tho position of Treasurer of
the United States, has resigned that office
and will go into the banking business in New
York.

Two important decisions have just
been rendered by the Supreme Court of tho
United States. One related to what is known
as the "RiddJeberger bill," which forbade
the Virginia tax collectors to receive in
payment of taxes any coupon of State
bonds of 1S71 and 187'. tntil tho
genuineness of such bonds shall be
established by judicial decisions. In
this case tho Supremo Court affirmed
the decision of the Virginia Court of
Appeals and declared the law to be uncon-

stitutional In the other case it was decided
that under the Federal constitution one State
has not the right to sue another State by any
method of indirection. This disposes effect-
ually of the attempt recently made by the
Legislatures of New Hampshire and New
York to authorize creditors of a State to
bring suit against it in tho name of their
own State, Justices Field and Harlan dis-

sented from the last decltion, the case under
review being one where a citizen of New
Hampshire burdened with somo repudiated
Louisiana bonds brought suit in the name of
his State against the Louisiana State Gov-

ernment

Wonders of the Vasty Deep.
As to the quantity of light at tho bot-

tom of the sea thero has been much dis-
pute. Animals dredged from below
700 fathoms either havo no eyes, or
faint indications of them, or else their
eyes aro very largo ami protruding.
Crabs' eyes aro four or five times as
large as thoso of a crab from surface
water, which shows that that light is
feeble, and that eyes to bo of any uso
raust be very largo and sensitive. An-
other strango thing is that where tho
creatures in those lower depths havo
any color it is of orango or red, or red-
dish orange. Sea anemones, corals,
shrimp and crabs havo this brilliant col-
or. Sometimes it is pure red or scarlet,
and in manj specimens it inclines toward
purple. Not a green or blue fish is
found. The orange red is the fish's pro-
tection, for the bluish-gree- n light in tho
bottom of tho ocean makes the orango
or red fish appear of a neutral tint and
hides it from enemies. Many animals
are black, others neutral in color. Somo
fish aro provided with boring tails so
that they can burrow in the mud. Fin-
ally, the surface of the submarine mount-
ain is covered with shells, like an ordi-
nary sea beach, showing that it is tho
eating-hous- e of vast schools of carnivor-
ous animals. A codfish takes a whole
oyster into its mouth, cracks the shells,
digests the meat and spits out the rest.
Crabs crack tho shells and suck out tho
meat. In this way come whole mounds
of shelln that are dredged up. Prof.
Verrill.

membrane covering the pharynx or
back wall of the throat. This disease
quito frequently results from a neg-
lected acute inflammation of tho parts-"Whe- n

an ordinary sore throat has re.
mained uncured for any length of time
tho tissues become the permanent seat
of a mild inflammation, and repeated
attacks of acute sore throat are thug
caused. As a direct result of these re-
peated recurrences of acute inflamma-
tion a chronic affection of tho parts ig
superinduced. Thero are two other
causes for this the most common of
throat complaints, namely: the immod-
erate uso of tobacco, and the abuse of
alcoholic liquors.

It is an undisputed fact that the
smoke arising from tobacco is an irri-
tant to tho delicate mucous membrane
lining tho air passage. This effect is
more especially noticeable in persons
afflicted with delicate throats. It has
been asserted as an argument in favor
of the uso of tobacco, that "Tho mu-
cous membrane of tho throat becomes,
after the lapse of a certain period ol
time, hardened and inured." This is
merely a possible result, and should not
induce the singer, especially if ho have
any throat difliculty, to persevere in the
use of tobacco. Tho vocalist who
wishes to preserve his voice should not
smoke, but if ho must make use of this
habit, let him especially remember that
smoking immediately after singing is
harmful, for the reason that the vocal
organs are then in a congested state and
easily acted upon by any irritant.

Leathcroid Cans and Boxes.
Leatheroid is a new nrtielo which is

being mado of paper. It consists of a
number of thicknesses of cotton paper
wound ono upon another over a cylin-
der. Tho remarkable qualities of
strength and adhesion it possesses nro
derived from a chemical bath through
which tho paper is drawn on its way to
the cylinder. Tho cftect of tho chem-
ical bath on tho paper is said to be
wonderful. Leatheroid, for the pur-
poses it now serves, consists of about
twenty thicknesses of paper; it is
shaped upon or around molds, whilo
wet, into tho form it is to represent,
and will hold that form perpetually
when dry. When dried it is as diilicul't
as rawhido to cut with a knifo. Cans
made from this material tro about one-fourt- h

tho weight of tin cans of equal
size; while tin cans are liable to get
bent, cans mado from leathcroid aro en-

tirely free from this objection. They
have tho elasticity of thin steel, and no
amount of kicking or handling will
break them. Boston Journal oj
Chemistry.

He was a vigorous opponent of
secession, but finally accepted tho Vice
Presidency of the Southern Confederacy. In

After Lee's surrender he was a prisoner at
Port Warren for live months. In 1H0V5 he was
elected to the United States Senate, but was
not given a seat From 1872 to 18S2 he was
again a member of Congress, resigning to
accept the Governorship of Georgia.
