A shipment of 1,000 barrels of whisky
was mado from New York to Permuda last
week, in order to evade the payment of in-

ternal revenue tax. Other shipments will
follow, distillers considering it more profita-
ble to pay freight charges on the overpro-
duction than to pay the taxes. When a
market is found for tho liquor it will be
brought back to this country and tho taxes
paid.

The corpso was evidently
that of a well-to-d- o person who had mel
his death by walking into tho shaft ic
the darkness of tho night. Tho men
wero summoned from all parts of the
mine, but none recognized tho dead
man's feature's. The mystery surround-
ing him deepened when at daylight the
remains were taken to tho surface and
viewed in vain by tho gathering crowd
for some familiar lineament. At last
thero pushed through tho throng o

blanch-face- d young woman, the daugh-
ter of a miner employed at a colliery
not far away, but in tho other valley.
