Tho Old Folk.
In response to a special invitation, we at-

tended the o!d folks' pic-ui- e, held at tho
residence of Jeso Wilson, in Alnieua, on
Wednesday, Juno 13.

That neighborhood is for ns historic ground.
We came there when tho "forest primeval'
still claimed the soil grand and beautiful,
but doomed. Michigan had just become a
stato and the people of this county began to
feel thtir inliticnl importance. There was a
presidential ekwtion to be held iit 1840, and
what would be more appropriate than a
Fourth of July oelebration? Thus it was
that Almena (or Clinch) took tho lead. Word
was sent as U:st it could be to the scattered
pioneers, for wo had no railroads or tele- -

graph tten; and so tho fitst pic-ui- o held in
ihU county, was on the 4th of July, 1840.

Iu order to havo a gathering that would in
any way approximate a down east "Fourth
of Ju.'y," the cntiro county must assemble.
They did turn ont grandly. We met at the
house of Mrs. Baiuuui mother of our Jute,
townsman, Kdwin Barnum, formed a pro
cession led by a band two drums and a fife.
I think tho drumnier3wero Loyal and Alonzo
Crane, and tho fifer Samuel Longstreet. We
marched about 80 rods in u north-easterl- y

direction to uhcro a speaker') stand had been
erected. After partaking of a sumptuous
dinner of good things, among which was a
bountiful supply of fish chowder, we listened
to an oration by F. C. Annable. Several
spicy toasts were written, handod up to tho

stand, and read by Dr. Cobb. These
were interspersed by the music of a flute,
played by our old friend George Smith, who
has left us many pleasant memories peace
to his ashes. Many who joined ns on that
Fourth of J uly forty-thre- e years ago, are still
living, aud came again on Wednesday last,
making that day in no email measure, a me-
morial day.

The old people got together early enough
to enjoy a social time before dinner and
such a dinner; no use to try to describe it,
wo could not do it justice if we tried, but for
a pio-ni- o dinner that everyone can enjoy,
commend ns to the cooks of Almena. After
dinner, speeches wero in order from Messrs.
Crofoot, Teed, Palmer, and others, then Mr.
Hawkins gave ns a short speech and sang the
Sword of Bunker Hill. Messrs. Morril, Mur-doc- k,

David 2nd and J, J. Wroodman, Mrs.
D. Woodman, and others, carried us back to
"ye olden time," so that when your corrcs;
pondent wa.4 called for, something in our
throat caused us to make a signal failure.

After the speaking, on effort was made to
ascertain the number of decades pawed by
the old folks present. It was found that
there were two between 80 and U0; 2.r be-

tween 70 and 80; 16 between CO and 70; L0

between CO and M. There wero others who
would have numbered with thoso over f0 or

0, but who were busy alwut the tables and
were not counted.

When it came timo to disperse, tho com-

pany arose and sang "Auld Lang Syne,' led
by Mr. Hawkins, and then the good-bye- s

were said. But wo had passed a day long to
bo remembered, and if we should never at-

tend another pic-ni- c, we shall le content
that our first and our last was with tho dear
old friends in Almena.
