Honcs hj the Ragtag Waters.

Millions of Property Swept Away-Exci- ting

Scenes and Incidents.

, PITTSBURGH AND AIXEOUENY CITr.
The w.aters at Pittsburgh awl Allegheny rose

to a greater height than at any period sine
Feb. 10, 1832. Immense duiao w a Inflicted
by tho overflow. A lit tsburh correspond-
ent thus describes tbo scenes: 'The twin
cities present a spectacle never boloro seer
in this city. Miles of valuable pre)CTty and
hundreds of houses aro under wator, wbilo-ove- r

llvo thousand families are for tho time
without shelter. In this cy tho flooded dis-

trict, from the Point to Sixth etroot, fa almost
entirely inundated, while aVong tho
banks of tbe Allegheny and Mowoiahola
rivers, for a distance of six mites, every
house within two blocks of Uo rtwr is under
water. The same Is truo of tbo South Side
and Allegheny City. Every Iron xakW, foun-
dry, and glass factory in tbo two cities has
been compelled to shut down, whilo all tho
railroads excepting the rennHrlvunda Central
suspended tratlic, Detwccn Ittl-ibsirg- and
jAllegheny travel by street cars has been
completely 6but off. No accurate fig-

ures can yet bo given as to tho dam-
age, but the most conservative admdt that
Jtwill mount up Into the iniBions. A ca'm
review of tho situation this morning found
(between 5,000 and 6,000 buildings in tho two-citie- s

submorgcJ, and the icsidcnco of 2.. 000
;pooplo, 10,000 of whom are not ttblo to occupy
their bouses. Fifteen thousand men araicmpo-rarJl- y

An-
other correspondent telegraphed from Wheel-
ing that "fully --'0,000 people weredriven from
their homes by the Hood, but a third of these
are comfortably quartered at hotels or
boarding home, or with their friends.
Public fchools and churches have been thrown
ojicn, and people are housed and fed there
There has been more d Jin ape to property
than ever before. It is Impossible to esti-
mate tho looses, but they will agurrega'o over
$1,000,000. Tho Daltlmore and Ohio's wires
are all down, and telephone communication
with all suburbs Is cut off. The water and
gas works gavo out, and tho city is in dark'
nefs. Tho streets of half the c ty are navi-
gable only in bonis, and all sorts cf im-

provised craft are plying as ferries. Many
people arc exposed on the inland, not a spot
of which remains above water."

CINCINNATI.
A Cincinnati dispatch reports: "A worse-floo-

than ever stares Cincinnati in tho face,,
and wreck nnd ruin is imminent. At 8 o'clock
this evening tho river was over slvty feet
nnd still going up. All tho river front Is un-
der water, and for s luares hick among the
wholesale houses and factories the fires are
out, the wheels Ptilled, tho men idle and
crowding the streets. I orewarned by the ex-

perience of last year, the wholesale houees
have removed the most of their goods.
The millions of dollars of damage lost
year from this source will not be
repeated to thut extent. How many
peoplo are driven out of their homos by the
Hood cannot now be estimated, but it will
reach probably "0,000 in the thrice cities be-

fore noon to morrow, unloss the rising floods
are checked. Already tho relief committee
Is preparing to feed nnd house tho victims
that aro sure to present themselves. The
Council is preparing to appropr.'a'o 100.(00
for relief.

Mr. Phillips was sick for
seven days with angina pectoris, a disease to
which his father and two brothers succumbed.
His last publlo address, at the unveiling of
Harriet Martineau's statue, a month before,
had been a severe tax upon him, and bo
seemed to feol keenly the waning of his
physical and mental powers. Mr. Phillips bud
had one or two intimations of heart trouble,
so that the final attack was hardly a surprJso ,

to himself or family. He was conscious
through It oil, but ho rcalbcd u day or two
Biro that it was an unequal struKRle, and told
his physicians thut ho should die. When it
becumo evident thut his lifo could not
bo spared, the physicians devoted their en-
ergies simply to renoV ring more peaceful his
last hours. During the more severe attacks
of pain bo was kept partiully under tbe in-
fluence of anesthetics, but bis suffering was
still great. Gradually ho sank lower, keep-
ing consciousness to the last. His Invalid
wife and other members of his family were
about tho bed during tho last hours, and ho
recognized them all He spoke but little, and
his last words about a matter of j erronal
comfort were spoken about half an hour
before the end came.

