STATE CONTENTIONS.

Pennsylvania Itemocj-at- .

It. Milton Spear presided over tho Pennsyl-

vania Democratic Stato Convection, which

met at Allentown. The Chairman's refer-
ence to Randall In connection with tho Presi-
dency was enthusiastically received. The
resolutions adopted jdenounoo the attempts,
said to have been mode recently to overturn
tbo principles of government ordained by the-Feder-

Government, and proceed as follows:
We sre against centralization, monopoly, ex-

travagant expenditures, subsidies, nd tha
debasement of civil service to par-

tisan spoliation. "We believe that the electoral
frauds of 1S76-- by which H. J. Trldsn ana
Thomas A. Hendricks were cheated out of the
ottjoes of President aud Vice Iresident, to which
thly were fairly elected, was a Bwt deadly-blo- w

aimed at our svHtcm of representative
government, and the duty of driving
from power tha men and party who made
that frand triumphant Is the most-sacre-

obligation ever Imposed upon con-
scientious freemen. We favor tariff for revenue,
limited to tho neoedtie of tho Government
economically administered, aad so adjusted m
Its apulication as to prevent unequal burdens,
.encourage productive industries at home, and
afford Jut comxjensatlon to lsltor, but not to
create or foster monofKdies, and to this end fa-

vor the abolition of the internal revenue system,
of taxes, and such an adjustment of existing
tariff duties as will be consistent with these
principles. The importation under contrsct of
foreign paujer labor is an evil which should be
remedied by Judicious Ifgislatlon.

JieflreI, That S.imnel J. Randall Is the
choice of the Demosracy of Pennsylvania as the
candidate of their party for lTesldent. Hy long,
'faithful puhllc service he has ill nst rated an un-
faltering devotion to hiirh political principle and.

Particnlars Ilcgardingr tha Loss of

tho Stoamship Baniel Stein-mau- n.

Ono Hundred and Twonty-nin- e

Persons Hnd a Watery
Grave.

The steamship Daniel Stelnmann left Ant--,

werp March 20 for Halifax and Nov York,
with a general cargo. She carried a crew of
thirty-eig- men, and had ninety-eigh- t rs

on board. Tho vessol made a good
passage until sho approached what is known
as Mad Rock Shoal, near the entrance to
Halifax harbor. A terrible palo and a dense
fog prevailed. Tho fhlp was being tossed
about llko a cork by tho enormous
sea, when she struck upon the rocks.
Fho immediately backed otT, and
the next momeHt struck upou another
shoal. Two immense koles wero knocked In
her bottom. The doomed steamer immediately
tilled with water, and in a lew minutes went
down, only the top sail-yar- d being left above
water. l)ispatchs lrom Halifax, N. h'., give
tho lollowing deta l.s of the awful catastro-ph- o:

Ninetj-on- o iusengers. thirty-thre- e sail-
ors, and nvo cheers were lot--t on tho baniel
Stelnmann. The airent of the White Cross
l.no yceterday reached the island, where
the captain and eight other survivors
were. From tho captain tho story
of the wreck war obtained.- It
appears in tho two days prior to tho disaster
tho weather had bteu so foggy that he could
get no reckonings. About It o'clock Thurs-
day nfitht ho saw a liht, which seemed about
live miles away, owing to tho tog, and
which he thought was Cherbucto light.
As ho approached be saw that he was almost
in Sainbro. Ilcforo ho could give any order!
the steamer struck twice and began sinkiag.
He tried to run her ashore, but sho went
down. As Foon as she struck be ordered tho
passengers on deck, but they wero swept
overboard and drowned by the heavy teas.
Two pantencrs and flvo of tho crew managed
to got out a Loat and reach the shore. Tho
ship settled stern first. Tho captain, who was
at his K)8t, threw oif his boots aad coat and
took to tho forward rigging. Bhe sank latter
than he could climb, and he let ge of thy rig-
ging. Finally he managed t get to the top-
gallant yard, where he clung.wlth ono of the
passengers till 5 o'clock Friday morning,
when they wero rescued by a boat from the
island. The captuin declared that tho first
hock was light but tho Keoii heavy, and

that the steering geor was lo.-- t thoa. Ho did
not how: any log signal during tho wholo of
the time. After the second shock the 6teamer
drifted over the ro-k- and anchored. There
was little sea and the captain ordcrtd the mates
to lower tho boats. Just then a monstrous
sea broke over the poop, washing overboard
every passenger on tho deck. Then came an
awful crat-h- , and the fhip went down like a
Hash.

