The Father of the Humane Society.

Henry Bergh, the philanthropist, was:
born in New York, in 15823, He re-
ceived his education at Columbia Col-
lege, where he manifested a considera-
ble love for literature. He afterward
obtained some notoriety ms an auther
by writing a drama entitled ** Love's
Attractions,” a poem entitied ** Married
Off," and scveral tales and sketches,
In 1863 he was made Secretary of the
United States Legation to Russia, and
subsequently Vice Consul. Return-
ing to this country, he founded the
American Bociety for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Ammals, which was incor-
porated in 1866. This association hes
grown into considerable magnitude, hav-
ing branches in most of the States and
receiving the support of the best eiti-
zens. The society endeavors to pre-
vent cruelty to all kinds of animals by
securing the passage and enforcement
of laws to accomplish that object. It
also takes into consideration thi
which pertain to the health of the
ple, such as purity of meat, milk, ete.
