paration of the soil for the seed, with the kind and qual-

ity of manure used, and depth of plowing, must all be
stated in detail. In estimating the expense of cultiva
tion, the amount must be detailed in items and the bal-

ance struck, showing the profit of the crop. The state-

ment must be signed by the competitor, and its correct-

ness as to yield per acre should be vouched for by some
other person acquainted with the facts.
