A REVIEW OF THE LETTERS,

The Correspondence Demonstrates Blaine's
Innoeoence of Any Wrong-Doing.
The New York Tribune, commenting on the
néw bateh of Mulllgan lotters, says:

The
new letters publi=hed for the purpose of injuar-
ing Mr. Blaine go tar to vindicate him. When
Mulligan and VFisher rapsacked their ocorre-
spondence eight vears avo for material to black-
on Mr. Blaine's reputation, their eodd and de-
liberate malice rejected the lettors now pub-
lished.
