(irand as are the falls themselves, tho
Grand Canyon really gives to tho scene
its unrivaled charm. One may see tur-
rets, towers, pillars and cones, and
hundreds of other fantastic shapes,
according as tho reins of fancy aro
loosed. Tho colors pf tho rocks include
every tint of the rainbow. Below this
is a stratum of brown rock, gradually
shading into red. Then come orange,
or yellow, violet and white limestone.
Yonder is a bright, red tower, and
besido it is a pillar of black llintstone.
Below is a white cone, above a purple
arc.
