Cremation.
There aro several processes used for

cremation. Tho Siemens furnace,
"which has been adopted by tho advo-
cates of this modo of disposing of tho
dead in Germany, England, and else-
where, is probably tho best known.
Tho body is placed in an oblong brick
or iron-case- d chamber, under which is
a furnace. Tho air of tho chamber is
raised to a very high temperature bo-fo- ro

the body is put in, and a stream of
heated hydro-carbo- n, from a gasometer,
is then admitted, which on contact with
intensely heated air within immediately
bursts into ilamc. Tho chamber is, of
course, so constructed as neither to
admit draughts of air from without nor
to permit tho escape of gases from
within. Tho noxious gases which aro
evolved in tho beginning of tho combus-
tion process are passed through a fluo
into a second furnace, whero they aro
entirely consumed. By this process
n body wighing 114 pounds can bo re-
duced in about fifty minutes to not
moro than four pounds of lime-Tlus- t.

Tho cost of constructing ono of these
furnaces is considerable, probably about
$2,000, but when built ono could servo
tho purposes of cremating numberless
bodies. In each individual process, not
moro than 200 pounds of fuel is re-
quired, tho cost of which would vary
greatly in different localities in this
country, but would probably seldom
exceed $2. Cremation was tho common
iractico of tho ancient Greeks, and has
een tho custom of some of the Asiatic

nations, notably tho Siamese, tho Bur-
mese, and tho Hindoos from remotest
times to tho present. Tho method pur-
sued by these nations is usually tho
crude one of burning tho body on a pilo
of wood, or other fuel. Closed iucin-orato- rs

havo been constructed by ordor
of tho British Government in many
towns of India, with tho double object
of reducing tho expense and tho ofTen-sivene- ss

of tho operation. There has
always been much prejudico against
cremation among Christian nations, but
with tho advance of scientific knowledge
it has been greatly lessoned in modern
times, and tho advocates of tho practice
aro now so numerous in several Europe-
an countries, that tho authorities usu-
ally permit it in any case whero it' is
preferred to tho usual method of buri-
al. Thero aro now associations in Chi-
cago which propose soon to construct
furnaces for tho cremation of human
bodies. Inter Ocean,

A new form of paving has been in
use in Berlin since last year. Layers
of brick have been put down impreg-
nated with asphalt. After a time they
absorb from 15 to 20 per cent of the
bituminous matter, becoming remarka
bly elastic and capable of resisting
pressure and damp. This new paving, j

it is said, lasts much longer than any of
tne otiior juncu, ana it oilers a sure
foothold to horses.

ing industries of the United States. The
inquiiies embrace twenty-tw- o Stites
Maryland. Virginia, West Virginia, Ken-
tucky, Missouri, and all north thereof.
Thero had been a Kcueral reduction of
waRes in industrial lines varying from 20
to 25 per cont, and, in 6ome instances, to
30 per cent, taking the year through. In
some lines the reductions are as low as
10 to 15 per cent Skilled workers
in specialties are exempt or par-
tially exempt from this. The reduced
forces at work range from 33 per cent,
at some point among iron workers . to
an aver.igo of 20 per cent (against 1880) for
the States reported, to 19 per cent, among
glass -- workers; 17 per cent among tabooco
operatives; 1G per cent, woolen goods; 14
percent, boots and 6 hoes; and 12 per
cent, among cotton workers. The reduc-
tions referred to do not include the shrink-
age of clerical forces in mercantile houses.
Among industrial wage-earne- rs tho reduc-
tions in wages have been great where thero
hare been no industrial organizations or
weak ones. It must not be overlooked that
a considerable share of tho number re-

ported now out of work will soon be busy
again, etopragoi of mills and factories in
various lines being customary at this season.

The employes in blast furnaces, rolling
mills, steel works, forges and bloomaries,
foundries, machine and locomotive works
in the United States in 1880 numbered
421,000, and in the States reported abore
388,000. Returns indicate that at least 80,-0- 00

of such operatives have been dispensed
with, or 26 C-- per cent Of operatives
on clothing in New York, Kew England,
Pennsylvania and Ohio, at least 35,000
fewer are at work now than a year ago, or
over 27 per cent of those in 1830. On
cotton goods the decline in the number of
operatives in New England, New York,
New Jersey and Pennsylvania is 20,000,
or nearly 12$ per cent, of the total In
1880. On woolen goods the decline
in New England, New York, New
Jersey and Pennsylvania is about
24.S), or 16 per cent of the total four
years ago. In boots and shoes, so far as
detailed, there aro 18,000 fewer operatives
at work than four years ago (8,000 tem-
porarily in New England), or about 11 per
cent fower than in 1860. This industry is,
however, relatively less depressed than the
others specified. In New York, Penn-
sylvania, Ohio, and Kentucky there are re-
ported 13,000 fewer employes of . tobacco
manufacturers, or about 17 per cent of the
total in 1880. In Paterson, N. J., thero
are 2,000 fewer silk operatives at work, or
about 1G per cent, of the whole number in
1880. In Pennsylvania, Ohio, and in St
Louis about 4,700 operatives in the glass
factories have been laid off, berng about 19
per cent of the total employed in 1880.