Wendell Philli s was born in Doston, Nor.
29, 1811. His father was John Phillips, the
first Mayor of Pos:on. Wendell graduated at
Harvard Collcjtc'in 131, at tho law school in
1833, and was admitted to the bar in 1834.
Threo years after beginning thy practice of
his profession in his native city ho" became
known to tho publlo as an eloquent udvecato
of tho anti-slaver- temperance,, and ts

reforms, then being earnestly agi-
tated, ana continued his indefutigatle labors
during tho conliict of opinion on the slavery
question which preceded tho civil wur. In
1830 ho became a Garrison Abolitionist, hav-
ing been a warm admirer of Garrison and an
enthusiast on the untl-s'avcr- y fiue.-tio- n for
many years, ro strong were his convictions
on tho slavery question that In 1830 he relin-
quished law practko from unwillingness to
observe the oath of fealty to the Federal Con-
stitution.

HIM first notablo speech was made in Fan-ou- ll

Hull, in December, 1837. E. P. Lovejoy
had been murdered by a mob at Alton, 111.,

where ho was publishing a pajor of the mo6t
radical anti-slaver- y opinions. Dr. Charming,
of DostO'i, had called an indignation meet-
ing at Faneuil Hajl. James T. Auntin, tho
Attorney General of tho stale of Jiuaehu-sotts- ,

apologL ed for tho bloody deed of tbe
mob, and said that Lovejoy was presumptu-
ous und imprudent, nnd thut "ho died as
tho fool flicth." Wendell Phillips, then a
young man fresh from college, replied
to tho vindicator of mob violence. "Fellow-o'.tizons- ,"

said he, 1 this Funcull Hall doe-trino- ?

Tho mob at Alton wero met to
wrest from a cltlen his Just rights met to
resist tbo laws. We have been told that our
.fathers did the same, and the glorious manfle
,of Devolutlonary precedent has boon thrown
over the mots of our day! Hr, when I
heard tho gentleman lay down principles,
which place tho murderers of Alton side by
side with Otis and Hancock, with (Juincy and
Adams, I thought those pictured l'ps
jointing to tho portrai.ts in tho hallj

would have broken into voice to re-bu-

the recreant American, tho
slanderer of tho dead. Great, sensation
and applause. Tho gentleman said that he
should sink Into signitlcanco if ho dared to
gainsay the principles of thowj resolutions.
Sir, for the sentiments ho has ut!ered on soil
consecrated by tho prayers of puritans and
tho blood of patriots, tho earth should havo
yawned und swallowed him. .James Otis
thundered in this ball, when tho King d dbut
touch hispockct. Imagine, if you can, his
indignant eloquence had England ottered to
put a gag upon his lips.".

From that time till 1SC1 Mr. Phillips was a
prominent leader and tho most popular ora-
tor of tho abolitionists. He advocated disun-
ion as the only road to abolition until the
opening of the civil war, after which he sus-
tained the Government for a similar reason.
In 1803-- 4 ho advocated arming, educating,
and enfranchising the freedmen, and for the
two latter purposes procured the continuance
of the Anti Slavery Society till niter the adop-
tion of the fifteenth amendment in ls;o.

Probably the a-- t publlo act of Mr. Phillips
was to write, tho day before he died, a Iedter
to Dev. Dr. Miner, urging that he and all
other friends of humanity go to the Superior
court nt Worcester tho next day ami urge
that a light sentence be imposed en Durnham
Wnrdrtell, tho prisoners' friend," who was
to bo sentenced on that day for uttering a
criminal libel on the Sheriff of that county.
Tho letter was written against tho protest of
Mr. Phillips' physiciun, who said that even so
elight an exertion might result fatally.

Tho singular fact that Mrs. Phillips sur-
vives her husband excites much comment.
When they wero married about thirty
years ayo, sho was a hop?leas Invalid, and
one reason for her uniting herself to Mr.
Phillips was her great deslro thut her fortune,
which was considerable, might be devoted to
the cause of anti-slaver- y. Sho expected to
die soon and thus seal her devotion to tho
cause In which her affection was centered.
During tho onsulng years Mrs. Phillips has
lingered helpless, tho object of her husband's
constant love. Many touching incidents of
Mr. Phillip' attention to his wife are told.