Threo surviving passengers of tho Daniel
Stelnmann have arrived lu this city. They
say the vessel struck but lightly, twice. The
captain then summoned all on deck and di-

rected them to prepare to enter the boats, if
such would bo neccPMiry. Oae boat was
launched and all mado a rush for It, though
good discipline was maintaineJ amontr the
ship's crew. Tho toat wu well filled aud at-
tached to the steamer by a roje. When some
of thoMS on board were about cutting thelhie
the steamer suddenly sunk, dragging the
boatfimd its occupants down with it. Tho
boat turned over andpver, and every rewn
in it was thrown out and drowned. When tho
stern of the vessel sank the t rie and screams
of women and children wero heartrending
for a few minutes. Cupt. Schoonhoven
made his way up the forcrlgging.
Two men caught tho rigging of tho
rnainmaet and endeavored to climb
along tho 6tay letwocn tho heads of the two
masts. In this ierllous passage ono lost his
grip and was washed away. The other, John
Neidermann, succeeded in reaching tho fore-rbrgln- g

by a desperate ellort, in tho course
of which his le?s were seized by eome ono
drowning. Above him on tho mast, one of
tho wire uplifts on the forctopgalhint yard
was broken, and this gave play to the yard,
which worked back mid forth with tho action
of tho waves and threatened to tear out the
mast, which quivered and crashed alarmingly.
The captain fearing he would bo otligi-- to
abandon his dangerous posRiou and swim,
pulled off his boots. "J he two unfortunates
from time to time, cried out together for
help, but the roar ef the wind and water
drownod their feeble voices, so that, even if
assistance bad been at hand, it is doubtful if
they could have been heard. They were
dpomed to painfully wntch the passing
minutes and hours throughout tho nUtht
till daybreak. In this dimnal watch they
could foel tho vessel drifting nearer and
nearer to Sambro Inland. To add to the hor-
ror of their situation, they saw blue lights
burning on Fliore, and signals to guide tho
boats to safety, while conscious they were
beyoud assistance or relief. Soon after day-llg- ht

a boat put out from the cwve, manned
by live men, who approached them. Tho
captain was by this time so tcnumbcd that
his companion, Nelderman, had te use force
to disengage him from tho spar and assist
him Into tho boat. He then followed, and
both were landed and taken into the light-
house.

Among the curious Incidents connected with
tho escape of the peven persons larvd In a
boat during tho night, ono of the most thrill-
ing was that of an Italian, ho haviag grasped
tho boat Just after sho left tho steamer. Her
occupants refused to take him in because a
sumbor o' other drowning persons hud seized
bis legs and body, and it was certain the boat
could not take them all without swamping, as
she was already half full of water. The Hal-fa- n

at once dived and thus tdiook off thoso
holding to him. Ho to m reappeared at the
surface and again caught the boat. He was
then taken in, but w as to exhausted that for
a timo ho was helpless. Tho boat was in
danger of loundering, owing to the water
that was constant coming lu, and thoso
In her took off their boots to bail her out.
The Italian at first refused to assist In this
work, but on Icing threatened with being
thrown overboard again unless he assisted to
keep the boat free, h made an effort to do
60.

Another singular escape was that of Nick-ol- a,

a lad age I 19 years. Juht a the boat
left tho sinking steamer, ho Jumpod from the
bridge, falling into tho toaton his head. He
sustained no injury except having cue log
bruised.

Tho youngest person on board, so far as
known, wa an lafunt 3 months old. Amon g
tho drowned was a young couple, married
Just before the Stelnmann sailed, and who
had ex perlenoed only eighteen daysef w edded
life. Several largo families perishod alto-bothe- r.

Ono was a Swiss family father,
mother, and eight children. Another was a
family from Holland of about tho same slzo.

Reports from the wreck up to this evening
ay the vessel remains In the same petition.

fThe water was comparatively smooth today,
and a large number of boats were grappling
for the bodies. Throe only were secured to-fd-

making eleven In all fo far found. The
rflrst body reoovorod wmh that of a little girl
f years old, one of whose' eyes hod beca al-jn-

torn out. All 10 bodies were so terri-
bly mutilated they could nol be recognlod.
